Animals should be checked outside of the barn if possible. If any issues listed below are present leave in their original area (ie: trailer)

ALL HEALTH CHECKS:
1. Need fresh disposable gloves for each animal.
2. Need to be performed by adult superintendent or fair volunteer over age 18. 
3. All checks need to be done by 1 person per division. 

SHEEP AND GOAT HEALTH CHECK LIST
1. Interdigital and coronary band blisters, vehicles, ulcers
2. Mammary redness, swelling, pain, and/or abnormal milk
3. Unhealed wounds, castration, docking, or dehorning sites
4. Enlarged lymph nodes, lumps, or draining abscesses
5. Mucous membrane and/or tongue discoloration
6. Oral blisters, vesicles, ulcers, crusts, salivation
7. Ataxia, weakness, circling, abnormal behavior, head tilt
8. Hair loss, crusty skin lesions, sores, itchiness
9. Lameness, abnormal hoof smell
10. Depression/lethargy
11. External parasites
12. Prolapse
13. Diarrhea
14. Fever
15. Thin
