NEW BUSINESS:
1. Robert Kirkley was present to answer questions regarding the sharp increase in the Aspirus Invoice for this year and also to address why we were not notified last fall as we requested of the amount for budgeting purposes.  It appears there were staff changes as well as reorganization of the service which contributed to the confusion and the  increase in our allocation for this year. Bob will be going back to his board and relaying our concerns and bringing info on call performance and resolution on the invoice amount.
2. Designation of Entity Administrator needs to be completed by Ron and notarized as it needs to be sent in as part of our SAM registration.  
3. Town of Ogema is requesting that the town would donate 3 loads of gravel be put down on the back road through the woods of Pioneer Park.  A motion was made by Jeff, 2nd by John to donate the 3 loads of gravel requested.  M/C
4. The tractor-backhoe – The backhoe transmission is stuck in 1st gear and repairs may be quite costly.  We will be looking into different options either purchasing another used one or look into purchase of a used  transmission.
5. Discussed compensation for the girls that painted the town hall.  It was felt that since they said they would do it for free nothing should be paid.
