The Mobil Food Pantry also stops at least once a month in Hamden as well as sites in New

Northford.    

What: Lunch time meals for pick-up.   If the senior or his/her caretaker cannot go to the center, 
registered seniors can request delivery.   
Each meal costs $3.00;  $15.00 for a week of meals (5 days)  

When/where: For Northford seniors -  Mondays and Wednesdays 
For North Branford seniors  - Tuesdays and Thursdays  
 
Pick up from 11:30 to 12:30 at the Senior Center 

 

How: Be sure to call (203) 484-6017 by 9:00 a.m. to reserve a lunch for the day 

Special notes: There will be an outdoor, Welcome back Senior Outdoor Concert and Lunch on May 13, 
registration is required by May 6th.  NO MEAL DELIVERIES are available on that day and 
Seniors are advised to bring their own lawn chair to the picnic.  

In June, the Senior Center has its annual Senior Picnic from 4 p.m., registration is required by 
June 15th.     NO MEAL DELIVERIES are available on that day and Seniors are advised to bring 
their own lawn chair to the picnic. 

More info: Each meal costs $3 ($15/weekly per person) and is ready for pickup 11 am-12:30 pm unless 
otherwise noted.

Food box outside its church filled with canned food, at times fresh fruit, juice, cereal, tuna, 
soup, peanut butter, hand washing soap, Lysol concentrate, dish soap, bar soap, pasta, muffin 
mix, and other things as donated or purchased.  
 
There are also refrigerated goods such as milk, O. J., eggs, and sometimes some meats. The 
refrigerator is padlocked so you need to call the church in advance to collect these items.
