II. Committee Reports: 
· Executive Committee
The mission of the SPHS Business Advisory Board (BAB) is to empower all students to develop their vision for a satisfying and productive career.  The Board serves SPHS students by partnering resources with students, educators, business and community leaders. See the SPHS website, BAB tab: http://sphsbab.org/ for BAB by-laws, schedule of events, Celebrated Students, etc. Our purpose is to serve the students by donating our time, talents and wisdom. At Executive Committee meeting last week we reviewed goals and activities for new year:
· Back to school nigh: Thursday, September 12. From 5:45-6:15 BAB members will be present with our display board in the foyer, distributing campus maps and soliciting new members, encouraging people to go on the BAB website to sign up. (BAB information was shared with parents via Connect Ed; so far 16 parents have signed up to get involved, and many of those indicated interest in the monthly meetings. BAB members should share the sign-up link with their colleagues http://sphsbab.org/Membership_O3OT.html.) 
· Speakers’ Bureau: We maintain a list of speakers faculty can access for specific topics.
· Entrepreneur Fair 10/24 (am): looking for people to share their entrepreneurship journey to the students; rotate students through the cafeteria where entrepreneurs can showcase their business, goods and services. Planning for 15-16 individuals and a keynote speaker. Some suggestions: Chrissy Fitzgerald. Anna Grace Keller.

· Mock Interview/ Career Conversations Committee
SPHS mock interview event includes the entire junior class; students practice interviewing by meeting with an adult to talk about their goals and objectives. Goal is to prepare them for college or job interview. The mock interview event is preceded by an Advisory (11/22 8:30-9:30 am) where BAB members and others in present interviewing skills slide presentation to each junior homeroom to prepare them for the mock interviews scheduled for December 2, 3, 4 (and 6th if needed). This year we will to offer Skype interviews. We discussed the need for phone interviews. Soft skills information is included in Signature program classes and addressed in the Interviewing advisory.  As we get closer to the date JoAnne will share link to sign up for the interviews; we can share with colleagues. Volunteers also are needed for Career Conversations which happens during the Mock Interviews: individuals provide information on their career/occupation. After the interview students will write thank-you notes and can meet with a resume doctor.

· Business, Innovation, & Leadership Signature
· In AACPS, each high school has a Signature theme based on the local needs and make-up of the community. SPHS’s theme of Business, Leadership and Innovation was determined by a stakeholders’ team composed of business, students and parents. The theme is infused into the curriculum.
· Will highlight one “Celebrated Student” per marking period: students who own or operate a business and show leadership. The student is featured in a video where he/she can showcase the business. BAB provides mentorship including hearing their pitches for business plan competition.
 
· Financial Literacy
· AACPS embeds financial literacy into all curricula beginning with third grade. SPHS conducts a full week of financial literacy activities culminating with the Literacy Advisory on 3/27. These are prepared lessons for grades 10, 11 and 12 on credit, budgeting, and making smart choices. The week includes Financial Literacy night for parents (high school and feeder schools are invited) where we share information on scholarships, financial aid, planning for college and retirement, financial games. Childcare is provided.
· Kirk and Alice are working on planning events; will present plans at a future BAB meeting for input. Serious planning begins after mock interviews have finished.
