CLASS DESCRIPTIONS

Two Year Old Movement (2-3 years),

This class is designed for our youngest dancers. The class will focus on basic movements and introduce the dancer to the

classroom/studio setting. Dancers have the option of purchosing a costume and performing in the year end recital. Dancers must be two

years Old to enro|| in ClOSS.

Tap and Pre- Ballet (3-5 years & 5-6 years).

This combo class introduces young dancers to the basics of tap and ballet using creative movement and imagery. Dancers build

foundational skills and vocabulary while enjoying 25 minutes of each style. Students will perform both a tap and ballet routine in the

spring recital.

Hippity Hop (ages 4-6).

A fun, high-energy introduction to hip hop for young dancers. This 40-minute class focuses on basic movement, rherhm, and simp|e

choreogroph\/ to build coordination and confidence—all while hoving a blast! Dancers will perForm one routine in the spring recital.

This combo class introduces dancers to the fundamentals of tap and jazz with a focus on musico|i+y, rhyH’]m, and proper Jrechnique.
Dancers learn age-appropriate routines set to upbeo’r music and on-trend choreogrophyA
e Ages 7-9: Combo class includes 25 minutes each of top and jazz, with one routine per style performed in the spring recital.

e Ages 10+ and 12+: Tap and jazz classes are offered separately (40 minutes each), with one recital routine per class.

An energetic, athletic class that builds coordination and s+y|e Jrhrough isolations and Frees+y|e movement set to age-appropriate music.

This 40-minute class will perForm one hip hop routine in the spring recital.

Condiﬁoning and F|exibi|i+y & Leaps and Turns

Designed to build strength, flexibility, and technical precision, this class focuses on muscle development, full-body stretching, and

progressions for leaps and turns. Note: This is a non-recital class.

Ballet 360 Academy
Ballet 360 Academy by Barb's Centre for Dance, provides unmatched ballet training for the Green Bay and Fox Valley area. Ballet

360 provides a flexible training schedule for all ballet students. Ballet 360 is available at both our Green Boy and Fox \/o||ey locations.

No Limits Dance (Ages 5+) (Available ot GB studio)

This inclusive class is designed for dancers with deve|opmen’ro| or physico| disabilities. Students exp|ore various dance s+y|es—bo||e+, jazz,

hip hop, and |yrico|—in a supportive environment tailored to individual needs. The program promotes coordination, confidence, and
social skills, with the option fo perform in two recital shows. At BCFD, we celebrate all abilities and believe dance is +ru|y more than just

movement.

Tumbling Level I/ll (Available ot FV studio)

Students will begin to learn cartwheels, handstands, somersaults, round offs, back bends and other beginning Jrumbhng skills.

Tumbling Level lII/IV (Available ot FV studio)

This class will work on more advanced +umb|ing skills necessary for dance and will work on back hondsprings, oerio|s, and more. We

suggest hoving a cartwheels, back bends, and roundoffs mastered for this higher level class. Tumbhng classes do not perform in recitals.

Costume ordering for Studio dancers will be held the week of Mondoy, October 27th. Studio dance classes are not held o|uring this week.
Costumes are ordered online via barbsdance.com. Information will be posted to the BCFD App for families mid October. Costumes usually

cost between $85-$115. For combination classes, each student orders one costume and uses it for both routines (tap and pre-ballet, tap and

jazz). Please see the acceptable dance attfire section below for recital shoes and tights information.
