SOURCE OF ILLEGAL OR 
CONTROVERSIAL WOOD

Among Groupe Savoie’s policies, illegal or 
controversial wood is unacceptable.

Illegal: Wood that does not comply with 
regulations, lacks proper documentation 
(transport slips), is undeclared, etc.

Controversial: Wood originating from 
forestry practices that do not meet accepted 
standards, threaten the environment, or are 
associated with conflict or corruption, etc.



SITES OF SPECIAL INTEREST

What is it?
 Sites that have particular ecological, 
cultural, historical, or social value and 

require specific protective measures during 
forestry operations.

An effort must be made to protect these 
special sites during your planning to 

preserve their full value.

A meaningful way to pass on part of our 
history and heritage.
