FLFAA will confirm volunteer hours for faith-based or
school-related community "impact" or National Honor
Society requirements. Since this program is powered
solely by volunteers, there is a suggested 20 hour
committment per student, per school year. Any FL youth
14-18 years of age interested in joining, may register. Any
graduating senior who has fulfilled their 20 hour
committment, may apply for one of three $500
scholarships.
