ARRIVAL + PARKING

Address: 146 E Shingle Mill Rd, Sandpoint, ID

Directions:
Taking Hwy 200? Turn onto Shingle Mill Rd. Follow it
past the Blueberry Farm and Shingle Mill Stables. At
the T, take a right, and look for the timber arch.

Taking Hwy 2? Turn onto Selle Rd. Turn right onto East
Shingle Mill and after you pass the bend at Wildwood
Grilling we are few more properties down on the left.
Look for the timber arch.

The "Slow 5": Once you turn into Camp Bennett, please
maintain a speed of 5mph. We have children, pets, and
mischievous chickens that share this private driveway.

Parking: We have ample parking in the wrap-around
driveway. Please leave the spot directly in front of the barn
man door clear for emergency access and guest drop-offs.
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THE PURSUIT BARN
GYM EXPERIENCE

The Space: We’ll be celebrating in our recently
remodeled, fully heated 30x40’ barn. It’s fully
equipped with gym mats, a crash pad, parkour
vaults, and Nerf battle barriers. 
The Attendees: If you haven’t already, please let us
know roughly how many guests you anticipate. The
gym space is best suited for 8-10 players at a time.
Larger groups may be split into three teams on
rotation, with one in the party room. 
Note on the Forest: Since it’s currently a winter
wonderland, our Forest Earthgym is resting under
the snow. All activities will take place inside the cozy
barn gym for the time being.
Shoes-Off Policy: We are a "shoes-off" facility to
keep our specialized athletic mats clean. Attendees
either need to be in bare feet or indoor-only gym
shoes. We have cubbies available in the party room.
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What We Provide: The private space, the guided
games with Coach Will and the cleanup of the
facility.
The Party Room: Just off the barn gym we have a
room set up for parents and littles to hang in with
cubbies, toys, seating, filtered water, and coffee.
We’ll provide a 6’ table, black table cloth, and white
folding chairs for your guests to enjoy food,
beverages, and cake.
Decorations: You are welcome to bring balloons or
tabletop decor. Please: No tape on the walls, no
glitter, and no confetti.
Overflow Hang Out Space for Parents: The back
side of the barn is open for parents as well. It has
comfy patio seating and twinkle lights, but it is
open-air, so be sure to bundle up if you plan to hang
out there.

To accommodate our private groups
comfortably, we have two options available:

A Porto-Potty: For high-traffic party flow, we have a
porta-potty located in the lean-to just off the side of
the main barn. This unit is professionally freshened
and sanitized weekly.

The Indoor Barn Bathroom: Located directly off the
main gym room. This restroom has a composting
toilet, a pump sink, and a dedicated changing table. 
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THE TIMELINE

Setup: You are welcome to arrive 15-minutes early
to set up your food/decor.

The Flow: Coach Will directs the energy for the first
90 minutes with your chosen games. The final 30
minutes are reserved for food and presents in the
party room. Parents are welcome to drop off, hang
out in the party room, or join in the fun!

Cleanup: We’ll handle the heavy lifting! We just ask
that you clear your food and personal belongings at
the end of your 2-hour window.
