Fireworks Ordinance 2017-03  

Ordinance to provide for the regulation of the ignition, discharge, and use of consumer fireworks in 

the Village of Michiana.  

The following dates and times are the only dates and times that the Village can not restrict: 

*11:00am on December 31st—1:00am on January 1st 

*11:00am—11:45pm on Saturday and Sunday immediately preceding Memorial Day 

*11:00am—11:45pm on June 29th—July 4th 

*11:00am—11:45pm on the Saturday and Sunday immediately preceding Labor Day

Codified Ordinances.  REMEMBER: Renters are never allowed to use fireworks within the Village limits.

Just a couple of friendly reminders for the Summer: 

Please remember that only  LICENSED DRIVERS are permitted  to operate motorized 

vehicles on the road, including golf carts.  This violation is a  STATE TICKET, not a Village citation. 

Please remember there are no dogs allowed in the park.  Dogs are only allowed on the 

beaches during posted times.  DOGS MUST ALWAYS BE ON A LEASH.  

A reminder that all contractors working in the Village need to register with the Village 

office and follow the Hours of Construction Ordinance No. 2016-03. 

When parking on the side of the road please keep all tires completely pulled off the road.   
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-The Grand Beach/ Michiana Police Department was selected to receive grant money for the new 

police station!!!  The requested amount was $2,250,000 but there will be a process before the final 

amount is granted in October.  Public meetings of the Police Station Committee are once a 

month.

• The first phase of construction has started at stop 43.  Sand has been pushed back and a new 

drywell is being installed this week.  The next phase will include a retention wall with stairs lead-

ing up to the sand. The final phase will be a boardwalk with beach access.   More information to 

come on this project as it unfolds.    

 

• Six showers and water fountains along the beach stops were re-built from the ground up. This 

includes all new tubing, compression fittings, and new controls.  The wooden shower platforms 

will be replaced with a non-slip concrete surface.  

 

 

• The water project is still moving forward.  The engineer has submitted paperwork and once    

approval is received from the state we will proceed.  The Village will keep residents informed on 

any traffic impacts and construction inconvenience.  The projected time line is mid to late fall for 

this to begin.
