There are a few small changes from the office we would like to share.    

NEW: The cost of the parking tag stickers has gone up from $10 to $20 each. The new stickers are 

larger and more visible and they will fit on the hanging tags you already have.       

NEW:   If you are purchasing  parking tags and a golf cart sticker could you 

please bring your hanging tags in to the office with you.    

NEW: In an effort to keep the beaches clean and safe there will be designated places on the beach 

to have bon fires.   The Village will put out 2 fire rings/pits at each Stop.  These will be the only   

places fires will be allowed on the beach.    

NEW:  Cost of bon fires on the beach will be a  non-refundable $25. You will still use the Beach 

Fire Permit link from the Police page on the website at:   Police | Village of Michiana  

NEW:  The garbage cans at the beach stops will be removed and only be set out during the 4th of
