Natural food lovers no longer have 
to hike over the river and through the 
hills to get back to Nature's. 

In answer to numerous requests 
from customers, Nature's Northwest 
will open its doors in Gresham at 7 
a.m. Thursday, July 6. 

"There was a big demand from our 
clientele at our Division store and 
Vancouver (Wash.) store," said Jorge 
Sosa, store manager. "A lot of our 
customers came from Gresham and 
kept asking when we were going to 
open a store in Gresham. There's a 
certain number of loyal natural food 
customers out here." 

Glistening produce, tempting meat 
cases and fully stocked shelves of 
canned goods and packaged products 
give shoppers the feeling they're 
cruising the aisles of the local gro-
cery store. 

A closer look finds Haagen-Daaz 
ice cream mixed in with Toffuti ice 
cream and Veggi-Burgers next to TV 
dinners. 

Nature's offers something for 
everyone. 

"I think people who aren't familiar 
with us and think we're just tofu will 
walk in and say 'Wow,"' Sosa said. 

Nature's emphasis is on the organ-
ically grown and preservative-free, 
Sosa said, in addition to educating 
consumers on natural alternatives. 

Twenty percent of the store's busi-
ness comes from the Natural Living 
Department - cosmetics, bath prod-
ucts and vitamin supplements. 

Computers in the department pro-
vide information to those seeking 
natural remedies for aches, pains and 
ailments usually only addressed by 
conventional medicine Much of the 
data comes from naturopathic doc-
tors. 

"For example, arthritis patients 
swear by some of our products so we 
know it works," Sosa said. "They're 
not FDA approved, so we can't claim 
they're better than what their doctor  

has recommended." 
Nature's suppliers are usually local 

farmers whenever possible, Sosa 
said. To market products billed as 
organically grown, farmers must be 
accredited by Oregon Tilth and the 
California Organic Act as having 
produced foods certified to be pesti-
cide free. 

Farmers termed as organic transi-
tional are making the switch to 
organic farming, but are still working 
previously used chemicals from the 
ground. 

"A lot of people refer to our store 
as alternative," Sosa said. "But we 
try to get people to switch from con-
ventional products to natural prod- 

ucts at a reasonable price." 
Owned by Wild Oats, one of tI 

largest natural food companies 
North America, Nature's is able 
offer competitive pricing on natur 
products by carrying brand namm 
and store names. 

"A lot of conventional stores a 
bringing in natural products," So,,  
said. "With us, you'll see a Iarg 
selection. And with our private labe 
a lower price." 

Shoppers also will find an enoi 
mous array of cookbooks on ever 
thing from tofu to ethnic and regior 
al titles. A full service deli make 
fresh sandwiches, which can b 
ordered "to go" or taken to th 



store's community dining area. 
The store also features a juice bar, 

espresso bar, hot foods and a salad 
bar with an emphasis on healthy. 

"We focus on the fact that you 
need protein," Sosa said, "so you'll 
see tofu and tuna." 

Sosa said regular customers will 
see donation programs at other stores 
become part of day-to-day business 
in Gresham. 

Shoppers are offered a nickel dis-
count on their bill if they provide 
brown bags for their purchases. At 
the check stand, they're given a 
choice between the five-cent dis-
count or a 'wooden nickel,' which

5 percent of all sales from the store 
will be given to a local charity or 
agency. 

"I try to choose things that I think

Sosa said.

No Ordinary Joe has never 
been ordinary. 
In 1997,  the Gresham-

based espresso drive-thru won 
second place in a national 
barista competition (first place 
on the West Coast - a coup 
even in the late 1990s). A few 
months later, No Ordinary Joe 
made headlines again. This time 
it was for a legal battle over the 
name. A shop owner in New 
Jersey tried to claim "No 
Ordinary Joe" for his store, but 
Tern Lynn Link, former owner of 
the Gresham coffee stand, fought 
back. Eventually, she won and 
went on to open a second No 
Ordinary Joe less than 1 mile 
from her first shop. 

"Some people wondered why 
we had another store only a few 
'blocks away," Link says. "But we 
did it for the customers." 

The coffee drive-thru on 
Division Street has been a popu-
lar- business for more than a 
decade. Sometimes, when the 
be got too long, Link sent cus-
tomers to the second No 
flrglinaru me' , fe'w hlnrkc n,wth 

months as a sort of new business 
consultant. 

"Whenever I'm struggling, I 
think 'What would Terri Lynn 
do?' " says Ann Day, new owner 
of the two Gresham-based No 
Ordinary Joe drive-thrus and 
another, smaller No Ordinary Joe 
in Clackamas, run out of her 
husband's business, TRD 
Innovation. 

These days, Day is asking, 
"What would Tern Lynn do?" 
quite often. 

That's because, a few months 
ago, Day received a letter from 
the property owners of her 
Burnside drive-thru, telling her 
that they had sold the land. Day 
had 90 days to be off the proper-
ty. And then, the real dig - Day 
discovered that the new property 
owner was going to lease the 
space to his daughter for her 
own drive-thru espresso busi-
ness. 

"I went through a difficult time 
and I thought about just hav-

ing one location, but I decided to 
do something different instead," 
Day says. 

Undaunted by what she con-
siders shoddy business dealings, 
Day has moved on. With Link's 
gudi1nce and assistance, she will 
open,, the first sit-down No 
Ordinary Joe later this month.

"We've always had customers 
who said they wished they had a 
place to go for meetings, to just 
sit down and relax," Link says. 
"I've had loyal customers tell me 
they go to Starbucks because 
they need a place to sit." 

The new No Ordinary Joe will 
feature a VIP space for cus-
tomers craving privacy; and Day 
is creating an old-fashioned 
carhop window for regulars who 
don't want to leave their cars. 

The drinks will stay pretty 
much the same, using locally 
roasted X&F Coffee. 

Day and her husband, Jason, 
are raising two boys, Jason Jr., 
16, and Tanner, 8, and Day wants 
to use her coffee shop to better 
the community by offering a 
place for local youth to watch a 
movie or see a band. 

"I have tentative plans to have 
music on Thursday nights and to 
be open later on Friday nights, so 
the high school kids have some-
where to go," Day says.
