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Surely one of the biggest improvements to come to the Gresham area in 
years is the new Fanning Chevrolet complex at 1980 E Powell and the accom-
panying McRobert Ford operation across the street. The Fanning building, shown 
here, represents an investment of $350,000 and culminates 17 years of growth 
for the Gresham firm. The new building has 25,000 square feet and features a 
spacious showroom, the most modern service facilities, a big parts department 
and complete bookkeeping offices. The body shop is in a connecting building 
while on the other side, is a huge used car lot. Ross Fanning, the owner, describes 
it best as the affirmation of "our faith in Gresham's future."

A progress report on their new 
buildings was given to Gresham 
Chamber of Commerce members 
Monday by auto dealers Ross 
Fanning and Chet McRobert. 

And encouraging word It was 
• . . word that their new build-
ings on E. Powell blvd., would 
be open on schedule in mid-Sep-
tember. 

The two new, 25,000-sq. ft. 
buildings will, when completely 
outfitted, represent an invest-
ment of some $750,000. 

Both Fanning and McRobert 
spoke, relating how their re-
spective factories (Chevrolet and 
Ford) had told them existing fa-
cilities in downtown Gresham  

were Inadequate. 
Alter the decision to move was 

made -- McRobert's obviously was 
speeded by a fire in June, 1963, 
which wiped out his plant -- sur-
veys were made and the East Pow-
ell location came out No. 1. 

The property adjacent Eastmont 
Lanes was acquired last fall by 
Bill Hessel, and Hessel and Fan-
ning now own all of the property 
except that on which the bowling 
alley is located. 

McRobert then acquiredthepro-
perty across the street. 

Hessel also plans ultimately to 
build in the same complex but told 
the Outlook this week that his 
plans are "still pretty far off.. 

We have nothing in mind for the 
present." 

McRobert indicated just how 
much the two dealerships mean 
to Gresham when he said that 
together they handle about 100 
cars per dy -- sales, services, 
etc., and sell some 2,000 new 
and used units per year. 

"And we expect a 30 per cent 
Increase when our new buildings 
are opened," he added. 

Other highlights: 
*The two firms currently em-

ploy 72 people and will expand to 
about 110. 

*The problem of finding quali-
fied personnel is extremely dif-
ficult.
