Instructions for iPhone: Open Contacts, Select a 

contact, then tap Edit, Tap Ringtone or Text 

Tone, then turn on Emergency Bypass. 

Instructions for Android: Open the quick settings 

panel by swiping down from the top of the 

screen using two fingers. Tap and hold the do 

not disturb icon to open up its settings. Swipe to 

the "Allowed during Do not disturb section", 

then tap "Calls and messages" to add 

exceptions. Go through your contact lists and 

select exceptions.

Authorized pick up persons 

can also get a Childpilot account. Request 

an account via the office. 

At pick up and drop off, 

please turn off your car 

engine and bring your 

purse/ valuables with you. 

It only takes a second for 

someone to steal your car 

or your purse while your 

back is turned. 

Take your water 

bottle home every 

day to be cleaned. 

Return every 

morning filled 

with fresh water.  

If your child 

will be absent, 

please email 

the office or 

mark your 

child absent 

on Childpilot 

by 10 a.m.

If you child needs 

sunblock, you may leave 

it at school.
