Only 1 entry per student.

Recipe must be included on an 8 %4”X11” paper on one side only to be eligible for judging.
All cakes must be in disposable containers with appropriate sized cake boxes.
A sample cake must accompany each cake. These must not be larger than 3x4 or a large

cupcake. It must replicate the cake, icing, and embellishments as the original cake.
NO CAKES or frostings/icings that require REFRIDGERATION, example cream cheese, cool

whip, puddings, etc. NO Cheesecakes.

NO box cake mixes. The only exception will be in the decorated category for a recipe requiring
at least seven additional ingredients.
Decorated Cakes must follow the “What’s in your Garden” theme.

Highest bidder will take cake home and must be paid the night of the auction!!!
Silent Auction proceeds on cakes will be mailed. A self-addressed envelope with a stamp on it

must be presented at check-in. This is to make sure checks are mailed to the correct person.
A Thank You note must be left with your cake at check in to be presented to the buyer at the
end of the night.
