Yes. People who typically do not file a tax return will need to file a simple tax return to receive an economic impact payment.
Low-income taxpayers, senior citizens, Social Security recipients, some veterans and individuals with disabilities who are
otherwise not required to file a tax return will not owe tax. K

How will the IRS know where to send my payment?

The vast majority of people do not need to take any action. The IRS will calculate and automatically send the economic impact
payment to those eligible.

For people who have already filed their 2019 tax returns, the IRS will use this information to calculate the payment amount. For
those who have not yet filed their return for 2019, the IRS will use information from their 2018 tax filing to calculate the
payment. The economic impact payment will be deposited directly into the same banking account reflected on the return filed.

The IRS does not have my direct deposit information. What can 1 do?

In the coming weeks, Treasury plans to develop a web-based portal for individuals to provide their banking information to the
IRS online, so that individuals can receive payments immediately as opposed to checks in the mail.

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California: Gov. Gavin Newsom has ordered a statewide ban on evictions
through the end of May, so long as tenants provide notice in writing within one
week of their rent coming due that they cannot pay due to the disease. He has
also cut a deal with Citigroup, JPMorgan Chase, U.S. Bank, Wells Fargo, and
200 smaller lending institutions to defer mortgage payments for up to 9o days
from borrowers who can show they've lost income during the crisis. Bank of
America has assented to a 30-day grace period for mortgage payments. The
City of Glendale has banned rent increases through at least April 30 (though
not rent payments). Philanthropists in San Diego have established a COVID-19
Community Response Fund to provide rent, mortgage, and utility assistance to

struggling locals.

this Order is in effect, with a complaint that seeks to evict the tenant
from aresidence or dwelling unit for nonpayment of rent and who
satisfies all of the following requirements:

a. Prior to the date of this Order, the tenant paid rent due to the
landlord pursuant to an agreement,

b. The tenant notifies the landlord in writing before the rent is due,
or within a reasonable period of time afterwards not to exceed 7
days, that the tenant needs to delay all or some payment of rent
because of an inability to pay the full amount due to reasons
related to COVID-19, including but not limited to the following:

(i) The tenant was unavailable to work because the tenant
was sick with a suspected or confirmed case of COVID-19
or caring for a household or family member who was sick
with a suspected or confirmed case of COVID-19;

(ii) The tenant experienced a lay-off, loss of hours, or other
income reduction resulting from COVID-19, the state of
emergency, or related government response; or

(ii)  The tenant needed to miss work to care for a child whose
school was closed in response to COVID-19.

c. The tenant retains verifiable documentation, such as termination
notices, payroll checks, pay stubs, bank statements, medical
bills, or signed letters or statements from an employer or
supervisor explaining the tenant's changed financial
circumstances, to support the tenant's assertion of an inability to
pay. This documentation may be provided to the landlord no
later than the time upon payment of back-due rent.

—including business owners, independent contractors, and freelancers—generally are not
eligible for Ul. The H.R. 748 expands eligibility for Ul benefits to self-employed workers as
long as they are (1) available for work and (2) unable to work as a direct result of COVID-
19. Weekly benefits for self-employed workers are calculated the same way they are for
other workers, including the $600 enhancement described above. Benefits are available
for up to 39 weeks. The eligibility expansion is retroactive to January 27, 2020, meaning
self-employed workers can request benefits for weeks of unemployment back to January

Self-Employed - Eligibility for Disability Insurance Elective
Coverage

Any self-employed individual, independent contractor, or general partner who meets the requirements may apply for Disability Insurance
Elective Coverage (DIEC). It is not required that all active general partners be included in the application.

A general partnership also includes a husband and wife as co-owners with both spouses active in the operation and management of the
business. Limited partners and corporate officers are not eligible since they are considered to be employees subject to the mandatory
provisions of the California Unemployment Insurance Code.
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
