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This Trinity model is a triangular solid composed of three isosceles triangular faces of the same size. The

essence and attributes of the Trinity God are represented by the substantial part of the triangular solid. The faces
of each isosceles triangle are used to respectively represent the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit in the Trinity.
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Since there is only one true God (Deuteronomy 6:4), one triangular solid is used. Unity is the essence of God,

so although there are three Persons, there is only one God, and the three Persons share one substance,
represented by one triangular solid.
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Each of the three persons (each face of the isosceles triangle) is a distinct Person.
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The dimensions of the faces of the three isosceles triangles are exactly the same, which means that the Father,
the Son, and the Holy Spirit are worthy of the same worship and obedience, and that the three Persons are equal
in divinity.
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God (represented by the triangular solid) and the three Persons (represented by three isosceles triangular faces)
exist simultaneously in space and time, which shows that the Trinity is eternal and indivisible in space and time.
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The faces of each isosceles triangle are always intersected with the faces of the other two isosceles triangles, not
being able to be separated, and existent at the same time, symbolizing the interpenetration and mutual existence
among the three Persons of the Trinity.
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When people face and look at the isosceles triangular surface of the three-dimensional Holy Father, what they
see is only the Holy Father, but all the attributes and characteristics of God inside the riangular solid are



completely contained in the visual extension space of the isosceles triangular surface of the Holy Father. It
signifies that the Person of the Father is fully God. In the same way, it can be comprehended that the Person of
the Son or the Person of the Holy Spirit is fully God, respectively.
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In the revelation of the Bible, the three Persons of the Trinity appear in different combinations, and this form of
expression is represented by different combinations of triangular three-dimensional faces that people can see.
When looking at the triangular solid from above, you can see the three faces of the Father, the Son, and the
Holy Spirit at the same time, which means that the three Persons are revealed to people together in certain
chapters of the Bible.
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Two of the Persons of the Trinity appear simultaneously in biblical revelation, represented by the two faces of a
triangular solid that we see simultaneously from the side.
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But no work of art or model made by any man, no understanding or thought of any man, can adequately explain
and know our God as He declares: "My thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways." (Isaiah
55:8). Let us always have the hearts of awe, humility and pursuit before Him.
