My grandparents had a few
cows so | would bet there was a lot of sweet cream with that shortcake.
Constance Olsen was the first president of Ladies Aid.

My grandmother loved to grow things. She
planted the orchard where a few of those
trees are still standing. My father told me how
she always planted a garden and as kids they
had to weed the garden along with many
other chores. She also planted daffodils
around where the original house stood, and
for years they came back each year.

Over the years as | drove past the farm and
saw them | thought about that hardworking
pioneer woman my grandmother was and
how she took time to plant a few flower to
make her home a little brighter. To this day
when | see the daffodils in spring | get a smile
on my face and think what a special lady she
must have been. She died in 1917.
