Mrs. Mar-
garet Kincaid arrived in Seattle as a “mail or-
der bride” from Ohio. Bob Kincaid had met
her boat and they were quickly married. The
day after their marriage they left on the old

: o %| steamer Fairhaven for Utsaladdy where “Mr.
AT CAN W@ Bob” was already established.

At that time Utsaladdy had a large sawmill and logging operation nearby.
Margaret Kincaid remembered in those early days how the great trees around
Utsaladdy came almost down to the shoreline. The young bride soon adjusted
to frontier life. Mr. and Mrs. Kincaid were friends to all those on the island.
She was one of the first members of Utsalady Ladies Aid. Later Margaret
became president of the Aid. They celebrated their 50" wedding anniversary
in the Ladies Aid Building in 1949. On May 13, 1960 Margaret Kincaid passed
away. It was decided to donate toward a marker for her gravesight. $2.00 was
donated by each lady to make the amount.
