He defends his integrity and calls for a witness to testify on is
behalf. He famously declares that he knows his redeemer lives,
expressing hope in vindication.

Job challenges his friends’ belief that suffering is always
a result of sin. He points out that the wicked often
prosper and question traditional wisdom.

Scripture: Job 32 (32:8)
Elihu, a younger man, speaks up after Job’s friends fail to
provide satisfactory answers. He offers a different perspective,
suggesting that suffering can be a form of divine instruction.

Scripture: Job 38 (38:4)
God finally answers Job out of a storm, questioning him
about the creation and the natural world, demonstrating
His power and sovereignty.
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Scripture: Job 39 (39:19-20)
God continues to highlight His role in the natural order,
showing Job that His wisdom and understanding far surpass
human comprehension.
