PAINTING NOTES

Prepping your banner with primer or gesso is optional. 
Acrylic paint is recommended. It holds up best in the elements and does not take as long as
oil paint to dry. 
Paint on the non-vinyl/untreated side to avoid your paint chipping. 
Only one side of the banner will be visible. You may, however, sign your name (and age for
youth banners) on the back. This is helpful to the Main Street Bath office, so we can more
easily associate you with your artwork.
