1. Place a white tablecloth on a table, place a 

candle with a holder on the table, and an icon 

and/or cross. (Father will bring the Holy 

Water) 

2. Please confine your pets during the blessing 
but pets may be blessed too! 

3. Please have televisions, computers, 

stereos, etc. turned off or silenced.  

4. Silence phone when Father arrives (not 

before, as he may give you a heads-up call 

before arriving). 

5. Let Father know if you have any 

other items to be blessed. 

6. A family member should lead Father into all the 
rooms of the house with the lighted candle.
