Summer Work Camp Announces 2023 Plans

As a reminder, to make this happen and to combat rising raw material costs, 

JAM has been forced to adjust fees. The application fee is to be increased to $700 and the materials fee will see an 

increase to $125. These increases reflect both the new leadership and inflation impact on costs.  

JAM work camping has made a difference in countless lives and we pray that the future years will do the same.  

JAM would like to give a “shout out” and Special Thank you to board member Gary Stabler and his 

wife, Sharon. They have spent several hours spread across several days single handedly cleaning, or-

ganizing and straightening the storage facilities here at Jackson Area Ministries. Because of their 

efforts, every tool, nail, screw, and piece of lumber has its own place in our garage and can easily be 

found.
