For example,
the non-linear narrative of the illustrations in the book Nadadores, where, according to The
New York Times, the shapes support the idea that water is a playground outside the real
world, thus creating a fluid dialogue between images and words.

At first glance, each illustration appears to be mostly white
space surrounding a single monochromatic image painted in deep
blue. But hold it up to the light, and an intricate magenta underlay
appears. Suddenly, simple branches are full of hidden birds, bugs,
and butterflies. Bears and squirrels roam through previously barren
woods. This striking effect is accomplished by thin, doubled pages
connected at their outer edges. The blue artwork is printed on the
front, while the magenta layer sits on a sheet behind it, just dark
enough to show through.
