SEVENTH SUNDAY OF EASTER
In a form of a prayer, Saint John the Evangelist is giving us a discourse delivered from Jesus’s mouth. In this
discourse in John 17, Jesus is unveiling something of His person. He says in today’s gospel: “Father, the hour
has come; give glory to Your Son, so that Your Son may glorify You, just as You gave Him authority over all
people....”. In this prayer immensely intimate, we are entering into Jesus’s conscience. Over the centuries, some
people have always questioned whether yes or no Jesus knew if He was God; we have all answers in the gospel,
and in today’s gospel, we have one of the many answers: He knows that His time has come.
Simply put, Jesus is asking the Father to “cover” Him before He goes into the tomb so that when He comes out
of it (after three days), He will show to the world who He truly is (please remember, He said previously to a
disciple: “Philip, who sees me sees the Father ). He also says: “Eternal life, is that they know You and know
that You sent Me”. All these are said by Jesus just before He died, which means for Him that it doesn’t matter if
He dies, because He knows who He is and that He is coming back after His death.
