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FIFTH SUNDAY OF EASTER
Judas left the Upper Room, the one of the Last Supper. Jesus prophesied about Peter’s betrayal. We can just
imagine the trouble of the group. It is in the midst of this atmosphere that Jesus makes one of the most
important statements in a Jewish ear. He proclaims His identity. He says He is equal with The Father. He says
He is God. This statement ends once for all the debate and war with the Pharisees, the fierce resistant group to
Him. The conflict breaks down on the occasion of the healing of the man blind at birth. The chiefs of the Jewish
people accuse Him, Jesus, of breaking the sabbath. St John notes in his gospel: “for this reason, the Jews tried
all the more to kill him because not only He broke the sabbath, but He also called God his own Father, making
him equal to God”. We easily understand the anger and the revolt of these Pharisees against Jesus. To sum up,
they become defenders of God’s honor (to understand, doesn’t mean to justify). Jesus says clearly: “Philip, who
sees me sees The Father “. This statement deserves handcuffs according to the Pharisees. We see here the
fundamental boundary between Judaism and Christianism: God’s identity. “The God of Mount Sinai” becomes
visible. The Jewish anger is that God’s image is FUNDAMENTALLY changed, modified by Jesus. Jewish
leaders couldn’t accept this. With that, Jesus’s Passion can start. In Golgotha, the dialogue between Father and
Son seems to stop, just as if The Father rejected The Son. In the silence of Easter morning, Jesus announces the
fulfillment of the messianic time:” [ am The Way, The Truth, and The Life”.
