SECOND SUNDAY OF EASTER OR SUNDAY OF DIVINE MERCY
This Sunday is called Second Sunday of Easter or Sunday of Divine Mercy or Low Sunday or Quadragesimo
Sunday or Octave Day of Easter or Thomas Sunday or White Sunday. Each of the above-mentioned names has
a history behind it.The Church is created or born from Jesus’ Resurrection.
Let us come back to Jesus in today’s gospel (and also Thomas). Jesus is always at the center of the gospel. And
when He has said this, He breathed on them and said to them, “Receive The Holy Spirit. Whose sins you
forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained”. What a HUGE responsibility Jesus gives His
Church! (because of the power that Jesus gave His Apostles/Church, we use this opportunity to mention-just to
mention-an important document in the Church called Enchiridion, Denzinger and Schonmetzer). Thomas was
still stuck on the image of Good Friday. He was living with a three-day delay. Let us ask ourselves: Don’t we
also live with a three-day delay? Don’t we leave most of the time turned towards the past rather than the
present or even the future? God is not in the past. Let’s turn our inner clock into God’s time.
Finally, on this Sunday of Divine Mercy, prayers for the plenary indulgence are offered today led by Priests

after Masses.
