With the solemnity of 

Pentecost coming up, maybe this is an opportunity to ask The Holy Spirit one more time to open our minds to 

the understanding of The Holy Scriptures, to repeat with or after the disciples on the road to Emmaus : “…Were 

not our hearts burning within us while He spoke to us on the way and opened the scriptures to us ?”( Lk 24,32).
