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THIRD SUNDAY OF EASTER
The gospel today is the one of the two disciples of Emmaus. The road to Emmaus is the itinerary of all
Christians. Most of us have lived with Jesus since our birth, that is many among us were baptized when we were
babies. Just like St Peter in the gospels, we believe that Jesus is true God and true man. We even made Christ
and rightly so a part of our daily lives. But our faith is not as solid as rock. Time to time, we find ourselves in
Jerusalem (Passion), that means dealing with evil, sickness, death, sufferings, injustices, etc. All these make
people think that Jesus is not powerful, neither is the Father nor The Holy Spirit. Added to that, the fact that we
hear some people telling us “Why believe in God...What has changed in your life ?...” When Jesus meets
Cleopas and his companion on the road to Emmaus, it was about hope that Jesus appeared to them. The
reaction, our reaction is to return to Emmaus, that means to return to a life without Jesus, without God.
However, this is precisely where everything becomes clear. Christ meets us and we pass from a faith received
(from birth), to a faith chosen on purpose. Let us notice that in order to meet Jesus, it’s ALWAYS Jesus who
takes the initiative: remember the Samaritan woman, the man born blind, Lazarus’ story... and in today’s
gospel, it’s Jesus who takes the initiative. Whether we are on the road to Emmaus or to Dalton or Nicholson or
Lake Winola, Jesus comes to us and meets us. The road from Jerusalem to Emmaus is the road of every person

who expects something or SOMEONE.
