Running back in a haste to Peter and
John in order to ask them to track the one who stole Jesus’s body (so she thought), they will go through another
shock, the one that Jesus announced many times, His Resurrection. Mary Magdalene, along with John,
understood with the eyes of their spiritual hearts. With the light of Easter, every Christian can say: He is risen!
