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VIOLENCE AGAINST WOMEN : A SOCIOLOGICAL ANALYSIS
Renu Rani*

Historical Background :
Before studying the relationship between India's hierarchal culture and violence against women, it

is necessary to investigate, from a higher level, the very notion of hierarchy. Because, hierarchy is
religiously-inspired idea of the superiority of the pure over the impure1 . The emergence of inequality
can be traced throughout out the foundations of India's history, from the pre-Vedic period to India post
independence. In doing so, the deeply ingrained quality of subjugation became apparent. The beginning
of civilization saw how violence against women increasing slowly. The condition of women in ancient
period is some people thinks, women is the way to reach God, but others thinks that the best way to
reach God avoid women2. Such a situation is read touch stone to test the geniuses of society's sympathy
towards weaker gender. Man thinks in society women is source of all evil, here is love to be dreaded
more than the heatered of men; then the poor young men who seek women in matrimony are like fish
who go to meet the hook3. The age of the Sutras, Epics and early Smirtis, changed the condition of
women in society, women are supposed to be in the custody, of her father when they are children; they
must be in the custody of their husband when they married, when they old or as widow under the
uestody of their children4. Ancient Hindi law given Manu changed the ideology of male in society
against women and there is no circumstances she would allowed herself independent. The prevalence
of dominant ideology which confines women to definite roles and obligations lead to their discrimination
in a range of areas. Women come to be regarded as both as object of control and one of worship.
Women also saw the subjection of the two, on hand, they were reverse as goddess form, while on the
other their presence and participation was forbidden in religious practices on the bases of their purity
and impurity. In the post Vedic period women became of commodity, Sati is a example of it, it is Hindu
funeral ritual in which a widow commit suicide by way of lighting herself on fire. There are many
restrictions who bounded her such as ; child marriage, pardah partha and restrictions on widow
remarriage, no participation in religious practices.
Modern Social Aspect :

Human behaviour is largely directed and determined by the different aspect of society. Society
determined the status and role of women on the bases of its structure like, family, marriage, religion,
caste etc. In society women produce children, women are mothers and wives; women do the cooking,
mending, sewing, and washing; they take care of men and are subordinate to male authority5. They are
largly excluded from high status occupations and from position of power. Even norms, values and
roles are culturally determined socially transmitted.

Violence in India is a function of the status of women in society and culturally notions regarding
gender roles. Women constitute nearly one-half of the Indian population, but they are placed at various
disadvantageous position due to gender discrimination and bias. In the male dominated society, women
have been victims of violence and exploitation. India being a tradition bound society; women have been
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socially, economically, physically, psychologically and sexually exploited from centuries. Any acts of
gender based violence that result in, or is likely to result in physical, sexual or psychological harm or
suffering to women; including threats of such act coercion or arbitrary deprivation or liberty whether
occurring in public or private6. Violence against women is an old phenomenon. It is the most serious
violation of all basic rights that a women suffer in her own family. Violence against women is a
manifestation of historically unequal power relations between men and women which have lead to
domination over and discrimination against women; by men and to the prevention of the full advancement
of women7. Gender discrimination deeply rooted in the notion of patriarchy, endorsed through a women's
life, from her childhood to death. Even in contemporary Indian society,  women are viewed as property
of men and measured by their ability to produce male children. Harm or injures health endogers health
safety, life limb or well being whether mental or physical of includes causing physical abuse, sexual
abuse, verbal and emotional abuse8. Due to violence women became a victims of many of crimes such
as murder, rape, dowry, sexual harassment, domestic violence etc. Violence against women is not a
contemporary incidence; its deeply rooted Indian traditions, values, culture and patriarchal system.

From the sociological point of view some thinker define it in the form of anomie, according to
Durkheim, anomie it as the weakening of the fundamental bonds uniting individual in a collective social
order9. According to Merton, anomie is a source of crime; anomie is conceived as a breakdown in the
cultural structure occurring particularly10. Menon and Johnson (1999) studied the paternal violence
and patriarchy, women have been subjected to cultural and familial institutions that result in physical,
sexual and psychological harm. In India this violence takes the form of rape, sexual harassment,
female infanticide, widow burning, dowry deaths and domestic violence.

Rege (1995) examined caste and violence against women; the cases of rape of lower caste women
which reveal the links between virtue and rights to protest against rape, sexual abuse of dalit women by
the upper caste males and customary sanction that legitimate such violence. These explanations about
violence shows that through the norms controleon the individual is necessary it occurring due to
norms lessness of the society. In the present scenario, violence increased day by day against women;
and takes new forms of crime in 1972 there were 2,562 cases of rape reported from all over India, in
1975 there were 3,283 and in 1978, 3,89911. By the late 1980's, these figures had more than doubled to
7,317, in 1976 and 7,645 in 1987, this figure shows that crime increase century to century. According
to National Crime Bureau records, 2015 there has been a marginal increase of 2.5% however, in the
sexual offences against, women; saw 84,222 being registered the country. A total of 2,28,650 incidents
of crime against women (both under IPC and SLL) were reported in the country 2011 as compared
2,13,585 during 2010 recording an increase of 7.1%, during 2011. There crimes continuously increased
during 2007-2011 with 1,85,312 cases in 2007, 1,95,856 cases in 2008, 2,03,804 cases in 201112. The
rate of crime has increased marginally from 18 in the year 2010 to 18.9 during the year 2011. The
above data show that the security of women in Indian society.
Conclusion :

To sum up, we can say that violence against women increased from many decades. Women feel
unsecured herself in society, it is not a contemporary issues, it is going on ancient times in different
forms. It is deeply rooted in the Indians traditions, culture, norms, values and patriarchy systems
which is emerged by the process of socialization, which changed the ideology of human society. If we
see in the present context, one side societies law talks about equality for women and on the other side,
they comment on it. Justice of Karnataka 2008, stated that immodest dressing was the cause of
increasing crimes against women and other, Human Rights Commission said in public meeting, yes
men are bad, but who asked them (the women) to venture out at the night. Women should not have
gone out in the night and when do, there is no point, in complaining that men touched them and hit
them. In this patriarchal understanding women is responsible for crime against her because either she
crossed the lakshman rekha of time or the lakshman rekha of respectability.
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Suggestions :
Violence against women is a social phenomenon that crosses age, culture and national boundaries

because the main reason of it in India is that its system is based on the patriarchy, by which the
ideology of male society changed in domination. Its, caste system and institutions learn him superiority;
and other tradition values, norms and culture makes women to sub-ordinate of the men because the
process of socialization create differences between men and women. To get rid off this system, first
of all women think to their self respect and improve to herself and make strong to take decisions in
home and outside the home, other, out judicial system makes strict rules and take action immediately
against criminals, due to which the attitude of persons would be changed.

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IMPACT OF SOCIAL MEDIA ON INDIAN WOMEN

INTRODUCTION :
Now a day’s social media has been the important part of one’s life from shopping to electronic

mails, education and business tool. Social media plays a vital role in transforming people’s life style.
Social media includes social networking sites and blogs where people can easily connect with each
other. Since the emergence of these social networking sites like Twitter and Facebook as key tools for
news, journalists and their organizations have performed a high-wire act. These sites have become a
day to day routine for the people. Social media has been mainly defined to refer to "the many relatively
in expensive and widely accessible electronic tools that facilitate anyone to publish and access
information, collaborate on a common effort, or build relationship".

 Media plays a vital role in the dissemination of information. It is called the fourth pillar of democratic
polity. The role of media is not only limited as information providers, but by gradually shaping public
opinion, personal beliefs and even people's self-perception, media influences the process of socialization
and shapes ideology and thinking also.

Over the years and especially during the last decade, India has developed a fairly extensive
communication infrastructure. The subject of portrayal of women in Indian media has drawn the
attention of media critiques in the present times. Women have been portrayed as men would like to see
them beautiful creatures, submissive mothers of their children, efficient housekeepers etc. Women's
image has gone through several unjust projections at the hands of media.

The Indian television programmes on women are based on the lives and cultures of urban society.
In quantity there have been very few, in quality very poor. No programme is concerned with the
problems of women in rural areas. The main reason behind this is the commercial nature of Doordarshan
or any other private channels. Commercial sponsors and advertisers do not prefer women issue
programmes, which they think are not very popular and or not liked by majority audience (Dhar,
pattanik, 1996). Indian magazines contain primarily and predominantly volumes of advertisements and
sexist writings. According to Guru (1996), vast majority of Indian magazines are known for the
portrayal of women as sex objects, consumers and slaves. In today’s media women are looked upon as
a tool that can help to sell a product. Women and sex are often a great combination when to get a
product to come off the shelves. There are many different companies that stretch far and wide to
include women and sex in their advertisements.

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Women health is the basis of any society. There can be development in any sphere, politics,
economics, and science and so on.., but nothing can be achieved when the core of the society, women’s
health is neglected. The health of the future generation depends on the health of present women. So
this is not a feminine problem, it’s a social problem. And media should take the responsibility and real
concern over women by looking into their health rather than their skin and beauty.

The internet is one of the greatest inventions in the arena of communication. With the advent
of internet, the whole world has become a global village. It has created a virtual world with no boundaries,
which gives people ample opportunities to ameliorate both personal and professional relationships across
borders. Internet has connected people around the globe. The desire to know what is unknown is
indispensable of human nature. It is the desire to know about the people, who inhabit the earth, has
aggravated the urge of discovering the untraded path. This has led to the unearthing of the cyber
world. One of the benefits which internet has provided to every section of the society is empowerment,
including women (Halder & Jaishankar, 2009).

The social networking websites (SNWs) have developed a new arena for socializing.
Irrespective of any distinction, women in the society are exulting with this liberation to the fullest.
From online shopping to net banking, from e-ticketing to e-tax filling, it has made the life of Indian
women easy (Halder & Jaishankar, 2009). It has enabled women to fight for equality even within the
confines of their society. They can now share their experiences to the whole world, and this advantage
of being able to share their success stories as well as their problems have given them a platform in the
global world. In this context,  Halder and Jaishankar (2009) have opined: "Most women users avail this
new way of socialization as a stress-reliever. Cyber socializing through SNWs help women users to
share with like minded friends, their emotional needs, personal problems…" (p. 6)

Along with providing them with a platform to voice their struggles and success in life, it inscribes
new spaces of power, which is accompanied with knowledge. Ironically, on the one side, the internet
is serving as boon, but on the other side, it has made the life of women insecure due to rising cyber
crime in the virtual world. Women of all ages and milieu are in jeopardy with the coming up of internet
(Halder & Jaishankar, 2009). While many women are victimized online, what makes Indian women
unique? India is predominantly patriarchal and orthodox country and women who are victimized are
mostly blamed and online victims are no exception (Halder & Jaishankar, 2011a).

There are instances where marriages of women victims were stopped due to their online
victimization. Also, there is less legal protection to them compared to their western counterparts and
the Indian women victims do not get adequate solutions for their victimization from the ISPs governed
predominantly from a western cultural perspective (Halder & Jaishankar, 2011b).
A Conceptual Model of Reasons of Victimization

The Figure 1 represents a conceptual model of reasons of Indian women   victimization, online. It
could be concluded from the model that various drivers in the form psychological, sociological, computer
knowledge, and technological gap are triggering cyber crime through women victimization. It is interesting
to find out that due to the following reasons, women are being victimized, and that is leading to cyber
crime in many different ways. Another triggering factor which results in cyber crime is through
miscreant`s outlook. Thus, it could be traced out that various reasons are making women victimized,
which in turn is leading to cyber crime. Similarly a vice versa relationship could be found between
cyber crime and miscreants outlook. The conceptual model is explained in detail below.
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Figure 1: Conceptual Model of Reasons of Victimization

With the rise of urbanization and globalization process, the Indian family structure has changed.
Traditionally, joint family system existed in India. Joint family served as the basis of existence for
Indian people. However, migration from village to city in search of job has changed the whole scenario.
This has led to the nuclear system of family. With the coming up of nuclear family, individual privacy
became the prime focus of families. Family members are concerned for their own privacy and the
practice of sharing and caring went into background.

Hence, women often face the existential crises. Unable to find answers to their own crisis of life
they very often regress in their past, and as a result they encounter feelings of loneliness and depression.

To overcome depression and loneliness women, especially, home makers, tend to find a support
outside their family circle. It is because of this reason that they tend to rely on strangers and make
them their confidante. With technology, they easily get the chance to interact with them through chat
rooms, video chat, instant messages etc., while sitting at home (Halder & Jaishankar, 2011b). In order
to come out of the loneliness, they indulge in chatting. Mostly conversation takes place among friends
or family members, but sometimes unable to find any close friend, women indulge in chatting with
strangers (Halder & Jaishankar, 2011b). Chatting with strangers becomes a source of catharsis.

Parkins (2012) in his study about gender and emotional expressiveness concluded that women are
more emotionally expressive than men are. For this reason, it becomes easy for the culprit to win over the
confidence of lonely women. In an emotional state, females tend to reveal a lot about their personal
information. This is not only restricted to personal information; they even tend to reveal bank details,
property details, details about family members, exchange photos, mobile numbers etc. After receiving
this type of information, the miscreant can use this information against the woman for causing harm, and
it is one of the prime reasons for causing some of heinous cyber crimes. Sometimes it becomes so
intense that it may lead to rape, murder, kidnapping etc (Halder & Jaishankar, 2011b). In majority of the
cases, these crimes are intentional, but sometimes it may occur due to priming.  Finn and Banach (2000)
have    referred to these kinds of risks in their study. These types of risks develop because of cyber
socializing (Halder & Jaishankar, 2009), which sometimes leads to the development of emotional relationship
between opposite genders, and women become easy victims of these relations because of their emotional
weakness (Whitty, 2005).

Partial computer illiteracy refers to the incomplete or fractional knowledge in handling or operating
computer system and its application. Computer literacy does not only include browsing the internet
through Google or the use of social networking websites like Facebook, Twitter, or Orkut. Computer
literacy should include privacy protection, protection from spy ware, internet viruses like Trojans,
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tracking cookies etc. Although there is abundance increase in the number of computer users, sadly a
large segment of people are still unaware of the safe and secured usage of computers (Halder &
Jaishankar, 2010).

Indian society is predominantly patriarchal in nature, and this is a major reason for women becoming
victims of cyber crime (Halder & Jaishankar, 2011b). The cause behind it is that men attach respectability
of a family on the honor of the women members, which makes women vulnerable. In India, gender
differences cast a tremendous effect on nurturing practices. Where a male child is taught to be tough
and robust, a female child is expected to be shy and submissive. Females are taught to shun their voice
for the fear of being stigmatized. Because of this type of nurturing practice, they become accustomed
of ignoring imperative matters, by saying nothing had happened. Society decides the role of men and
women. Men have to be serious, dignified, responsible, rational, unemotional, bold and dynamic, whereas
women must be coy, understanding, patient, compassionate, emotional, and must accept sacrifice for
her family (Geetha, 2002).

