Important Information

When using the KX-T7665, keep the following conditions in mind.

e |f there is any problem, unplug the extension line and connect a known working phone. If the
known working phone operates properly, have the defective phone repaired by a specified
Panasonic Factory Service Centre. If the known working phone does not operate properly,
check the KX-TDA series Business Telephone Systems and the internal extension wiring.

» Keep the unit away from heating appliances and electrical noise generating devices such as
fluorescent lamps, motors and televisions. These noise sources can interfere with the
performance of the unit.

e This unit should be kept free of dust, moisture, high temperature (more than 40 °C) and
vibration, and should not be exposed to direct sunlight.

* Do not use benzine, thinner, or the like, or any abrasive powder to clean the cabinet. Wipe it
with a soft cloth.

* Do not use any handset other than a Panasonic handset.

* Do not disassemble this product. Dangerous electrical shock could result. The unit must only be
disassembled and repaired by qualified service technicians.

* When a failure occurs which exposes any internal parts, disconnect the telephone line cord
immediately and return this unit to service centre.

* Never attempt to insert wires, pins, etc, into the vents or other holes of this unit.

© LCD (Liquid Crystal Display)

® PROGRAM: Used to enter and exit the
personal programming mode.

©® TRANSFER: Used to transfer a call to
another party.

@ INTERCOM: Used to make or receive
intercom calls.

® VOLUME Control Button: Used to
adjust the volume.

©® AUTO ANS (Auto Answer)/MUTE:
Used to receive an incoming call in
hands-free mode or mute the
microphone/handset during a
conversation.

@ Setting
€ Ringer volume

@ AUTO DIAL/STORE: Used for
System/Personal Speed Dialling or
storing programme changes.

©® REDIAL: Used to redial the last dialled
number.

© FLASH/RECALL: Used to disconnect
the current call and make another call
without hanging up.

@ HOLD: Used to place a call on hold.

® Microphone: Used for the hands-free
conversation.

® Flexible Outside (CO) Line Buttons:
Used to make or receive an outside call.
Pressing this button seizes an idle
outside line automatically. (Button
assignment is required.)

@O MESSAGE: Used to leave a message
waiting indication or call back the party
who left the message waiting indication.

® Message/Ringer Lamp: When you
receive a call, the lamp flashes red.
