Weekly Reflection: Chosen & Equipped
Grab a notebook and take a few quiet
minutes this week to reflect on these three
questions:

Chosen: In a world where we strive to fit in,
God chose you before you were even born.
How does it feel to know that God actively
pursued you?

Called: We are not saved to just sit in the
pews—we are called to serve. Who in your
life right now needs the hope, healing, or
light that God has placed inside you?

Equipped: God uses ordinary people to do
extraordinary things. What is a task ahead
of you that feels too big? Practice letting
go and trusting God to give you the
strength to handle it.
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
