HULL BELOW THE WATERLINE

The hull below the waterline was inspected and sounded with an ultrasound, a minimum of wastage was detected, no rust , all through hull fitting appear sound, the rudder bearings are sealed and lubricated  from above, the shaft bearings are a sealed Sabb unit also lubricated from the inside, all in good condition.
HULL ABOVE THE WATERLINE
The hull above the waterline including cockpit, decks, and superstructure are in good condition including the paint work, no rust, several small arrears of stick on non skid need repairs. 

MECHANICAL

The steering is rack and pinion and is in good condition, both the rudder and shaft seals are sealed units in good condition. The motor was not run due to injector pump problems, sea cocks were activated and free to turn, hoses are in good condition and are double clamped, the bilge pump was activated. Both the engine and head anti siphon valves need servicing, no oil ore water was found in the bilge.
FORDECK

The foredeck consists of a double bow anchor roller with 2 anchors mounted ready to deploy, a manual windlass, cleats, St Steel  stanchions and bow pulpit with double St Steel safety lines and an escape hatch 22x22 and two 24x14”.
COCKPIT

The cockpit has a seat aft with binnacle steering, engine controls, compass and instruments, a seat on both sides and a bridge deck, a wind vane mounted on the transom, stern pulpit, a dodger and 2 ladders mounted on each side.
RIGGING AND HARDWARE

All deck hardware is in good working condition, the rigging was inspected by a separate Yacht rigger, see riggers report.
ACCOMMODATIONS

Forward is a V berth with cabinets, draws and a hanging locker. Aft of the V berth on the port side is the bathroom that consists of a vanity with hand basin, cabinet with mirror, toilet and a shower. Aft of the bathroom is the main salon is a U shaped settee with a drop leaf table, opposite is a settee with storage under, behind the settees are cabinets and shelves above.
GALLEY

The galley is aft of the main salon , is U shaped with a stove, refrigeration, sink and cabinets, under the center counter top is the engine, opposite on the starboard side is electronics and a chart table with a quarter berth aft, center is the companion way leading to the cockpit.
SURVEYOR’S COMMENTS

Zester is a steel built vessel, an Dakota Ultrasonic model MMX-6 ultra sound was used below the water line, almost zero wastage was noted, she is a well built vessel, no rust was observed she was well coated and painted from new with foam above the bilge area, She is well equipped with the best of equipment.
