Bible Scripture Letter #7
(English Standard Version – ESV)
Matthew
Matthew 3:2  
· “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand

Matthew 4:17 
· From that time Jesus began to preach, saying, “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” 
Matthew 5:3 
· “Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 
Matthew 5:10 
· “Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness' sake, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 
Matthew 5:19
· Therefore, whoever relaxes one of the least of these commandments and teaches others to do the same will be called least in the kingdom of heaven, but whoever does them and teaches them will be called great in the kingdom of heaven.

· For I tell you, unless your righteousness exceeds that of the scribes and Pharisees, you will never enter the kingdom of heaven.

· 25  because they exchanged the truth about God for a lie and worshiped and served the creature rather than the Creator, who is blessed forever! Amen.
· 26  For this reason God gave them up to dishonorable passions. For their women exchanged natural relations for those that are contrary to nature;
· 27  and the men likewise gave up natural relations with women and were consumed with passion for one another, men committing shameless acts with men and receiving in themselves the due penalty for their error.
· 28  And since they did not see fit to acknowledge God, God gave them up to a debased mind to do what ought not to be done.
· 29  They were filled with all manner of unrighteousness, evil, covetousness, malice. They are full of envy, murder, strife, deceit, maliciousness. They are gossips,
· 30   slanderers, haters of God, insolent, haughty, boastful, inventors of evil, disobedient to parents,
· 31   foolish, faithless, heartless, ruthless.
· 32   Though they know God's righteous decree that those who practice such things deserve to die, they not only do them but give approval to those who practice them.

· For the kingdom of God is not a matter of eating and drinking but of righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit.

· He has delivered us from the domain of darkness and transferred us to the kingdom of his beloved Son,
