a.   WRAC – Cllr P Freeman updated Council in relation to the Community Planning Exercise

from Calon Hearts. Clerk to make payment on receipt of the Invoice. 

k. Council agreed to provide raffle prizes, i.e., £50 M&S Vouchers each to Gwenfo School and 
the Village Hall for their Christmas fayres plus to provide refreshments for Wenvoe Choir 
and £50 donation to Royal British Legion.