The Centre for Cyber Victim Counseling (CCVC), an NGO, has presented a report on Cyber
Victimization in India, in which the centre has taken 73 respondents of which 60 were females and the
rest 13 males (Halder & Jaishankar, 2010). These respondents are from different parts of India, who
have some knowledge about computer, are techno savvy, and even use social networking sites for
hanging out in the virtual world. They have faced different types of victimization such as receiving
abusive mails with sexual images, getting threatening mails, profile being hacked etc. However, even
among the 60 female respondents not everybody has reported. From the survey, it has been found that
only 35% of the women have reported about their victimization, 46.7% has not reported and 18.3%
has been unaware of the fact that they have been victimized. This report proves that women prefer not
to report about their victimization owing to social issues (Halder & Jaishankar, 2010).

The internet being a virtual world, sexual harassment is prevalent to a large extent. There are
several ways, in which online harassment takes place. Sometimes it is verbal and sometimes it is also
graphical but in both ways (Halder, 2013), it can be active or passive form of online deliverance. The
active verbal form of sexual harassment prevailing in the cyberspace is primarily based on erotic
messages sent via e-mail, chat rooms etc. These disgusting messages include mortifying remarks
related to gender and sexuality, which are focused in the direction of the victim by the harasser. The
comments associated with gender and sexuality is considered offensive only when these remarks are
not provoked or approved by the addressee.

Other than the verbal form, the graphical form of sexual harassment can also be both active and
passive. The former includes sending pornographic pictures, videos etc. to a particular individual while
the latter comprises of online pornography sites where such kind of videos, pictures or movies are
published. These forms of harassment can be illustrated to be the basic ways in which individuals are
victimized in the virtual world of cyberspace (Barak, 2005).

Society puts the blame mainly on woman, which makes her life more awful. For this reason, a
woman abstains from complaining even if she is victimized because once the crime is reported it is
flashed through media or internet, and then it becomes more difficult for the woman to live in the
society (Halder & Jaishankar, 2011a). She is considered a social stigma by the people (Halder &
Jaishankar, 2011b), who inhabit the society.

One of the main reasons behind the increase of cyber crimes against women in India is the less
legal protection (Halder & Jaishankar, 2011b). Halder and Jaishankar, in their book "Cyber Crime and
the Victimization of Women: Laws, Rights and Regulations", have said that, "The issues of women’s
rights in cyber space could be contributed largely to the sluggish modes of the governments in executing
the gender equality and gender justice promises made by the States in the form of fundamental rights"
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(Halder & Jaishankar, 2011b, p. 56). They have also reported in India cyber gender harassment is often
seen as "less important sexual haras sment" (p. 10).

According to Foucault (1980), technologies use the power in a sophisticated and institutionalized
way. It allows us to take a full grip of the knowledge of victimization of women. Foucault has pointed
out how the power of technology has influenced relationships on the ground of gender and has also
lead to the persecution of women. Such abuse of the power of technology and other reasons behind
online victimization of women has been delineated in this article. In order to find the relationship among
the various aspects of cyber crime a conceptual model has been proposed. Future work could be
carried out by empirically testing and validating the model.

A STUDY OF BURNOUT OF SECONDARY SCHOOL
TEACHERS IN RELATION TO THEIR JOB SATISFACTION

Burnout has been defined as both a psychological and physical response to workplace stress
(Maslach, 1982). Burnount as a syndrome includes three dimensions; emotional exhaustion,
depersonalization and reduced feelings of personal accomplishment (Maslach, 1982, 1993). Cherniss
(1980) identified that, in the process of burnout, both attitudes and behaviours change in an unconstructive
manner in response tow work stress. Cedoline (1982) depicted the physical and behavioural symptoms
of burnout as the reluctance to go to work, disappointment with performance, an extension of work
problems into the person’s home life, and un ultimate feeling of worthlessness.

Burnout occurs at an individual level, burnout is an internal psychological experience involving
feelings, attitudes, motives, and expetations; and, it is a negative experience for the individual, in that it
concerns problems, distress, discomfort, dysfunction, and/or negative consequences.

Burnout was first defined by Freudenberger (1974) and involves feelings of failure and exhaustion
resulting from excessive demands on a person's energy with insufficient reward for the effort. Other
researchers have defined burnout as psychological distancing from work (Maslach, 1976). Burnout
has been defined as "a syndrome of Emotional Exhaustion, Depersonalization, and Reduced
Accomplishment which is a special risk for individuals who work with other people in some capacity"
(Leiter & Maslach, 1998). Block (1978). Freudenberger (1983) have identified many of the symptoms
associated with burnout, which can be categorized into three groups: physical, psychological and
behavioural.

Job satisfaction has been given a lot of attention in literature as it is a subject that affects both the
employee as well as the organization. Job burnout has a negative impact on job satisfaction of teachers.
teachers  job satisfaction and job burnout directly affect the quality of education . Burned out educators
are unable to deal successfully with the overwhelming emotional stress of teaching (Brouwers and
Tomic, 2000). Lee and Ashforth (1996) found that job satisfaction correlates comparatively highly
with all the three burnout dimensions but most highly with depersonalization (27% shared variance),
followed by exhaustion and reduced personal accomplishment (20% and 16% shared variance).The
aforementioned findings and discussions highlight that burnout and job satisfaction are prominent in
to-day s educators and that these two constructs have been linked to each other.
Objective –

The Study aims to investigate the influence of job satisfaction on burnout of higher secondary
teachers.
Method

Sample - A sample of 60 male and female teachers were – selected from higher secondary schools
Jaunpur district using incidental cum purposive sampling technique. The respondents were in the age
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range of 35 to 45 years of age. They were matched on SES and inhabitation variables.
Tools –
1. Job Satisfaction – Dr. Pramod Kumar & D.N. Mutha
2. Burnout Inventory – Tript Hatwal

Result and Interpretation

Showing Mean, SD and t-values obtained on Burnout Scale

The results displayed by Table-01 clearly revealed the significant influence of job satisfactionon
burnout tendency of higher secondary teachers. It is clear from the table that the respondents belonging
to low job involved group were found to be more burnout than the High Job satisfaction Group.
Meaning thereby that teachers belonging to low Job satisfaction Group were found comparatively
more burned out (t=4.8>0.01).

MATERNAL PARENTING AND ADOLESCENT'S CREATIVITY
Nilima Srivastava*

The present study is concerned with the role of maternal parenting style in creativity among ninth-
tenth class students Parenting refer generally to all the interactions between the parents and their
children. Creativity is an ability to produce new and unusual ideas which are goal directed and useful.
Pathak (1962) defined creativity as the process of forming ideas, testing  these ideas and interpreting
the results to others. It is a  production of something new, something that never existed before at least
for the individual creator. A number of investigators have highlighted the effect of child rearing pattern
or parental attiude on cognitive emotional and social development of the child.When a child starts his/
her independent life at certain age, it is an obvious reflection as to how he or she was reared by the
parents. The study looked at four key dimension of parenting behaviours : comfort and encouragement,
acceptance and protection, fostering autonomy, antipunitive attitude.

There are few studies which have demonstrated that parent child relationship correlate with child's
creativity or cognitive development. Syeda(1978) revealed that children of submissive parents were
disobedient and irresponsible. They have shown lack of interest or capacity for sustained attention.
Stevenson and Baker (1987) found that children of parents who are involved in school activities do
better in school than children of parents who are less involved.  Similarly, Doxey and Wright (1990)
have reported significant positive correlation between child's musical aptitude, cognitive and creative
abilities and parental encouragement. Kumar and Sharma (1993) observed that reward and presence of
biological mother were powerful determinates of creativity. A healthy familial environment was a
significant factor for normal and handicapped, but not for problem children. Lee (2002) found that
parents exerted a significant effect on creative thinking of college student.

The foregoing review suggests that parental care and support significantly contribute to the
development of creative potential. In another study observed that parental warmth and non- restrictiveness
were not reliabley associated with creativity. (Koestner, et. al. 1999) Goble, Moran and Bomba (1991)
reported a positive relationship between children's divergent thinking and mother's use of verbal negative
feedback.

Thus, finding were quite  controversial there is now little doubt that the type of parenting received
by a child becomes an important predicator of creative behaviour. Hence the present study has been
undertaken. The present study aimed at exploring the difference in using specific dimension of maternal
parenting towards high and low creative boys and girls. The moderating effect (Or interaction effect)
of gender on parenting- creativity relationship has also been examined.
METHODOLOGY

The Sample : In the present study six hundred student (300 boys and 300 girls ) were incidentally
sampled from six different schools of Varanasi city. Their educational qualification ranged from grade
IX to X. Verbal Test of Creative Thinking (Baquer Mehdi, 1985) was administered on the initial sample
of six hundred students. On the basis of their highest and lowest creativity scores, two extreme groups
of low and high creative students were selected from the sample of 600 students. Each group consisted
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100 students out of which 50 were male and the remaining 50 were female. The Child Rearing Practices
Scale (Mother From) by Pal and Karim (1985) was administered to the mothers of respondents of
extreme groups. Thus, two sub sample of 100 high and 100 low creative students and their mothers
were drawn for the study.

The Tools: In the present study, the following tests were used:
a. Verbal Test of Creative Thinking (Baqer Mehdi, 1985) was used to measure creativity. It

included the four subtests consist of ten questions.
b. Child Rearing Practices Scale (Pal and Karim, 1985) was used in the present study to assess

the type of maternal parenting. This Scale has two forms mother form and father form .
Each form consist of 30 items related to different types of child rearing  practices. Only
mother form was used in the study.

RESULTS
In the present study four types of child rearing practices i.e. comfort and encouragement, acceptance

and protection, fostering autonomy and antipunitive attitude adopted by mothers of high and low
creative children were studied. The dimension of child rearing practices were compared for two
creativity groups respectively. The obtained data were analysed in a 2 (groups) x 2 (gender) factorial
ANOVA  design.

1. Mother's comfort and encouragement, and creativity of their wards : The scores obtained
by mothers on comfort and encouragement dimension of parenting ware analyzed for two creativity
groups (high and low). The statistics which were used for the analysis of scores are mean, SD and 2
(Gender : boys and girls ) x 2 (Creativity groups : high and low) analysis of variance. The obtained
results have been displayed in Table 1.1.

From the above table, it is clear that there is a significant difference between mothers of low

creative and high creative children in terms of providing comfort and encouragement. But the mothers
of boys and girls do not differ significantly on this dimension. The interaction of gender x creativity
was found to be non- significant. The mean scores (on this dimension) of the mothers of high and low
creative children have been given in table 1.2.

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An observation of the mean scores reveals that comfort and encouragement by mothers is shown
significantly more towards high crative children (mean 14.51) than low creative children (mean 12.77).
The mean score (13.66) of mothers of  boys and mean socre (13.62) of mothers of girls did not differ
significantly. The findings suggest that maternal comfort and encouragement towards the child increases
development of  creativity in children.

2. Mothers's acceptance and protection, and creativity of their wards : The scores obtained
by mothers of low and high creative children on acceptance and protection were analysed in a 2(Gender
: boyes & girls)  x 2 (Creativity groups : high  &  low) ANOVA design. The obtained results have been
give in table 2.1

The above table shows that there is significant difference between mothers of low creative and

high creative children, but mothers of boys and girls did not differ significantly on the aforesaid
dimension of parenting. The interaction gender x creativity was found to be non- significant which
indicate that the maternal acceptance and protection influences the creativity of the boys and girls in
the same way.

The next table (2.2) gives the mean scores on acceptance and protection factors of mothers of
low and high creative children.

Table 2.2 : Mean maternal acceptance and protection scores of high and
low creative boys and girls.

Examination of the mean score reveals that acceptance and protection by mothers is shown
significantly more towards high creative children (mean = 14.36) than low creative children (mean =
13.11). The mean score (13.70) of mothers of boys and mean score (13.77) of mothers of girls does
not differ significantly. The mean scores of mothers (Table-2.2) shows that this type of parenting style
is more frequently adopted by mothers of high creative children (mean = 14.36) as compared to the
mother of low creative children (mean = 13.11) This pattern of findings suggest that children who
receive mother's protection and accepting attitude during their childhood are more likely to develop
creativity in later developmental stages.

3. Mother's Fostering Autonomy and creativity of their wards : The mean score (on forstering
autonomy ) of mothers of high and low creative boys and girls have been displayed in table 3.1.

It is clear from table 3.1 that the mean score (7.30) of the mothers of low creative children is less
than mean score (8.18) of the mothers of high creative children on fostering autonomy dimension of
parenting. In the same way, the mean score (7.53) of the mothers of girls is less than mean scores
(7.95)  of the mothers of boys on this dimension. To examine whether or not the observed mean
differences are statistically reliable, a 2 (creativity group : high & low) x 2  (Gender : boys & girls)
ANOVA  was done . Results have been presented in table 3.2.

Perusal of the table 3.2 reveals that the main effect of creativity group is significant at .01 level of

significance and gender is significant at .05 level of significance. It is clear from significant result that
there is difference between mothers of high creative children and low creative children as well as boys
and girls on the aforesaid dimension of child rearing. But there is no interaction between gender and
creativity on this dimension of mother's child  rearing. The  findings suggest that fostering autonomy
by mother during the childhood of the child increases the creativity of the children.

4. Mother's antipunitive attitude and creativity of their wards : The scores obtained by
mothers of low and high creative boys and girls on antipunitve attitude dimension of parenting were
analysed in a 2 (Gender : boys & girls) x 2 (creativity groups: high & low) ANOVA  design. The
obtained results have been displayed in table  4.1.

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From the above table it is evident that mothers of low creative children and high creative children
are significantly different from each other in terms of antipunitive attitude. Similarly the mothers of
boys and girls significantly differ from each other on this dimension of child rearing. But the interaction
of gender and creativity is not significant on this dimension of mother's child rearing. The mean scores
(on antipunitive attitude) of the mothers of high and low creative boys and girls have been shown in
table 4.2.

Examination of the mean scores reveals that the mean score (5.41)  on antipuntive attitude of
mothers of high creative children is significantly more than mean socre (4..65) on antipunitive attitude
of mothers of low creative children. Similarly, the mean score (5.20) of mothers of boys is greater
than mean score (4.86) of mothers of girls on this dimension of parenting. Findings suggest that
mother's antipuntive attitudes towards the child enhances the creativity of the child.
DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSION

Findings of this study suggested that the specific dimension of maternal parenting have significant
effect on the creativity of the adolescents . An observation of the mean scores, it is concluded that
those mothers who prefer to provide comfort and encouragement, acceptance and protection to their
wrards, and foster autonomy as well as tend to show antipunitive attitude towards their wards are
likely to have a more creative child. Such results were also reported by Amabile(1983), Bloon (1985),
Doxey and wright (1990) and Lee (2002). This study has also showed that as compared to girls, boys
were less punished by mothers and they also got more freedom.

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A STUDY ON CHILDREN’S DEMOGRAPHIC VARIABLES  IN FAMILY
DECISION MAKING FOR ELECTRONIC GOODS.

Introduction : Children are emerging as the most powerful influencers in the household buying
decisions in India, with the proliferation of the media and increased awareness. Those days are gone;
when children had a meager say in the household buying decisions, even related to them. Now a day’s
things have rapidly changed their likes and dislikes are duly taken care of and they are being considered
as major participants in household buying decisions. Children are involved in purchase of various
products; some directly related to them while others are consumed by members of the family. Parents
also seek their advice while buying various household products.

Children have a noteworthy influence in the early stages of the decision making process (Tinson,
Nancarrow, & Brace, 2008) (Ahuja, 1993) (Norgaard, Bruns, Haudrup Christensen, & Mikkelsen,
2007). Children nowadays have a significant influence in family decision making, even though most
parents do not admit the level of importance they give to their children’s opinions in purchase decisions.
Children perceive their influence to be greater than what their parents believe; Children overestimate
their influence in family decision making while parents underestimate it (Norgaard, Bruns, Haudrup
Christensen, & Mikkelsen, 2007).

Literature Review : Relevant studies have been conducted in the area of children's influence on
family buying behaviour so that the important variables for the study could be identified and analyzed.
Almost all studies on children decision making conclude that children have a noteworthy influence in
the early stages of the decision making process (Tinson, Nancarrow, & Brace, 2008) (Ahuja, 1993)
(Norgaard, Bruns, Haudrup Christensen, & Mikkelsen, 2007), so the pre-purchase stage, but not
necessarily the purchase itself (Ahuja, 1993). This may be because the parent is the actual purchasing
agent (considering children have no disposable income) and consequently has the ultimate buying
power (Ahuja & Stinson, 1993). Nevertheless, some studies have observed that children have an
influence in all three stages in the decision making process (Lee & Beatty, 2002).

Research Methodology : The descriptive as well as analytical research design is adopted for the
research. The extensive literature survey was conducted involving a collection of literatures related
with the area of research i.e. role of children in buying decision, parent’s perception towards children’s
influence, etc. and it was critically examined and compared for better understanding for setting objectives
and formulating hypothesis. The descriptive research is carried out with the specific objectives that
have been formed after the exploratory research. The descriptive research includes surveys of the
children and their parents of selected towns of Madhya Pradesh.

Sampling :  In the present study the description of the sample design is as follows :
*  Faculty, Department of Business Administration, Awadhesh Pratap Singh University, Rewa (M.P.)
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Type of Universe: Finite universe, the number of items is the population of children and their
parents in India.

Sampling Unit: Children between the age of 5-19 years and their respective parents have been
taken as sampling unit..

Sample Size: Sample size is 400 respondents for the consumer survey which includes 200 children
and 200 parents.

Sampling procedure: Two stage sampling has been used to collect data for the study. In first
stage from different states of the country have been selected on the basis of convenience. The states
of Delhi, Maharastra, Uttar Pradesh, and Madhya Pradesh have been selected and accordingly New
Delhi, Nagpur, Allahabad and Bhopal Cities have been identified for survey on the basis of personal
acquaintances on access to the respondents and cost of survey were the constraints in other cities. In
the second stage 50 children and their parents from each city were surveyed. The stratified sampling
has been employed to the respondents, age wise, thus 10 children from five different age groups
between 05-19 years from each city were taken. In all 400 respondents 200 children and 200
corresponding parents have been taken.

Sources of Data Collection : While collecting the data every care was taken to maintain its
objectivity and accuracy. In this study, both primary data and secondary data sources were used, but
the overall dominance remains with the primary data. Hence, for the purpose of gaining maximum
possible knowledge related to the study, both the data sources have been duly and optimally used. Thus
the data required for the study were collected from both primary and secondary sources.

The study is based mainly on Primary data. The primary data for this research study was collected
through two well structured questionnaires. Separate set of questions were prepared for parents and
children. All the questions were arranged logically and ambiguous questions were avoided. Copies of
both the Questionnaires are enclosed (Appendix I, & Appendix II). The secondary sources of data
collection are published reports on consumer survey, articles by columnists in the various magazines,
newspapers and research papers published in reputed journals. Research journals like Vikalp, Impact,
Advances in Management, Indian Journal of Marketing, Journal of Advertising Research, etc. have
been scanned to have an insight into latest developments in the subject in the India.

Tools of Data Analysis : For hypothesis testing, statistical tools are used such as Correlation,
ANOVA, and Chi square test, to test the significance relationship between the variables under study.
Objectives :
       1. To determine the children’s role in family decision making for electronic goods in India.

Data Analysis : To study the role of children, they were asked about their view that do their
parents consider their opinion while purchasing consumer electronic products and following responses
were recorded :

It can be interpreted from Table 4.1 and Graph 4.1 that according to children their opinion is

considered by their parents as 116 (58%) children said that their opinion is sometimes considered by
their parents while they purchase consumer electronic products.  Nearly 24% (16% Often + 7.5%
Always) of children admitted that their influence level is high in purchase decision. Only 18.5% (12.5
Rarely + 6 % Never) of children said that their opinion is not considered by their parents while they
purchase consumer electronics. Further it can be noticed that the overall influence of children on the
purchase decision is nearly 82%. Though, their level of influence varies. It can be said that children
these days are seeking much more attention in purchase decision than what they are getting actually.

Children’s role in family decision making for electronic goods with respect to their age.
Further an attempt has been made to analyse the level of influence in purchase decision with

respect to children’s age and following figures were noticed:

From Table No 4.2 and Graph No 4.2, it can be concluded that higher age group that is 14 – 19
years is getting more attention and their opinion is considered more as compared to other age groups.
It is evident that out of 7.5% children whose opinion is always considered in purchasing of consumer
electronics highest percentage is of 14 - 16 years and 17 – 19 years i.e. 3% each. It can also be noticed
that in this category the 5 – 7 age group is not present at all.  Out of 16% of children whose opinion is
considered quite often, the highest age group, i.e. 17 – 19 years get highest attention i.e. 5.50%.
Among 58% respondents whose opinion is considered sometimes 14% belong to the age group of  11
– 13 years, 13.50% belong to 5 – 7 years age group, 11.50% belong to 8 – 10 years, 10.5% belong to
14 – 16 years, and 8.50% belong to 17 – 19 years respectively.

From Table No. 4.3 and Graph No. 4.3, its pictorial representation it can be inferred that male

children are more influential as compared to female children as among 58% of overall children who
responded that their opinion is considered sometimes by their parents while they purchase consumer
electronics, 33% are male children and 25% are female children. The same kind of response goes for
the category who responded rarely (among 12.5%, 7.50% male children and 5% female children).
While in case of the children who responded that their opinion is often and always considered, girl
child is the majority. Among 16% children whose opinion is considered very often 9.50% are girl while
6.50% are boys. While in case of 7.5% children whose opinion is always considered 4.5% are girls
while are 3% boys. Thus we can say that female child is influencing the decision at higher side of the
scale more than male child.

4.1.3. Children’s role in family decision making for electronic goods w.r.t. Family Type.
Table No. 4.4 and Graph No. 4.4 shows the distribution of children response on their opinion on

their influence in the purchase decision of consumer electronics with respect family type i.e. joint and
nuclear:

From Table 4.4 and Graph 4.4 it can be said that there are marginal differences in the opinion of

children. Among 58% children who responded that their opinion is considered sometimes 31% children
belong to nuclear family while 27% children belong to joint family. On an average we can say that in
both types of families children are influencing family decision making on purchase though in higher
side of the scale the children who belong to nuclear family are influencing more than the children who
are living in joint family.

Findings : To study about the role of children in family decision making children were asked
about their view that whether their parents consider their opinion while purchasing consumer electronic
products has been found in the study that the overall influence of children on the purchase decision is
nearly 82%, though their level of significance varies as per their age and gender.

This high figure of influence of children in family buying decision towards electronic goods may
be result of their high involvement in family decision making. Further the involvement of children is
measured in this study on the basis of their types of buying preference that whether they select,
suggest or have no role on the basis of brand, model and price of the product.

Thus it can be said that children these days are seeking much more attention in purchase decision
than what they are getting actually.  And for verifying more about this higher influence in family
decision making, the role of gender, age of children and their family type is also included. When the
data is analysed on the basis of age of children, it has been inferred out that 14-19 years age groups of
children are getting more attention and their opinions are considered more as compare to other age
group while when it is further analyzed on the basis of gender of children, it has been found that in
some occasions the opinion of male child is considered more than that of female child while buying of
electronic goods.

Further analysis is done on the basis of family type of children. On this basis it is inferred that, on
an average both type of families that is joint or nuclear type, influences the family decision making and
purchase of electronic products. While the children who belong to nuclear family influence the family
decision making towards electronic products more than that of children also belongs to joint families.

Some important findings of the study are as follows:
1. The overall influence of children on the purchase decision is nearly 82%. Though, their level

of influence varies. It can be said that children these days are seeking much more attention in
purchase decision than what they are getting actually.
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2. It can be concluded that higher age group that is 14 – 19 years is getting more attention and
their opinion is considered more as compared to other age groups.

3. Female child is influencing the decision at higher side of the scale more than male child.
4. On an average we can say that in both types of families children are influencing family decision

making on purchase though in higher side of the scale the children who belong to nuclear
family are influencing more than the children who are living in joint family.

5. In case of  electronic items of children, the highest preferences is found in selecting the  brand
for Video games and Laptops however  they are not able to select the  products generally used
by their own on the basis of  its model and price. While in case of household electronic goods,
the preference of children is only found in selecting the brand and model of Televisions and
Smart Phones.

Conclusion : The study examines the influence of Indian children in the family buying decision
buying towards electronic products. As children are increasingly becoming influencers of consumption,
the question arises, whether or not the parent succumbs to their requesting through their various
influencing techniques.

This research has arrived at the conclusion that there is an important role of children in purchasing
decision of electronic product in family and they influence the purchasing decision, as the overall
influence of children on the purchase decision is found high in the study. Moreover, the children of
higher age group give attention in decision making and their opinion is considered more as compare to
other age groups. While as far as gender of the children is concerned the opinion of male child is
considered more than that of female child while buying of electronic goods.

Secondly, In context to involvement of children in family decision making towards electronic
products, Children are involved in giving their preferences of various products.
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A Study on Consumer Attitude Towards Ethics in Advertising
Media in Vindhya Region
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Introduction
As Vance Packard, The concerns about the advertising ethics has emerged in  late 1950s. In his

book of 1957, ‘The Hidden Persuaders’, he passionately condemned the increasing social and
psychological control of advertising (Spence and  Heckeren, 2005).

Advertisers increasingly try to immerse their commercial messages in other forms of communication
(Spence, Van, 2005). The most common criticism of advertising concerns is its effect on consumer
beliefs. Because advertising is form of communication. Most criticisms of advertising focus on the
deceptive aspects of modern advertising (Velasquez, 2002).

Most advertising nowadays is more truthful than the public realizes. A long ethical tradition has
consistently condemned that it violates consumer’s rights to choose for themselves (Velasquez, 2002).
Many of the advertisers do not behave favourably when ethics is brought into the business. This
research was designed to find out the relationship between advertising ethics and individual attitude.
The objective was to determine if exposure to different advertisements could cause variation in the
attitude of the respondents.
Literature Review :

According to Salomon and Hanson, ethics is all about thinking in terms of the larger picture that
ignoring and neglecting one’s own interest and well being but overemphasizing one’s own interests
either. Ethics in any profession is governed by two parameters–the professional code of ethics and the
personal grooming and value system of practitioners (Jethwaney, 1999). Ethics demands that one
agency should not handle competitive brands, looking at the scope it provides, many agencies are
acquiring a corporate character, having a number of independent units and subsidiaries, which do
handle competitive brands (Jethwaney, 1999). Gray et al. also described about Social accounting, a
concept which describes  social and environmental effects of company’s economic actions to particular
interests groups within society and to society at large, is thus an important element of corporate social
responsibility (Gray et.al, 1987).

A proactive consideration of advertising ethics is essential in building consumer trust which will
drive consumers to the company’s products and services. Marketing which is expected to play the key
role, historically focuses on the 4P’s: product, price, place and promotion. Advertising ethics is not
given much attention in this mix and not until the company must make a reactive response when its
advertising offends consumers (Snyder, Wallace S. 2008).

Some advertisers have imposed the ethical guidelines that assure them that the messages they are
putting forward are morally sound. Non-governmental organizations are also taking an increasing role.
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They have increased their scrutiny around corporate behavior. Through Education and dialogue the
development of community in holding business responsible for their actions is growing (Roux, M.)

Much can be done in the area of taste and decency. Although hard and fast standards are not
possible, advertisers should themselves be self-restraint and show respect for everyone who view
their advertisements (Snyder & Wallace, 2008).

Many studies have shown that consumer’s mind is not a blank sheet waiting for advertising but it
already engulfs in itself unconscious memories of product purchasing and usage. It can affect the way
that in which the credibility of the advertisement can be observed “personality” is stable and enduring
phenomenon and is also an important variable in this regard. Although it is a subjective matter. What
seems one unethical seems ethical to somebody else (Agnes, Berthon, 2003).
Research Methodology :

Research is essential to collect data. Descriptive survey and analytical research methods are used
to conduct this study. Information, data, facts and figures are collected, analyzed and presented in a
systematic and chronological order. Unclear and ambiguous information is removed from collected
information. Only relevant information is taken into consideration for conclusion. Chi-square test was
used to analyze the hypotheses.
Sampling :

The working class or considerably high income group i.e. businessmen and service-class people
were taken into consideration. They all were literate people. All of the subjects were at least graduate
and were working in Rewa (MP). This study utilized field study in demographically small town Rewa.
The use of field study has provided good response rates and, although having some flaws, it proved to
be a good source of representative data. For convenience the sample has been divided into two broad
groups.

First group included the working class involving service class and businessmen and the other
group included non-working group consisting of students and women who are either working or
whose income are considerably low. A description of the sample is as follows –

The working class also included the women whose income was less than those of men. Students
were also included to rate their belief on a five point scale. About 24 questions were asked from them
that were based on Graphic Rating Scale.

Measures – All measures were assessed using five gradations. The respondents have to show the
degree of their agreement with a statement or disagreement with a statement. These five gradations are
as follows -

Statements are selected from a large list. Non discriminating statements are dropped. The instructions
were printed on the questionnaire. The instructions were read before the respondents and subjects
were told to rate their beliefs on their own. Sufficient time was provided to the subjects so that every
subject completed all the questions being asked.

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After they had finished filling the form, the forms were collected and they were thanked for giving
their co-operation. At the end of the session the investigator scrutinized the answer sheets of the
subjects. The data obtained from these 400 subjects was scored for the different tests using appropriate
procedure.
Types of Data

Data Collection – To insure the representative sample, data were collected randomly during all
working hours. Subjects were asked to complete a questionnaire designed to assess attitudes and
beliefs about the advertisement seen and were told that their responses were anonymous and confidential,
and would only be used for academic research.

Primary Data – The data which is collected for the first time by the respondent himself is termed
as primary data, for which questionnaire and schedule are administered.

Secondary Data – The data which is collected by someone else and is used by someone else is
termed as secondary data. The sources of secondary data are as, internet, magazine and course books.
This source has been frequently used to help the Project Work.
Objectives of the Study

In every country there exists a cut-throat competition among the different companies. This
competition is growing day by day. The Indian advertising agencies are also subject to tremendous
changes with the opening up of the domestic market to imports. In order to meet the challenges
advertisers will have to improve the effectiveness of advertising, increase market orientation and
successfully create a good moral environment. Rewa is industrial as well as agricultural area. This
study is undertaken with special reference to Rewa City.

1. To analyze whether responsibilities of advertising are beyond job creation with respect to
occupation of the respondents.

2. To analyze whether the business can be both ethical and profitable with respect to Occupation
of the respondents”

3. To analyze whether advertising shows an accurate view of reality”.
4. To analyze whether ethicality of an advertisement affects the credibility of the advertisement.”
Hypothesis –As there are two groups of respondents working and non-working. Their perceptions,

attitudes, personality and consumption pattern differ to a large extent from each other. What working
people say is important for the work culture, may be totally discarded by the non-working group.
There may be similarity in the responses or may not be so.On the basis of reviewed literature and
logical reasoning, the following hypothesis were formulated for the present study. All the hypothesis
are null.
H1 -There is no significant difference between the responses of working class and non-working

class regarding the statement, “Responsibilities of advertising are beyond job creation as they do
not are too much concerned with making money.”

H2 - There is no significant difference between the responses of working class and non-working
class regarding the statement, “The business can be both ethical and profitable.”

H3 -There is no significant difference between the responses of the two groups regarding the statement,
“Advertising shows an accurate view of reality”.

H4 -There is no significant difference between the responses of the two groups regarding the statement,
“Ethicality of an advertisement affects the credibility of the advertisement.”
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HYPOTHESIS : 1
H0: “Advertising has responsibilities beyond job creation”

Calculated
value= 12.13 is greater than the table value. Hence the hypothesis is rejected. We can conclude that
there is significant difference between the opinions between working and non working group regarding
the second statement, “It is possible for a business to be both ethical and profitable.” Hence the result
does not support the hypothesis and we can say that it is possible for a business to be both ethical and
profitable.

HYPOTHESIS: 3
H0: “Advertising shows an accurate view of reality.”

= 4.76 is less than the table value.  Hence the Hypothesis is accepted. We can conclude that there is
significant difference between the opinions between working and non - working group regarding the
third statement, “Advertising shows an accurate view of reality.” Hence the result does not support
the hypothesis. It is unreasonable to separate the economic and social impact of advertising and while
influencing both these factors it is somewhat difficult to remain fixed on ethical issues.

Total value of x2 for 4 degrees of freedom at 5 percent level of significance is 9.488.  Calculated
value= 20.67 is greater than the table value.  Calculated value of x2 is much higher than this table value
which means that the calculated value cannot be said to have arisen just because of chance. It is
significant. Hence the hypothesis does not hold good. We can conclude that there is significant difference
between the opinions between working and non-working group regarding the statement, “Ethicality
of an advertisement has any effect on the credibility of the advertising.” Hence the result does not
support the hypothesis.
Findings :

1. Upon asking the very first question that was, whether “Advertising has responsibilities beyond
job creation” both working and non-working group both perceived that advertising creation
does not carry the responsibility to give employment to them. But it is responsible to many
other areas like protecting the interests of the consumers, healthy portrayal of women, not
targeting children and vulnerable groups for making the sale of the product shoot higher
which are not made for them.

2. When second question was put forward to them which was “if it is possible for a business to
be both ethical and profitable.” This statement required respondents to rate their beliefs about
the statement. The chi-square value for this statement is equal to 12.13. The respondents
answered that the business that sidetracks the well being of the society can’t be successful.
Short-term success can be got from evil practices of the advertising.

3. For the statement whether “Advertising shows an accurate view of reality” the respondents
answered that some of the advertisements portray the real life needs and motivations and the
respondents were able to name a few of them. Like some years ago, there was no facility like
that of core banking, money transfer etc. When the respondents were able to see the
advertisements of the financial services like that of UTI, ICICI or Visa Debit card they feel
that they have something to do with their many financial problems. Therefore most of the
respondents were agreeing that advertising shows an accurate view of reality.

4. For  next question, there was no significant relationship between ethicality and credibility of
the advertisement. Most of the respondents agreed that it is wise to make judicious use of
ethics in their advertisement.

Conclusion :
Advertising must be persuasive and credible, and as this study believes and urges ethics to build

brand loyalty and trust. Ethics is generally adoption of morally right method or process or means
towards the achievement of the right ends. It includes techniques of judging and decision making as
well as implements social control and personal development. It is a tool, an instrument. It can be used
well, and it can be used badly. Ethics guides the consumers to make their purchases when they are in

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moral dilemma. Consumers have been faced with ethical dilemmas and many a times it affects the
purchase behavior of the consumers and the purchase of a particular brand.

The findings of the research indicate a strong effect of ethical judgment of an advertisement on
the key consumer response variables like purchase intention, attitude towards the brand, and the attitude
towards the advertisement. The use of potentially unethical advertisements may have negative
ramifications for advertisers.

          Following are the some broad remedies to assist in the paradigm shift for the advertising
industry. First, some broad recommendations are as follows :

1. Advertising agencies should give employment to the people who are familiar with the ethical
issues of advertising to provide input on advertisements which may be viewed as potentially
offensive to the moral values of the society.

2. Advertising agencies can transform negative images to ones that can boost up its credibility.
3. When there is so much corruption everywhere, what advertisers can do is to try to create a

friendly environment so that their reputation can be maintained in a positive manner as well as
their credibility among the people.

Limitations –
1. A lot of problem was faced in gathering the responses from housewives. They were least

interested in responding to the questionnaires.
2. There was a large time lag between the handling over of the questionnaire to the respondents

and the receiving of the same.
3. Very small number of the respondents was not authentic.
4. Since the respondent’s feedback is the main source of primary data, their misrepresentation

and concealing of facts may be the source of limitation.
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A Study on the Role of Labeling on Packaging upon
Consumer Preferences Towards Confectionary

Products”: An Analytical Study

Abstract :
The packaging is the most important factor as the consumer buying behavior is dependent on the

packaging and on its features. Packaging is the silent sales man; packaging is defined as containers
for a product encompassing the physical appearance of the container including the design, color,
shape, labeling and materials used. Packaging has a multidimensional role it provides information of
the product and company, a method to communicate with consumers and protection to the quality of
products. Packaging is the part of product whereas labeling is the part of packaging which actually
provides information about the ingredients of the products, warning and safety, date of manufacturing,
date of expiry, price, sales tax, customer care number, e-mail and company profile. Labeling is the
main source of information this study is focused on the role of labeling on packaging upon the consumer
preferences towards confectionary products. Consumers are becoming increasingly health conscious, so
it is essential to display contents of the product especially in the case of food products as most people
prefer to avoid calorie products.

The aim of this article is to study the role of labeling on packaging upon consumer buying behaviour.
The basic purpose of this study is to find out how such factors are behind the success of packaging. The
research is based in four districts of Madhya Pradesh (India).

INTRODUCTION :

Packaging can be defined quite simply as an extrinsic element of the product (Olson and Jacoby
(1972)) an attribute that is related to the product but does not form part of the physical product itself.
Labeling is a tool of communication which tells the product features.

Role of labeling on consumer buying behavior is dependent (consumer buying behavior) and
independent variable (color, image, material, front size) those factors are predictors to promote the sale
volume and gradually increase impulse buying. To evaluate the response of the consumer they used the
random research as questionnaire (Arens, 1996). In recent years the marketing environment has become
increasingly complex and competitive.

A product’s packaging is something which all buyers experience and which has strong potential
to engage the majority of the target market. This makes it an extremely powerful and unique tool in the
modern marketing environment. In addition to its benefits in terms of reach, some marketers believe
that packaging is actually more influential than advertising in influencing consumers, as it has a more
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direct impact on how they perceive and experience the product. Nowadays, the role of packaging has
changed due to increasing self-service and changing consumers’ lifestyle. Firms’ interest in package
as a tool of sales promotion is growing increasingly.

Package becomes an ultimate selling proposition which has the function  as stimulating impulsive
buying behavior, increasing market share and reducing promotional costs. A unique packaging approach
can be a powerful advantage in drawing consumer’s attention and drive impulse purchases especially
with the move to self-service retail format; packaging enhances its primary characteristic as “salesman
on the shelf” at the point of sale. Furthermore, packaging is the second-highest cost factor in food
marketing (after labor), according to the United States Department of Agriculture. The reason many
companies invest massive amount of money on packaging because they are well aware that a stunning
packaging will draw consumer’s attention and is capable of turning the buyer on or off. Therefore, it
could be surprising to learn how much packaging is adding to a product’s value.

Over recent years, consumers are getting more health-conscious; a greater awareness of
healthy eating lifestyle is changing the shopping habits of consumers and they are now paying more
attention to read the nutrition labels and seeking out products with health benefits. The conclusion of
an online study conducted by National Starch was that adding one or more health claims on health
products could boost up the sales by 20 percent. Therefore, to ensure success, marketers must not
only optimize the visibility of the packaging but also ensure that the packaging is able to communicate
the specific benefits of the product and facilitate the consumers in product selection within a variety of
brands available in the market.
LITERATURE REVIEW :

According to Parmar (1998) pointed out the factors which attract the consumer towards
purchase. He says labeling is a tool of communication which tells the product features. Role of
labeling on consumer buying behavior is dependent on the factors which are predictors to promote
the sales volume and gradually increase impulse buying. To evaluate the response of the consumer
they used the random research as questionnaire. They perceive that consumers look at the product
first and then used. They also mentioned that consumer perceive labeling as a separate part then
product. Especially consumer is likely to  prefer the goods on the basis of labeling factor.

Singh (2006) says about the packaging that it is an integral part of brand communication
and a promotional tool and provides the brand attributes & value to the consumer and he developed
a framework for  it  and divided it into four sub parts as packaging design which attract the
consumer, communicate, convenience in handling. Sale ability of product depend upon the how
much comfortable the product in use. Labeling is a connection which builds up between the customer
and the product features as product form. They mentioned that label is a cause of consumer attraction
rather than environment factors.

According to Agata (2008) the study shows the consumer buying behavior in case of
different elements which directly affects it. Actually the buying decision is related to the social,
demographic classes in a society. Label itself is a part of the product which adds up the value of the
product. Marketing mix and the cultural difference put impact on purchasing decision. To measure
the responsiveness of the assumptions data is analyzed by the questionnaire and results are highly in
favor of those factors.

According to Rita Kuvykaite (2009) the study reveals the self-service and changing
consumers’ lifestyle having the ultimate effect on consumer choice. Today market is closed so the
pack is necessity to gain a competitive edge. Visual and verbal both are the important part of the
consideration as involvement level, time pressure and most important is individual characteristics as
per the study.
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RESEARCH METHODOLOGY
Research design specifies the methods and procedures for collection of requisite information and

its measurements and analysis to arrive at certain meaningful conclusion at the end of the proposed
study.  This research was conducted  with the help of questionnaire . the study is  descriptive as well
as exploratory.
 OBJECTIVES OF THE STUDY
 To determine the role of labeling on the packaging and consumer preferences towards

confectionery products with respect to demographic factors such as age, gender, and
income.

RESEARCH DESIGN
In this research study, the description of the sample design is as follows:

1. Type of Universe: For the study 4 cities have been selected, the number of respondents is
population of 4 district (Rewa, Singrauli, Bhopal, Indore) of Madhya Pradesh.

2. Sampling Unit: The respondents for research have been selected through 2 stage sampling
Unit. First stage sampling unit constitute stratified convenience sampling of the municipal
areas of 4 district of Madhya Pradesh i.e. Rewa, Singrauli, Bhopal, Indore. The second stage
sampling unit constitutes the stratified sampling using age group strata of the consumers of
the areas selected at the first stage.

3. Sample source: The population of the municipal areas 4 district (Rewa, Singrauli, Bhopal,
Indore) of Madhya Pradesh has been selected through stratified convenient sampling using
age group strata.

4. Sample size: The sample size of 400 respondents has been taken and sample size of retailers
was 40 from each municipal area of districts.

5. Parameters of interest:  In determining the sample design, one must consider the question
of specific population parameters which are of interest. For instance, effort was made to
explore consumer buying behavior towards packaging of the confectioneries products and
proper examination of various factors concerned.

6. Sampling procedure: The research needs to decide the type of sample which will be used i.e.
techniques to be used in selecting the respondents for the sample. This study, has 2 stages
sampling. First stage sampling constitutes stratified convenient sampling of the municipal
areas of 4 district of Madhya Pradesh i.e. Rewa, Singrauli, Bhopal, Indore. The second stage
sampling constitutes the stratified sampling using age group strata of the consumers of the
areas selected at the first stage. It is geographical area from where sample have been collected
for the study. The population of the municipal areas 4 district (Rewa, Singrauli, Bhopal, and
Indore) of Madhya Pradesh has been selected through stratified convenient sampling using
age group strata. The 10 retailers from each sample area (Rewa, Singrauli, Bhopal, and
Indore) have been selected on the basis of convenient sampling. The respondents were
carefully selected so that there is an equal representation of responses from each stratum.
The sample size of 100 consumers has been taken from each sample area.

7. Collection of Primary data: The primary data are those which are collected afresh and for
the first time, and thus happen to be original in character. In this research study, primary data
is collected through structured questionnaire.

8. Collection of secondary data: Relevant secondary data have been used for the purpose of
the extensive study and for point of references as per the requirement. Secondary data was
obtained from different sources like published reports like; the market for confectioneries
products in India by The National Confectioners Association (N.C.A.),  relevant articles of
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various newspapers like; Economic Times, Times of India, Business standard, The Hindu etc.
Various research journals/magazines published from reputed institutes/publishers have also
been as source of secondary data for the study (Indian Journal of Marketing, Advances in
Management, Pitch, 4P’S of marketing etc.) .

9. Scaled questions: Responses are graded on a continuum (example: rate the appearance of the
product on a scale from 1 to 5, with 5 being the most preferred appearance). Example of
type of scale includes the Likert scale.

Statistical Tools Used:    ANOVA – test is used as a test to verify the different
objectives.

Hypotheses:
The Hypotheses of the entire study were designed as follows:
H1:- There is no significant difference in the preference of the respondents towards

labeling of packaging with respect to their age.
H2:- There is no significant difference in the preference of the respondents towards

labeling of packaging with respect to their income.
H3:- There is no significant difference in the preference of the respondents towards

labeling of packaging with respect to their gender.
Findings : 68.8% of respondents are agreed that labeling makes their decision easy as it informs

about the content and ingredients of the products. Thus, labeling on packaging influences buying
behavior. When it comes to retailer’s majority of them i.e. 70.0% respondents give importance to the
labeling on packaging. Thus, labeling on packaging has a very important role as it gives important
information in the sales of confectioneries.

There is no significant difference in the preference of the respondents towards labeling of
packaging with respect to their age. To test this ANOVA test was used, where P value was 0.154. Since
P>.05 null hypothesis was accepted. However, it is noticed that respondents of 20-25 years age group
gave higher preference to the labeling on the packaging of the confectionery products as 55% of the
respondents have agreed or strongly agreed with the statement which is more than any other age
group. Sushil Kumar and Jabir Ali (2011) have found in their study that customer does look for
information before buying any product but majority price and expire date. More consumer awareness
need to be spread regarding checking other type of information such as ingredients of products etc.,
this will not just help consumers but also companies to differentiate their products from competitors.

There is no significant difference in the preferences of the respondents towards labeling of
packaging with respect to their income. To test this ANOVA test was used, where P value was 0.051.
Since P>.05 null hypothesis was accepted. Thus it can be inferred that there is no significant difference
in the preference of the respondents.

There is no significant difference in the preferences of the respondents towards labeling of
packaging with respect to their gender. To test this t test was used, where P value was .311. Since
P>.05 thus null hypothesis we accepted and it can be said that on the basis of gender there is no
significant difference in consumer preference towards labeling on packaging.

Conclusion :  As per the research carried out by Dhar (2010), Consumer first eats with his eyes,
then with his/her nose and with his/her mouth, a saying which aptly describes packaging. This research
deals to understand how labeling elements can affect sales and consumer buying behavior toward the
confectionery products. The importance of packaging design as a vehicle for communication and
branding is growing in competitive markets for packaged FMCG products. Packaging of confectionery
products is very important as the result shows that they influence consumer buying behavior and
enhance the sales in many ways. Following are concluding observation of the research study:-
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1. Labeling on packaging of confectionery item is equally relevant and instrumental in the buying
decision of customers of difference income group and gender. Further, it was found that
youngsters have a higher preference towards labeling as compared to elders.

2. The preferences of the consumers of different income group towards labeling are similar,
signifying that demographic factors do not affect customers’ preferences in this category.

3. The preferences of the consumers of different age group towards labeling are similar, signifying
that demographic factors do not affect customers’ preferences in this category
Overall the findings of the present research show that labeling is the important element       which
affects the sales of confectionery products as well as consumer buying behaviour.  The
conclusion of this study can be represented in concrete term in the world of Pildith- (2012),
“labeling as the silent salesman in the store and it was the only communication between a
product and the final consumer at the point of sales”.
Recommendation :  The marketers need to give emphasis on different packaging elements

such as designing, material, color, images, graphics, information on packs, environment friendly packs
etc. The marketers must keep them updated with the expectations of the customers with the help of
labeling. The availability of products such as chocolates, candies, biscuits, mixtures etc. in the right
size, shape, color and design is crucial in gaining the differential benefits over competitor. In cutthroat
competition regular review of marketing strategy is required as a must activity of any successful brand
organization. Younger generation and middle age is highly conscious about packaging issues in case of
confectioneries.

Following specific recommendations are made on the basis of the conclusion of the study:
 Packaging helps to protect product labeling gives information. It should associate with all the

needed information of the product to assist customer in their buying process.
 Youngsters prefer labeling on packaging so that marketers need to give more emphasis on it.
 Visual components should be comforting for the eyes.
 Labeling should be accurate as per food act and  consumers would like it, if simplified.
 More emphasis should on simple language not technical words while labeling.

Refugees’ Quandary in Amitav Ghosh’s ‘The Hungary Tide’

English literature has been augmented by so many diasporic writers with their illuminating
thoughts, philosophy and works for more than a century. Among these, Amitav Ghosh is one of the
Anglo-Indian paramount contributors, who has not only enriched Indian-English literature but also
amplified the realm of world literature with his fantastic literary creations which present a mesmerizing
intermingling of fact with fiction, past with present, culture with psychology. Giving an impression of
magical realism, Ghosh has dealt with a number of themes which are not only matter of national
importance but of universal concern too. The Hungry Tide, is one among the series of the marvelous
novels given by Amitav Ghosh. It, not only narrates an adventurous story of search for rare dolphins
at superficial level, but also replete with thematic abundance and cultural diversity. The thrill of the
water and Sunderbans has been captivatingly enlightened by Amitav Ghosh into the folios of his novel.

The novel, “The Hungary Tide” starts with light air of travels undergone by the frontline
characters. Gradually Ghosh deals with intense themes of political filth, up rootedness, plight of refugees
and their continuous struggle with government and surroundings, merely for their survival. The novel,
depicting the plight and concerns at deeper level, delineates the panoramic beauty and ferocity of
Sudarbans along with the cultural traits of its inhabitants, superficially, is very well liked and extoled by
its readers as:

“The Hungry Tide” is a certifiable page-turner. Blending fact and fiction, history,
and imagination, Ghosh tells the gripping story of two strangers who come together
in the remote town of Lusibari. Piya, who lives in Seattle, has come to study  the
marine life of the Sundarbans. Kanai has been summoned to Lusibari by his  elderly
aunt, Nilima, who wants to bequeath to her nephew her dead husband  Nirmal’s
newly discovered diaries.”1
Being an anthropologist, Amitav Ghosh has travelled many places and witnessed not only

variegated cultures, but also, has developed an understanding of the psychological swings of humans,
which is a result a result of interface with various cultures and people. He understands and describes
adeptly, the pain of loss of home. The modern dilemma of up rootedness, and an endless search for
‘home’, gives an in-depth meaning to Ghosh’s novels.

In current scenario when individuals and governments have become so conscious of the basic
needs and rights of humans, and on violation of the basic rights, a person is provided with the right to
seek justice from the apex body of Judiciary, isn’t it entirely inhuman to leave a cluster of people; the
refugees, totally unattended, deprived of even basic of the basic needs of life? The division of mother
earth into different nations is a game of human mind and not that of nature or eternity. Just because a
handful of people belong to some other nation or locality, who have not left their place of birth or

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residence out of choice, but have been forced to take shelter with broken heart and shattered hap, why
should be made to suffer? Ghosh poses this question metaphorically as what are the faults of those
refugees and the little children who are not even been left with the minimum rights of living? Why
studies, medicine, hygiene, food, cloth, shelter etc which constitutes the basic standards of living for
others are not provided to refugees even in dreams?

Amitav Ghosh describes the isolated island Morichjhapi, in his novel “The Hungary Tide”. As
directed by government, the island was to be used for the preservation of flora and fauna. However,
refugees from the nearby localities are forced to occupy the island, as they had no place to go to. They
made their own arrangements to make Morichjhapi worthy of being lived by humans. One of the
inhabitants of the island is Kusum (mother of Fokir), one of the three main characters in the novel.
Uncle of Kanai, Mr. Nirmal had immense sympathy towards Kusum and other refugee inhabitants.
Observing the miserable life of the inhabitants with meagre resources, Nirmal is shown to be baffled
with their future perspectives. Ghosh has, very adeptly, described that government and high officials
were making all their efforts to evacuate the island, instead of helping them out in their efforts of
making survival of humans possible on this island, as Morichjhapi is an island which is reserved by
government for tiger preservation and there tigers are found roaming and living in wild. They were
determined to shift the refugees to a settlement camp which was nothing more than a hellish establishment.
The setup was densely populated, extremely messy and filthy, without minimum requirement of medical
aid and hygiene, there was no provision of earning food and cloth to keep their soul and body together.
The settlement could provide no future to its inhabitants but an ailing end. Making Nirmal his mouthpiece
here, Ghosh had disclosed the tormenting plight of these refugees and the pain of being up rootedness.
Even after repeated objections of his wife, Nirmal ended his life for the cause of these people, that too,
against the decisions of the government and his own wife.

The novel very evidently pose a question that the habitat of humans are being destroyed for the
sake of creating habitat for animals. Though, the concern of giving protection to animas and endangered
species is quite correct for sustainable, coherent co-existent and for having a healthy balanced ecosystem.
But all this at the cost of human life? The same government, who is concerned about the conservation
of tigers, has equal ethical and social responsibility towards refugee-turned humans too.

From the arguments and descriptions Ghosh has delineated in his novels, the least hope of life
appears to be strangulated in these settlement camp. This theme of refugee’s miserable condition is one
of the recurrent themes of Ghosh’s novels. Be it ‘Circle of Reason’, or ‘The Shadow Lines’, ‘The
Glass Palace’ or ‘Sea of Poppies’, the glimpses of Ghosh’s concern for refugees can be viewed. In
fact, this is a matter of concern not only for a specific nation in particular, but for humanity in general.
A person becomes a refugee not as a result of his choice or fancy, but because of the filthy game of
politics. Nations mutual struggle, their thirst for acquiring a throne or a piece of land results into
snatching of the basic right of humanity from these refugees. A handful of beurocrats, due to their ego
or allurement of petty profits, play with the lives of so many humans.

The pain of up rootedness and the question of identity (which is integral part of these refugees)
appears to be tormenting humans in general and citizens in specific throughout the literature of the
countries which have emerged (in their state of bewilderment) as a consequence of political snares and
games; be it colonial rule or any other filthy game, thus, dividing land and human heart. The issue of
discrimination is evident in the novels of so many like Sussaine Moodie, Carol Shields, Lawrence Hill,
Margret Atwood, to name a few.

Ghosh has quite picturesquely weaved the historical evidence of partition in ‘The Shadow
Lines’ and ‘ The Hungry Tides’ too, thus resulting into a number of people getting converted into
refugees. How-so –ever educated and ingenuous the refugees are they are accommodated in the filthy
settlements which are usually located at the suburban of cities. They are hardly provided with the

facility of toilets, medical and so on. The inhabitants are made to live at the verge of starvation without
any cloth to wear, schools to go, or hospitals to refer. This instance is delineated ironically by Ghosh
citing the reasons behind people’s immigration in clusters as:

 “Despite its small size, the island of Lusibari supported a population of several
thousand. Some of its people were descended from the first settlers, who had
arrived in the 1920s. Others had come in successive waves, some after the partition
of the subcontinent in 1947 and some after the Bangladesh war of 1971. Many had
come even more recently, when other nearby islands were forcibly depopulated in
order to make room for wildlife conservation projects. As a result, the pressure of
population in Lusibari was such that no patch of land was allowed to lie fallow. The
green fields that quilted the island were dotted with clusters of mud huts and crossed
by many well-trodden pathways” (The Hungry Tide, 39)
Ghosh has brought to our notice the dirty politics which is being played at every level. The

condition of refugees is not at all heeded by anybody, and all the decisions are taken and orders are
passed keeping in view the vote-bank policy. Corruption, as a matter of fact, has trapped every step of
society. The idiom of ‘power corrupts’ is quite evident. It takes even worse shape when it is bestowed
upon with power; be it little or immense. The whole system seems to be paralyzed with it. This
behavior of theirs reflects metaphorically the dirt and money mindedness that has engulfed the whole
human society.

Ghosh, a keen observer of humans and their society has delineated the conflict between
government organizations or various non-government activists. These have at their base the reason
and cause for tiger protection contrasted with refugee inhabitants shelter safeguarding on the island
Morichjhapi. As the Bay of Bengal is one of the only habitats where Bengal Tigers are found living in
the wild. They are ardently protected by various national and international environmental groups which
exert economic pressure on local government. But in the name of tiger preservation human lives are
brought into stake most of the time. In the Sunderbans, Ghosh argues, human lives are valued to a big
extent lower than that of Tigers.

Nirmal’s revolutionary fervor got agitated when he happens to watch the sufferings of these
refugee inhabitants, and he was troubled to such a degree that he sacrificed his life for their cause. He
was so possessed and moved with the thought of betterment and upheavelment of these that he
decided to work against the wishes and powers of government. He was startled with the arrangements
the refugees had made, the way they had established their colonies, made various constructions, the
way they had distributed the lands and homes, and the way they had managed all these system was
really fascinatingly shocking. Thus, through Nirmal’s eye Ghosh has described the ingenuity of these
refugees, that first of all these are humans replete with various administrative, executive and related
skills. Nirmal epitomizes the responsibility of government. The government should take initiative and
action for the continuation of survival of these humans. They should take initiative for providing them
better habitat and shelter and should employ their skills for betterment of human society, thus, providing
employment avenues to the dislocated, uprooted humans and better products to humanity. Ghosh
suggests that modern techniques are to be devised to conserve these animals and environment
simultaneously and if the evacuation is needed that should be in correct direction, with proper rehabilitation
of inhabitants. The clever and murky politics should not be played with these hapless people who have
lost their place, home, and family members or precisely to say everything. The trauma and panic of
these inhabitants made Nirmal mad, or to say he is over possessed with the determination to assist
them in their fight with the government for their rights, to defend their ways, to alert them against the
trap of government and it is this madness which claimed one more life in Morichjhapi and that was of
Nirmal, the headmaster, the revolutionary.
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This Morichjhapi has been used as a metaphor to denote a perpetual struggle between government
or higher rationales and that of innocent islanders. Quite ironically the success goes with one who is in
power not with those who are needy indeed. This is irony of fate and that of rulers too that most of the
time the downtrodden suffer at the cost of their life and home.

Morichjhapi is a site of bloodshed, and the blood is of human and humanity; sometimes by
tiger while at other times, it is the illogical government decisions. Conservation of tigers, which are
becoming rare and nearly extinct species is, though, vindicated but not at the cost of human life.
Threat to life in those areas is in extreme, which is regularly increasing. The count of human death due
to tiger is alarming. The metaphor Morichjhapi delineates the struggles for life, reverberating the pain
and agonies of the refugees. The refugees who are made to suffer the loss of everything they had. And
that too, instead of attracting sympathies and assistance of other people, they are left with contempt,
hatred, brutalities and moreover, no place to go to. And when they search one of their own without
trespassing other person‘s privacy they are not given due recognition. The resettlement camps, Ghosh
talks about, are nothing more than a cluster of shades provided for these refugees within a very limited
and narrow area, with no drinking water, no safety, no cleanliness, and no means of employment. That
they are at the verge of starvation, and epidemic waits at every nook and corner to devour the inhabitants
eagerly. They are made to feel guilty of being human. The resettlement camp and plight of refugees is
not a new malady Ghosh talks about in this novel. But, it is one of the most recurring themes. The
narrow and filthy streets, cloth less children running here and there, nasty environment, horrible
surrounding and a detestable and repugnant place where nobody liked to go. Infact it is nothing else
than a prison which government provides in the form of resettlement camps, as Nilima describes:

“They called it resettlement,” said Nilima, “but people say it was more like a
concentration camp or a prison. The refugees were surrounded by security forces
and forbidden to leave. Those who tried to get away were hunted down. The soil
was rocky and the environment was nothing like they had ever known. They could
not speak the languages of that area and the local people treated them as intruders,
attacking them with bows, arrows and other weapons. For many years they put
up  with these conditions. Then in 1978 some of them organized themselves and
broke  out of the camp. By train and on foot they moved eastward in the hope of
settling in  the Sundarbans. Morichjhãpi was the place they decided on.”(Hungry...73)
Different governments are elected, political parties win and lose, but the condition and problems

of these refugees remain unattended and unheeded. They look with hope and optimism towards every
change but what comes in their share with these changing powers and reign is the same; the never
ending sufferings. Refugees were and are detested everywhere. This inhuman fact is time and again
discussed by Ghosh, though every time he uses different metaphor, different symbol. So is the story
of the islanders of Morichjhapi. Though they have made their own arrangements and they have devised
their own tools and means of leading a life worthy of being lived. And what they want from the natives
of the country and government was nothing but due recognition to their efforts, that they were not
intruders who have come to the very place to harm the peace and balance. They wanted the support of
public and government and wanted to prove that all their plans and construction on the said island was
just to make the place livable for them. But all their dreams and notions are shattered to the ground with
this or that government:

Whatever are the circumstances refugees had to face the contempt and ill treatment. They are
taken for granted by all government and every political party. Most of the time, not even NGOs come
to their rescue. In the novel refugees are made to evacuate the place by hook or crook. The government
took various strict actions against them and about these developments they are not even aware of. This
incident is metaphor of the irony of the faith of people in government. It is irony of the accountability
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of government towards people and that of oath political leaders take on coming in power of being
accountable towards people and to do good to them with the power vested on them.

This partition, whether in Bangladesh or any other nation, results in migration and scattering
of people from one place to another, from one state to another and from one country to another,
resulting into utter chaos and cry. The agony it leaves is in the heart of humanity is unfathomable
especially in Refugees. The political, economical and administrative losses can be replenished but the
distress it leaves in the hearts of humanity can never be healed.  The blot of refugee-ness, not only
haunts the victims throughout their life but also is gifted as inheritage to their future progenies. The
question is posed not in front of a specific country or a political party but, is raised in front of suffering
humanity and human values, which in current arena is found to be limited to the four walled chambers
of politicians and few others. Amithav Ghosh, an anthropologist has poignantly elucidated the aspect
of humanity that encourages us to think about the human life and values for their restoration.
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EVALUATION OF THE PHYSICO-CHEMICAL CHARACTERISTICS OF

GANGES WATER NEAR GHATS AT VARANASI, INDIA

1. GENERAL INTRODUCTION
Water is the most important natural resource not only of a state or a country, but of the entire

humanity. The prosperity of a nation depends primarily upon the judicious exploitation of this resource.
Thus, it can be stated that the primary wealth of a nation is water, which flows in rivers and streams
and maintained the water label in ponds. This itself establishes the importance of rivers and Ponds, and
no other explanation is required to stress their importance. River basin and Ponds, as a domain for
planning and management has been accepted the world over, as water does not recognize political
boundaries. Among the most distinctive features of India are its rivers and ponds which hold high
religious importance among its people. Covering the vast geographical area of 329 million hectares,
Indian rivers have been an important reason for the rural prosperity of India. Being of wider importance
in cultural, economical, geographical as well as religious development, its numerous rivers are of great
value to India. The rivers in India are considered as Gods and Goddesses, and are even worshiped by
the Hindus. They provide tourists a wonderful insight into the historical, cultural and traditional aspects
of India. Among various types of inland fresh water bodies, the riverine system is a unique type of
ecosystem. The size of the drainage basin, the amount of water moving through the system, the
proportion of natural versus settled areas, and man's direct impacts are all key factors determining the
quality and characteristics of each watershed. India with declining freshwater resources has an acute
shortage of potable water of acceptable quality. The socio-economic growth of a region is severely
constrained by non-availability of safe drinking water; keeping this in view, Government of India had
constituted a Water Technology Mission for drinking water in 1987. The task of planning and management
of water resources can be very effectively carried out on a basin and ponds wise structure for all infra,
intra and interstate as well as international rivers using scientific techniques. A world water development
report by United Nations had India as one among the worst countries with poor quality of water, as
well as its ability and commitment to improve the situation. Belgium is considered the worst basically
because of the low quantity and quality of its groundwater combined with heavy industrial pollution
and poor treatment of wastewater. It is followed by Morocco, India, Jordan, Sudan, Niger, Burkinafso,
Burundl, Central African Republic and Rwanda. Attributing this to "inertia at leadership level" the report
entitled "Water for people, Water for life" observes that "the global water crisis will reach unprecedented
levels in future with growing per capita scarcity of water in many parts of the developing world." The
report compiled on the eve of the Third World Water Forum held at Kyoto, Japan, March 16, 2003, by
23 UN partners constituting the World Water Assessment programme (WWAP) under UNESCO (The
Hindu, May 21, 2003). The surface and groundwater resources are steadily declining because of
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increase in population, industrial growth, pollution by various human, agricultural and industrial wastes
and unexpected climate change.
2. MATERIALS AND METHODS

METHODOLOGY FOR THE MEASUREMENT OF TEMPERATURE PROCEDURE
 Temperature was measured with the thermometer immersed directly in the water body, after

a period of time sufficient to permit constant reading.
 Make measurement of the temperature of a water body at a particular depth with the thermometer

immersed directly in the water body. After sufficient time has elapsed to allow the thermometer
to come to the exact temperature of the water, take a reading.

3. SAMPLING SITE
The city also has several shallow river /Ghats, some of which are of religious significance. But

most of these Ghats are in a state of poor maintenance and face the threat of drying up or reclamation
due to upcoming settlements in the periphery. Solid waste and wastewater discharge into water bodies.
Lack of maintenance of Ghats, which face the threat of extinction and encroachments. The five Ghats
were selected for the comparative study, these pond are as follows:
 AssiGhat        PrabhuGhat    SamneGhat     Rajendra Prasad Ghat

4. RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
The variation in the quality of Ghats water sampled and tested are clear indication of deteriorating

condition of water quality and impact of contamination and untreated effluent recklessly being discharged
through drains. These variations were mainly due to degree of discharge of untreated domestic and
activities of neighboring population like bathing, washing of clothes, dumping of wastes on the bank of
river. The result obtained from the univariate data analysis is shown Table 1a for all the location in
terms of mean and standard deviation.

4.1 Temperature: Water Temperature is an important water quality parameter, which regulates the
biogeochemical activities in the aquatic environment and relatively easy to measure in water bodies which
naturally show change in temperature seasonally. The temperature of Ghats ranges between 25.8 to 28.6
0C (Figure 1). The maximum temperature was observed at S4 whereas, minimum25.8 0C was recorded
at S1. High quantum discharge of sewage and leachate from heap of municipal solid waste along the river
bank of Ganges may be a significant cause of change of river water temperature. Temperature show a
high significant +ve correlation with Alkalinity and a high significant –ve correlation with DO.

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4.2 pH value : pH of a water body is veryimportant in determination of water quality since
itaffects other chemical reactions such as solubilityand metal toxicity. The fluctuation in optimum pH
ranges may lead to an increase or decrease the toxicity of poisons in water bodies (Ali, 1991) The pH
value recorded ranges between 6.8 to 7.49 (Figure 2). The maximum pH was recorded at S3 and the
minimum pH was recorded at S2. Washing station, discharge of industrial and domestic waste and
leachate from heap of municipal solid waste along the Ghats bank may be a significant cause of change
in Ghats water ph. ph show a significant +ve correlation with Alkalinity and a significant –ve correlation
with Acidity.

4.3 Turbidity : Turbidity of water is the expression of optical property in which the light is

scattered by the particles present in the water (Pradeep Verma et al.,2012).High turbidity shows
presence of large amount of suspended solids. Turbidity is the condition resulting from suspended
solids in the water, including silts, clays, industrial wastes, sewage and plankton. Turbidity in Ghatas
recorded ranges between 36 NTU to 44 NTU (Figure-3). The maximum turbidity in water was
recorded at S2 whereas minimum turbidity was recorded at S4. Soil erosion, discharges, and
Stirred bottom sediment may be cause of significant changes in Ghats water turbidity. Turbidity
show a high significant +ve correlation with BOD and a high significant –ve correlation with DO.

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4.4 Conductivity : EC is a measure of water capability to transmit electric current and also it is a
tool to assess the purity of water (Murugesan et al., 2006). Electrical conductivity recorded in Ghats
ranges between 366 μS/cm to 806 μS/cm (Figure 4). The high value of conductivity was recorded at
S2 were as low value was recorded at S4. A number of ions enter in to the Ghats through point and
nonpoint sources in the form of dissolved salt and inorganic material such as alkalis, chloride, sulfides
and carbonate compound may be a significant cause in changing EC of Ghats water. Conductivity
show a high significant +ve correlation with TDS and a high significant –ve correlation with DO.

4.5 TDS Water with a high TDS indicates more ionic concentration, which is of inferior palatability

and induce an unfavorable physicochemical reaction in the consumers. Kataria et al., (1996) reported
that increase in value of TDS indicate pollution by extraneous Sources. The amount of TDS recorded
in the water of Ghats ranges between 247 mg/l to 564 mg/l (Figure-5). The minimum amount of TDS
in the water of Ghats was recorded at S1 whereas the maximum amount of TDS in water was
recorded at S2. A number of dissociate electrolyte as well as dissolved organic matter enter into the
Ghats water through a number point and non point sources may be a cause to increasing TDS in a
Ghats water. TDS show a high significant +ve correlation with TS and a high significant –ve correlation
with DO.

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4.6 TS The amount of TS recorded in the water of Ghats ranges between 492 mg/l to 880 mg/l
(Figure-6). The minimum amount of TS in the water of Ghats was recorded at S5, whereas the
maximum amount of TS in water was recorded at S2. Soil erosion, discharges, and Stirred bottom
sediment may be cause of significant changes in TS of Ghats water. TS show a high significant +ve
correlation with BOD and a high significant –ve correlation with DO.

4.7 TSS The amount of TSS recorded in the water of Ghats ranges between 206 mg/l to 341 mg/

l (Figure-7). The minimum amount of TSS in the water of Ghats was recorded at S5, whereas the
maximum amount of TSS in water was recorded at S4. Degrading organic waste increase the water
temperature and Organic particles from decomposing materials may contribute in changing the TSS in
Ghats water. TSS show a high significant +ve correlation with phosphate and a significant –ve correlation
with acidity.

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4.8 DO Dissolve Oxygen is one of the important parameter in water quality assessment. Its presence
is essential to maintain variety of forms of life in the water and the effect of waste discharge in a water
body are largely determined by the oxygen balance of system. It can be rapidly depleted from waste
water by discharge of oxygen demanding waste. Inorganic reducing agent such as H2S, Ammonia,
Nitrite, ferrous iron and certain oxidizable substance also tend to decrease DO in Water (Avnish k.
Verma et al., 2010).  The amount of dissolve oxygen recorded in the water of Ghats ranges between3.1
mg/l to 4.6 mg/l (Figure-8). The minimum amount of DO in the water of Ghats was recorded at S2,
whereas the maximum amount of DO in water was recorded at S4. Increasing dissolved solids especially
organic material from the sewage effluent and degrading organic matter that increase the water
temperature may a significant cause of current trend of depleting unacceptable level of DO in Ghats
water. DO show a no significant +ve correlation with any parameter and a high significant –ve correlation
with Nitrate.

4.9 BODBOD determination is still the best available single test for assessing organic pollution

(Avnish k. Verma et al., 2010). Singh and Rai observed BOD of water samples value was indication for
entry of organic waste in the river Ganga at Varanasi and showed that high value are indication of
organic pollution. The amount of BOD recorded in the water of Ghats ranges between 26 mg/l to 46
mg/l (Figure-9). The minimum amount of BOD in the water of Ghats was recorded at S5, whereas the
maximum amount of BOD in water was recorded at S2. Depleting DO, increasing the TDS, high
quantum discharge and lack of adequate water flow may a significant cause to increasing BOD in Ghat
water bodies. BOD show a high significant +ve correlation with COD and a no significant –ve correlation
with any parameter.

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4.10 Hardness Hardness is the parameter of water quality used to describe the effect of dissolved
minerals (mostly Ca and Mg), determining suitability of water for domestic, industrial, and drinking
purpose attributed to presence of bicarbonates, Sulphate, chlorides and Nitrates of calcium and
Magnesium.(Taylor, E.W, 1949). The amount of Hardness recorded in the water of Ghats ranges
between 146 mg/l to 268 mg/l (Figure-10). The minimum amount of Hardness  in the water of Ghats
was recorded S1, whereas the maximum amount of Hardness in water was recorded at S3. Urban
discharge, Clothe washing station through open drains in water bodies may be a significant cause for
increasing the value of har dness in Ghats’ water. Hardness show a high significant +ve correlation with Alkalinity and
no significant –ve correlation with any parameter.

4.11 Alkalinity: Alkalinity of Water is its capacity to neutralize a strong acid and it is normally due

to the presence of bicarbonate, carbonate and hydroxide compound of calcium, sodium, and potassium.
(MurhekarGopalkrushna H., 2011). The amount of Alkalinity recorded in the water of Ghats ranges
between 210 mg/l to 294 Mg/l (Figure-11). The minimum amount of Alkalinity in the water of Ghats
was recorded at S1, whereas the maximum amount of Alkalinity in water was recorded at S2. Disposal
of dead bodies of animals, Clothe washing station and urban discharge through open drains in water
bodies may be a significant cause for increasing the value of phenolphthalein Alkalinity.Alkalinity show a high
significant +ve correlation with Nitrate and no significant –ve correlation with any parameter.

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4.12 Acidity The amount of Acidity recorded in the water of Ghats ranges between 6 mg/l to 12
Mg/l (Figure-12). The minimum amount of Acidity in the water of river Varuna was recorded at S4,
whereas the maximum amount of Acidity in water was recorded at S2. human-induced air pollution, acid
rain and industrial discharge may be a significant cause in fluctuation in acidity Ghat water. Acidity
show a high significant +ve correlation with nitrate and no significant –ve correlation with any parameter.

4.13 Nitrate : Nitrates are contributed to freshwater through discharge of sewage and industrial

wastes and run off from agricultural fields (Pradeep Vermaet.al. 2012) .The amount of nitrate recorded
in the water of Ghats ranges between 35 mg/l to52 mg/l (Figure-13). The minimum amount of nitrate
in the water of Ghats was recorded at S4, whereas the maximum amount of nitrate in water was
recorded at S2. Increasing trend of Nitrate in Ghat water may be due to increasing loadings of organic
waste disposal from point and nonpoint sources. Nitrate show a high significant +ve correlation with
turbidity and a high significant –ve correlation with DO.

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4.14 Phosphate Phosphate is one of the limiting factor for phytoplankton productivity because of
geochemical shortage of phosphate in drainage basin. The amount of nitrate recorded in the water of
River Varuna ranges between 5 mg/l to7 mg/l (Figure-14). The minimum amount of phosphate in the
water of Ghats was recorded at S1, whereas the maximum amount of phosphate in water was recorded
at S2 and S4. The washing of large amount of clothes by dhobis and laundry worker, as well as
continuous entry of domestic sewage in some area responsible for increase in amount of phosphate.
Phosphate show a high significant +ve correlation with TSS and a high significant –ve correlation
withpH.

4.15 Chloride The chlorides concentration serves as an indicator of pollution by sewage. People

accustomed to higher chloride in water are subjected to laxative effects. The amount of chloride
recorded in the water of Ghats ranges between 53.6 mg/l to 71.08 mg/l (Figure-15). The minimum
amount of chloride in the water of Ghats was recorded at S1, whereas the maximum amount of
chloride in water was recorded at S4. Increasing trend of chloride in Ghats water may be due to
increasing loadings from point and nonpoint source of discharges. Chloride show a high significant
+ve correlation with phosphate and a no significant –ve correlation observed with any parameter..

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4.16. COD: COD test is quite useful finding out the pollution strength of industrial waste and
domestic sewage. COD as is the amount of O2 required for a sample to oxidize at its organic and
inorganic matter. The amount of COD recorded in the water of Ghats ranges between 44 mg/l to 74
mg/l (Figure-16). The minimum amount of COD in the water of Ghats was recorded at S5, whereas
the maximum amount of COD in water was recorded at S3. Leachate from the heap of municipal solid
waste contribute inorganic and organic carbon to raise COD. COD show a high significant +ve correlation
with TS and a high significant –ve correlation with DO.

5. Conclusion: The Ganges form the life-line of the residents of Varanasi. Its Ghats are as old as
its culture and its water is considered is considered as holy water. But Rapid Industrialization and
unplanned waste disposal has made its water dirtier in last few decades and has made it unsuitable for
potable use. Need of the hour is to detoxify its waters to provide sustainable life for citizens and
animals alike. In the present study we have tried to study various parameters which define the health of
a water samples. We have used sophisticated instruments like UV-Vis spectrophotometer, IR
Spectrophotometer, pH meter etc. and experimental techniques like titration, filtration, distillation, stirring
etc. in the study. By measuring various parameters like pH, BOD, turbidity, DO, amount of nitrates and
phosphates, hardness, alkalinity etc. we have tried to present a pathetic picture of water impurity and
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its possible implications. Most of the parameters show a negative rate as compared to a similar study
done last year. Significance of this study lies in the seriousness of the water problem. Since most
residents use ground water as primary source of water and water table is maintained by Ganges, it
becomes essential to initiate essential measures to improve the prevalent conditions. Proper waste
disposal, sewage treatment plants, solid waste management and ethical use of Ganges water becomes
important. It is our shared responsibility to take initiatives towards making our own Ganges cleaner
and healthier. If sufficient steps are not taken immediately then days are not far when severe epidemics
will spread and public health will become a major deterrent to our development.

Results of physio-chemical parameters of Ganges water near Ghats at Varanasi as studied in the
present investigation clearly shows that the water is not good for human consumption and also is
struggling for its existence. So there is an immediate need of restoration, improvement and proper
management of these sacred water bodies for the human consumption and for environment.

 As we above conclude that there is large difference as compared to 2014 studies parameters like
pH, temperature, TDS, DO, BOD, Nitrate at 220 & 270nm and phosphate at 670nm by using latest
techniques, to determine the impurity in the different Ghats by using instruments  like pH meter,
spectrophotometer,  IR Spectrometer.

By observing above data we have to try for cleanness of holy river Ganga and to spread awareness
for this at high level in society.
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ELECTRONIC RESOURCE COLLECTION DEVELOPMENT
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Introduction :
The history of the ‘dataset’ is, in a sense, as old as the earliest library or mankind’s first attempt to

store and order data. Up until World War 2 the goal had been to make the best and most profitable use
of one medium-the codex. Efforts were centered on’ the compilation, distribution, and referencing of
the printed or handwritten work. For authors and readers alike, the internal structure of the book had
been the subject of continued development, and readers witnessed the appearance of numerous naviga-
tional aids (for example, indexes, and tables of contents, footnotes, annotated editions, and cross-
referencing). Publishers too had been focusing entirely on this one area the printing, marketing, and
selling of the paper-based medium.

The American Chemical Society began alerting scholars to new developments through elec-
tronic means as far back as 1962. Batch offline files began appearing a few years later, and Chemical
Biological Activities appeared in 1965 both in print and on tape. In 1971 MEDLINE (Medical Literature
Online) was launched and project Gutenberg (www.promo.net/pg/) issued its first electronic text (The
declaration of lndependence).Outside of the hard sciences, to anyonek charged with collection develop-
ment (be they publisher or librarian), and to the end-users or readers themselves, most of the activities
up to the rnid-1980s, seemed interesting but in the main irrelevant to their everyday work. However, the
signs were there that this would all change. As far back as 1972 the large commercial organization
which focused on electronic publications (e.g. Dialog and ORBIT) came into view, and LEXIS ap-
peared in 1973. The writing was on the wall. so to speak, that this was to be an emerging technology
that would be applicable to all subjects in all sectors.

Since then the world seems to have exploded in a shower of digital products and technological
advances. In the early 1990s it became for the first time cheaper to publish a refrence work on CD-
ROM than did in print format. Undoubtedly all of this has had importent implications for the wa busi-
nesses academics, publishers and readers get access to information essential for their work. Most
importently for librarian or collection development officerc entirely new markets have rapidly envolved.
To put it in perspective in the spaceof a few year we have collectively witnessed in electronic formation
appearence all the major  refrence titles for most subject areas, a process that originally took several
hundred yea to complete in the print world.

F. W. Lancaster (1995) outlined a brief history of electronic publishing in which he saw.
1. Use of computers to generate conventional print-on-paper publications...
2. The distribution of text in electronic form, where the electronic version is the exact equivalent

of a paper version and may have been used to generate the paper version...
3. Distribution in electronic form only but with the publication being little more than print on

paper displayed electronically. Nevertheless, it may have various ‘value added’ features, in-
cluding search, data manipulation and alerting (through profile matching) capabilities.

4. The generation of completely new publication that exploits the true capabilities of electronics
(e.g. hypertext and hypermedia, electronic analog models, motion, sound).

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Why Buy a Dataset? : The reasons for actually embarking on the purchasing of an electronic
resource will be touched upon throughout this paper, but for now it is worthwhile looking at some of
the generally accepted advantages of using digital over print :

l Multi-access : A networked product can in theory provide multiple points of access (offices,
homes, classrooms, etc.) at multiple points in time (often called ‘24/7’, referring to the fact
the resource is available 24 hours a day. 7 days a week) and to multiple simultaneous users.

l Speed : An electronic resource is often seen as being a lot quicker to browse or search, to
extract information from, to integrate that information into other material, and to cross- search
or-reference between different publications.

l Functionality : A dataset will allow the user to approach the publication and to analyze its
content in new ways (e.g. with a dictionary one would no longer be restricted to searching
under headwords).

l Content the electronic resource can contain a vast amount of information, but more impor-
tantly the material can consist of mixed media, i.e. images, video, audio, and animation, which
could not be replicated in print.

Electronic Collection Development and Traditional Collection Development : The question
that follows on from the above is just how different is traditional collection development (the acquisition
and delivery of books, journals, and so on for a library or archive) from electronic collection develop-
ment (where the publications are CD-ROMs, e-journals, etc.,)? If we consider the basic steps involved
in traditional collection development we can outline these as follows :

l Formulating a collection development policy
l Establishing a budget and maintaining a record of funds
l Receive notification of the resource
l Evaluation of the publication
l Prioritization of the publication
l Purchasing (outright) or subscribing to the publication
l Delivery of the publication to the reader
l Monitoring usage of the publication
l Subscription renewal.
Formulating a Collection Development Policy : This is standard practice in traditional collec-

tion development, but is often overlooked when it comes to building up electronic resources.
Too often electronic publications are purchased on a one-by-one basis, with each title being

treated in isolation. The single most important message of this paper is that electronic resources should
be considered alongside printed resources (as indeed in some cases, such as e-journals, they must be)
and that libraries should formulate an overall ‘coherent’ collection development policy covering all
material. Such a policy should :

l Outline the present collection’s strengths and weaknesses (collection assessment : W. Henry,
2000).

l Identify the reader community that the collections are aimed at, and recognize their needs
which will be met by this policy.

l Be made available to anyone who may be involved in purchasing decisions.
Establishing a Budget and Maintaining a Record of Funds : The financial systems that most

institutions operate under require the establishment of a budget, and the renewal of subscriptions is
often performed on an annual basis. With the exception of freely accessible internet sites, the problems
faced by collection of freely accessible internet sites, the problems faced by collection developers when
it comes to establishing a budget for electronic resources and traditional (print) resources are very
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similar. Each year they are expected to estimate possible expenditure for the next twelve months and
throughout the period to maintain a rolling balance of possible funds. However, there are some differ-
ences between print and digital that are worth noting now :

1. It is often very unclear as to who, within a traditional institution, should be making the deci-
sions about the budgeting for, and purchasing of, electronic resources. Sometimes this is
thrown in with traditional collection development : sometimes it is devolved down to separate
departments, and so on.

2. Prices on the whole for electronic resources are often considerably higher. Even taking into
account the additional advantages of using material in electronic form (noted above) it is still
the case that a single product can cost thousands of pounds, and increasingly the buyer is
locked into a lengthy subscription.

3. Price fluctuations in electronic resources are often completely unpredictable and well above
standard inflationary rates.

Awareness of the Publication : The promotion of both traditional and printed resources has many
similarities. However, the notable exception to this is that the advertising of electronic resources is
much more widely targeted. Publishers armed with their glossy and seductive flyer often talk to indi-
viduals and make attractive claims about the functionality of the products. Although one cannot blame
publishers for taking this stance (they are, after all, in the business of selling their publications), this can
undoubtedly lead to problems for collection development. It is often the case that the reader (whose
enthusiasm has been whipped up by the publicity) will put pressure on the librarian to buy the title, often
ignorant of the true cost implications of the product or its technical requrements.

Evaluation of the Publication : There are many similarities in the processes behind evaluating
print resources and electronic resources to see whether they are worth purchasing. More often than not
content is the prime reason for purchasing a publication and this can be further subdivided into its
accuracy and completeness. Very often the electronic publication will be a ‘reproduction’ of material
already in print, so the quality of the content might already be attested to. However, difference clearly lie
in evaluating the usability and technical requirement of an online resource (which do not exist in the
printed medium), such as the user interface, searching and response times, etc.

Prioritization of the Publication : This stage requires collection developers to list all of their
desiderata (their ‘most wanted’ titles) and prioritize them. Again the similarities between print and elec-
tronic are striking. Most people would prioritize both in terms of the current demand level, and the
price. The main exception, again, would be whether the electronic resource required certain technical
systems to be in place before it could be successfully delivered (i.e. prioritization would have to take
into account the hidden costs behind the delivery of the digital product).

Purchasing (outright) or Subscribing to the Publication : Once again there is a correlation
between the two media. Both electronic and print publications are sold either outright as a one-off cost,
or involve a subscription (i.e. a recurrent cost). The notable exception to this, however, is in the area of
electronic journals and electronic books, where the subscription may be inextricably linked to that of the
print version.

Delivery of the Publication to the Reader : It is perhaps in the area of delivery that there are the
most notable differences between the electronic and print worlds. With the latter, delivery might consist of :

l Cataloguing the item.
l Deciding on whether it is reference only, short loan, or extensive loan.
l Advertising the publication.
In the electronic world the decisions and problems become much more complicated and include

networking, usernames and passwords, remote access, integration with existing catalogues, platform
dependencies, and so on.
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Monitoring Usage of the Publication :  Here, in terms of the two media, the reasons for monitor-
ing usage are almost identical : namely either to save money, or to save space. If the resource involves
a subscription then it is worthwhile seeing if the publication is actually being used, and if not, what the
inconvenience would be if the subscription was dropped (commonly known as ‘weeding’ or ‘de-
selection’). Similarly, although physically a CD-ROM is very small (compared with a complete run of a
major reference work) it does occupy digital space, i.e. storage and memory on a server. This will often
require maintenance by a member of staff so again there are possible savings to be made if the CD is
taken off the server. The most notable difference between the two media is that in the electronic world
one often deals with a much higher use (mainly because the products often allow for simultaneous use),
and also theoretically it is much easier to keep track of user statistics, which can be generated automati-
cally.

Subscription Renewal :  This is the completion of the cycle (or at least of ‘a’ cycle). If the
product (print or electronic) is being used extensively, its continuation fits in wits in with collection
development policies, and there are sufficient funds, then one would probably renew the subscription.
If not then the subscription may be cancelled.

What is an e-book? : An e-book is an electronic representation of a book, usually a parallel
publication of a print copy, but occasionally ‘born digital’. Generally, though, e-books refer to products
that appear as single titles, and in terms of subject matter these are usually as fiction or textbooks. The
new concise Oxford English  dictionary (2011) defines an e-book as: ‘an electronic version of a printed
took which can be read on a personal computer or handheld device designed specifically for this
purpose’. According to Orem (2000) ‘the term e-book is used specifically to describe a text which
requires the use of e-book software or hardware to read’. She notes, however, that the term can also
refer to the hand-held device used to read the texts.

How do you Access an e-book? : One of the main considerations for the person charged with
building a collection of electronic resources is how the user will access any dataset purchased, and with
e-books this more complicated than usual. Most commonly there are five ways that people use e-books:

1. Online via the web.
2. By downloading to a standard PC (or Mac) and reading them via their operating systems.
3.  By downloading them and reading them on generic PDAs (personal digital assistants, or handheld

computers).
4. By downloading them and reading them on specific devices used for e-books.
5. By printing those to paper i. e. utilizing POD (print on demand).
Before we consider what the implications of these are to the librarian let us look at them in slightly

more detail.
Via the Web : At present the reading of e-books via a standard web browser seems to be in

keeping with the general moves for online delivery. The web interface allows the user to read to text, of
course, but it also opens up possibilities of linking to other resources, cross-text searching, and utiliza-
tion of dictionaries and so on. Net Library and Questia are two examples of companies that offer web
access to e-books.

Downloading to a PC (or Mac) : This involves the reader downloading the e-book from an
internet e-book service (e.g. Amazon), and interacting with it via a dedicated piece of software. Ex-
amples of such applications are the ‘readers’ produced by Microsoft and Adobe (the latter’s was for-
merly known as Glassbook). Market research indicates that this method of accessing e-books is poten-
tially as large as using the web, with estimated figures placing current ownership of PCs in the US alone
at 200 million, with 80 % of those already using Adobe’s Acrobat Reader.

Downloading to Hand-held Readers : Palm pilots and PDAs provide another means of accessing
e-books. Here we can see utilization of a gradually emerging piece of hardware generally used for note-
taking and calendars. These hand-held machines allow users to read e-books as long as they have a
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specific piece of software installed (e.g. Microsoft’s Reader). The distinction between these devices
and e-book Mac started life as an e-book reader, but has functions that would usually be associated with
a generic PDA. Overall this is a promising area (though nowhere near as large as the potential offered by
web access).

Downloading to e-book-specific Devices :  At present on the market there are specific pieces of
hardware that are designed solely for reading e-books. The largest company involved in this is Gemstar,
which bought up the ground- breaking Pocketbook reader series. Gemstar have two models on the
market, both of which use proprietary formats to store and deliver the e-book. The question is why
anyone would choose to go down this singular hardware route when the options above allow for much
wider use. The answer may lie in the advantages offered by e-book-specific devices :

1. They have larger screens and better interfaces.
2. They are light and portable.
3. They provide good storage (up to 350 titles at a time) with an extensive battery life (approach-

ing 40 hour  before they need recharging).
4. They provide additional functions not offered by the desktop readers noted above.
However, it has to be said that many observers remain to be convinced by these arguments. The

long-term future for such devices is very much in question if one consider that only around 100,000
have been sold in the US so far (though of course the market is relatively new). However, new products
such as the hiebook reader (which also allows the user the additional functionality of playing MP3 files)
and the goReader (which is a larger, tablet-sized device aimed at the textbook market) show promising
signs for future developments. Akash is promising star of indian future.

Print on Demand : Although the e-book is a digital resource, some readers will still want print
copies. Therefore many services also offer the user the option of selecting an e-book but having a paper
copy sent to them, hence the term print on demand. Companies that specialize in this include InstBooks,
ODM S. Sprout, and NetLibrary.

Standards :  The file format for e-books varies, and the standards that are being adopted by pub-
lishers and how easy it is for these to be used, and migrated to or from, are of concern. With e-journals,
the majority of publishers seem to be settling on PDF for the time being (though some will offer
Postscript, TeX, or LaTeX alternatives). With e-books PDF is certainly an option, and is on offer by
some publishers (Adobe for one, of course, with its Electronic Book Exchange or EBX standard), but
other standards are also being developed. A common one is the OeB (‘Open e-book’ —
www.openebook.org/) which is based on XML (the Extensible Mark-Up Language, the next generation
of SGML, or Standard Generalized Mark-Up         Language), an attractive option to those worried about
long-term use. This is the standard being used by Microsoft for their reader and lit files.

Implications for Collection Developers : With hand-held devices (such as PDAs or c-book-
specific devices) the problems increase dramatically, particularly when it comes to circulation. Ormes
(2000) notes two possible methods :

1. Circulation of e-book readers (or PDAs). Here the actual hardware itself with the e-book of
choice on it will be lent user. There are considerable problems with this, of course, not only arising from
the potential loss or damage to the device itself, but also due to the fact that many downloadable c-
books are locked to the specific reader they are first put on. The librarian, therefore, would need to keep
an administrative record of the c-books they have bought and on what machines they are held.

2. Circulation    Formulate a collection development policy — both    of e-book some systems will
allow for this, whereby the e-book can be lent out as a file with an encrypted certificate. Advanced
systems such as those being offered by Net library will allow the collection manager to run (virtually) a
checking in and out service, and to stop access to a book (which is retained online) for specific users.
Here the c-book is not actually circulated as such, though; it is more a case that there is a means of
controlling access.

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The Life Cycle of Digital Collection Development : We argued that building up a library of
digital resources had many similarities to traditional collection development, though at the same time
there were some notable differences. At that point we suggested the stage involved in collection devel-
opment, it is now time to look at these in more detail with reference to digital resources. In figure 1 the
steps involved in acquiring a digital resource are outlined in full, up the point where the invoice is paid.

.Assessment, Trials and Evaluation : Following ‘awareness of a dataset’, there is the process of
actually purchasing the title. Figure 1 indicates that the next step is to perform an initial assessment of
the product to see if it meets basic criteria. In essence these are the factors that will allow a title onto the
desiderata list and those that will exclude it. This generally comes down to three things :

1. Cost              2. Content             3. Capability

l What browsers will it run under, and what version is needed (e.g. Netscape 4.x or higher)?
Both Local and Remote
l Does the dataset require any plug-ins?
l Does it create an otherwise excessive burden on the client (e.g. requires local disk space)?
l Accessing the opening screen: on average, is this instantaneous, or does it take

l  1-5 seconds? l  5-10 seconds?                l  Longer than 10 seconds?
l Accessing the search screen: on average, is this instantaneous, or does it take

l  1-5 seconds? l   5-10 seconds? l   Longer than 10 seconds?
l Have you ever experienced a message saying “Too many connections/users’?

Coverage
l Is there a clear and easily accessible list of the complete contents of the dataset? If this is a growing

resource, or one with updates, how
l What authentication system is employed (i.e. username/ password, simultaneous access, is this

l Are there errors noticeable in the text, broken links, or anything else which would indicate a lapse

in quality control?
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l Would you say that the dataset contains everything that is in the print version (if applicable)? What
is the relationship between the electronic product and the print holdings of the institution?

l Have you seen any other publication to compare to this in content?
l Who often is the product updated?
Interface and Searching
l Is there a main menu or some kind of main list that outlines all the functions clearly?
l Is the interface generally easy to use?
l Is navigation intuitive (i.e. does it employ such facilities as ‘breadcrumb trails’ (navigational aids

that inform the user where they are in the hierarchy of the product)?
l Does it conform to accepted standards for disabled access?
l Was it obvious how to browse or start a search?
l Can you :

•  Save searches? •  Combine search words?    •  Modify searches? • Narrow/widen searches?
• Use proximity searching? • Use Boolean operators? • Truncate search terms and/or use
wildcards? • Limit by year/publication type/language/other? • Check the indices and pick entries to
search for? • Use any command line searches? Is it made clear how to structure these, or how to
use special codes (e.g. au = for author)?

l Can you search the dataset via third-party software (e.g. reference manager tools)?
l Do you get a hint if your search achieved no results?
l Can you are see a history of searches?
l Can you save the search set for future use?
l Can users set up or configure personalized accounts?
l Can the dataset be cross-searched with others?
l Sending a simple search and receiving the results (i.e. looking for a term in a single dataset) : on

average, is this instantaneous, or does it take
• 1-5 seconds? • 5-10 seconds?            • Longer than 10 seconds?

Display/save/print
l Do results display automatically?
l If not, is it intuitive how to access them?
l Is there a choice of formats for display?
l Can you ‘mark’ useful results?
l How many records can you mark/save/export at once?
l Are the steps for saving/exporting/printing easy to understand?
l Can you save to a floppy disk/hard disk/either?
l Can you e-mail results?
l In what format are records saved (ASCII, .rtf, HTML, other)?
l Can the result be exported to third-party software (e.g. reference manager tools)?
Exiting
l Is it easy to exit/logoff?
l Are you prompted to save or lose your searches/ results?
l Is there a timeout system for idle sessions?
Administration
l Is it possible for the administrator to change some settings of the database to suit the users’ needs?
l What authentication system is employed (i.e. usemame/password, simultaneous access, domain

name, etc.)?
l Is there a choice of authentication systems on offer?
l Can you add information to the dataset, such as local holdings? Is it easy to interface the dataset

with other electronic products?
Documentation and Support
l Is any documentation provided?
l Is it sufficient, covering both installation and use?
l Are there customer support and technical support facilities?
l Are these available by telephone/fax/e-mail/the web?
l If there is a website information about system status? (e.g. is the system fully operational? Is

connection being refused? etc.) is there any training available? is this free of charge?
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l If there is an online help system how useful is it?
l How easy is it to access the online help mid-session?
l How closely does it mirror the paper documentation?
General Points
l Is this product available on a different platform or through a different aggregator? If so, has this

been evaluated?
l Is this publication useful? In other words, could you predict a high demand for it (using existing

requests for the product, use/importance of the print publication if applicable, ILL request, and so
on)?

l Would you say this dataset represented good value for money?
l Do you think it will be of use to people in the institution other than the proposer?
l Did you detect any errors or problems either with the actual data or with the search software?
l On average would you envisage using the dataset:

•  Less than once a week?
• 1-3 times per week?
•  Once a day?
•  More than once a day
As noted before, several bodies and institutions have established model licenses which can help us

in our deliberation. Examples include :
1. ‘Library licensing principles’ (Tilburg University, 1997).
2. Yale University Library’s ‘Standard license agreement’ (www.library.yale.edu/-llicense/

standlicagree.html) se also the ‘CL1R/DLF model license’. (www.library.vale.edu/-llicense/
modlic.html).

3. The University of California Libraries’ Principles for acquiring and licensing information in
digital formats (University of California Libraries, 1996).

4. The PA/JISC model site license (National Electronic Site License Initiative).
Re-use : The agreement should allow the re-use of material in an equitable basis (i.e. not for

resale). This could cover, say, the display of material, but the following should also be allowed:
1. Printing 2. Saving/copying to disk or other electronic media (but not for republication, of course)
3. Archiving the material 4. Faxing or e-mailing the data 5. Linkingtoit 6. Caching 7. Making some
of the material available via interlibrary loan 8. Useonintranets 9. Use for educational purposes (i.e.
course packs), or scientific research.
Long-term Access : This is of considerable concern. The agreement should safeguard long-term

access to all the material subscribed to, either by permitting copying for archival purposes, or, should
the subscription cease, by allowing he institution to receive copies of all the material made available
during the period the license covered.

File Formats : If the publisher agrees to deliver the material (either as part of the usual deal or
because of archiving reasons noted above) then the file format becomes important. There are, of
course, a multitude of formats (PDF,SGML/XML or plain text, to name but a few in the textual arena),
and what is chosen will depend on the services the commercial vendor can offer. Nevertheless, the
collection developer should already have a clear view of the range of file formats required and be in a
position to request these. For guidance, when dealing with e-journals most people ask for plain text
versions (marked up in SGML or XML) when it comes to archiving the material, though PDF offers a
good and easy distribution solution.

Integration :  Connected with all of the above is the concept of integration. If the material has
been purchased then it should be feasible to integrate it with other collections wherever technically
possible. If the files are delivered to the local institution then the license should allow them to be
mounted on a server in an integrated environment with other material if so required (i.e. possibly should
(at the very least) be investigating how their service could be compatible with other similar collection
(i.e. using such protocols as z39.50).

Content and Updates :  It is essential that the license spells out exactly what content is included.
If this is a replication of printed material it should detail whether the electronic version is an exact
replica, or merely a series of abstracts, and so on. How far does the electronic archive extend in terms
of back-runs? Is the full bibliographic material available? How often will updates be received, and will
they appear prior to any printed edition? A model license, therefore, would possibly dictate that complete

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and accurate information in made available as to the electronic product’s replication of the printed
version, and that a clear timescale for updates is outlined.

Security and Anonymity : It should be stated in the license that any service offered by the pub-
lisher (especially when it is a remote service) guarantees security, and above all anonymity for the end-
user. Users’ searches, results, and analysis must be kept confidential and not passed on (willingly or
otherwise) to a third party.

Usage Statistics and Feedback : The license to a remote dataset should include an obligation on
the part of the publisher to hand over accurate usage statistics in an acceptable format. This is crucial
as it will allow the local institution to monitor use (possibly with a view to cancelling the subscription)
and to get feedback from their readers. When dealing with remote services, this would also include
such things, as the monitoring of server speeds. Equally important, the publisher should be obliged to
meet to discuss this feedback and to act on it wherever possible.

User Support : The license should clearly state how much documentation is available, and what
training is on offer. In particular a basic level of help and support should be made available free of
charge. A subscriber should not have to pay additionally to find out how to use the product.

Legal Issues : In the international world of licenses the country under whose laws the agreement
is governed should be clearly stated. Products should also adhere to the growing number of guidelines
to allow disabled users access to the material (in many countries this is now a legal obligation). Further-
more, the publisher should be required to indemnify the local institution in the case of any misuse of the
data which affects a third party.

All of the above does take a very one-sided view of the license, however. Publishers rightly have
rights of their own, and many clauses introduced in to the license which at first may seem unduly
restrictive will be there to reflect their legitimate concerns. In particular they will seek to restrict:

1. Unauthorized access
2. illegal misuse such as republication, resale, loan, hire, or modification
3. Removal of copyright notices.

Electronic Collection Development by Numbers : Our overview of electronic collection devel-
opment is beginning to draw to a close. We will finish this with a step-by-step approach to what,
however daunting it may seem at the outset, can be achieved, and how to go about it. In effect what
follows is a summary of many of the pervious discussions.
1. Gate to Know Your Institution :

1. Begin by identifying all the stakeholders, i.e. those who are interested in, or affected by, collec-
tion development.

2. Try to locate a spokesperson for each group of stakeholders and establish a workable model by
which all stakeholders will be able to provide input, or at least could collaborate where central-
ization is difficult.

2. Gate to Know Your Current Holdings
1. Survey (possibly via questionnaires) and collate all current collection development policies.
2. Familiarize yourself with the range of products available on the market.
3. Identify all the electronic titles that have already been purchased or subscribed to (i.e. perform

an audit and stock take of your holdings). If possible create a central repository of licenses
already in play. Furthermore, the list of stakeholders can now be supplemented by adding the
‘technical contacts’ for existing products. At the same time, begin to build up a desiderata list
of titles people would like to see.

3. Essential Administration
1. Formulate some basic selection criteria for datasets and do an initial run-through of the prelimi-

nary desiderata list.
2. Establish a preliminary budget using the guidelines set out in, based on this desiderata list.
3. With the aid of the stakeholders formulate a collection development statement (or genre state-

ment). Complete with details about your institution (number of employees or FTEs, facilities,
dispersal of units, and so on), and publish this as widely as possible. Further refine your basic
criteria for selection and evaluation of products at this point.

4. As part of this, establish a model license for your institution. Make this available (e.g. on a
website) so that publishers will be able to see the basic ground rules for negotiating.

5. Build or purchase an administrative system to cope with all of the stages.
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6. Set up a dissemination scheme to notify stakeholders: e.g e-mail lists, bulletin boards, a website,
training sessions, and print publications.

4. Progressing
1. Start to target titles on the desiderata list for an initial evaluation.
2. Using the criteria begin to evaluate the products, bringing in all the appropriate stakeholders.
3. Choose a selection of titles.
4. Identify and order any necessary hardware or software needed to allow access to the chosen

titles.
5. Purchase and network titles accordingly and adjust the budget.
6. Flag, for each product, a renewal alerting stage.
7. Archive the products accordingly.

5. Delivering the Products
1. Begin with a simple gateway building up a title list, and breaking it down into subject areas if

applicable).
2. Investigate other ways of cataloguing the products via more traditional methods (e.g. integrate

the list with your OPAC).
3. Advertise the availability of all the products and initiate any authentication systems needed.

6. Completing the Circle
1. Set up a system (e.g. a simple web form) to allow people to nominate new titles. Feed this into

your administration system so that the desiderata list is fluid and up to date.
2. At regular intervals assemble the stakeholders (or representatives) to assess the growing

desiderata list in terms of your selection criteria noted above.
3. If the budget allows, maintain a cycle of new purchases, and at the same time analyze usage

statistics for possible cancellations (at the renewal alerting stage).
4. After the first annual cycle you should be in a position to:

l Establish a more informed budget
l Maintain a responsive desiderata list
l Seamlessly link electronic collection development with traditional collections
l Operate an effective two-way process with all stakeholders
l Catalogue, deliver, and archive all resources purchased.

Conclusion : In this final paragraph, we have outlined the remaining stages of the life cycle of
electronic collection development. We have taken the process through cataloguing, archiving, and adver-
tising. We have also looked at the steps that should be taken after a dataset has been purchased, including
monitoring the use of the product and how to decide on whether to cancel or renew the subscription. The
user’s perspective has also been booked at, in terms of using datasets in teaching or research. Finally we
have proposed a model step-by-step approach to starting off an electronic collection from scratch.
