A Word from the Pastor/Una Palabra del Parroco

Dear Parishioners and Visitors of St. Adalbert & St. Casimir Parishes,

The day has finally come! It was John's wedding day. John was so nervous - he had never
been so nervous in his life. But there he stood in front of the altar waiting for his bride to walk down
the aisle. What was John thinking? He was thinking that he didn't know what was going to happen
with his marriage. He did not know what difficulties they were going to experience, or serious
illnesses that they were going to have. He didn't know how many children they were going to have or
what their lives were going to be like. He didn't know if his marriage was going to be a success or a
failure. The future was like a cloud of smoke. He didn't know anything. But when he saw his bride
start walking towards him emanating with great beauty in her wedding dress, he knew at that
moment that he loved her, and he was going to trust in this love.

The life of a married couple is a mystery. No married couple knows on their wedding day how
their life is going to be. It is impossible to know every detail exactly and have absolute certainty. At
the end of the day you have to trust in love. Marriage is a good symbol for discipleship. Being a
disciple of Jesus is a mystery.

Next Sunday we are going to read the famous passage from Luke chapter 5 (5:1-11) about
the call of Simon. Simon worked all night, but he didn't catch anything, not a single fish. He was so
frustrated and tired and didn't understand why. There in his boat alongside him was Jesus, a man he
just came to know. Jesus told Simon one of the most famous words in the Bible: “Duc in altum”, “Go
into the depths” (v.4). Simon didn't understand - he was already in the depths and didn't catch
anything. There was no point in going back there again. But something struck his heart and he
replied, “Master, we have worked hard all night and have caught nothing, but trusting in your word |
will lower the nets.” (v.5). "Trusting in your word." Jesus' call made no sense to Simon. There was no
reason to explain it. But Simon felt something in his heart, the beginnings of love. And he trusted in
this love. And because of that, he caught numerous fish, but more than that, he caught a new life.

When we follow Jesus, we don't know what is going to happen, what difficulties we are going
to encounter or if we are going to be able to persevere. The future is like a cloud of smoke. Up to a
point we cannot use our reason to figure out if we should live the life of faith or not. Up to a point we
have to let Jesus enter our boat and give us the command, “Duc in altum”, “Go to the depths”, to the
depths of His love. And as we feel the love of Jesus, we will have no choice but the choice of John:
to trust in that love. How does Jesus show you His love? Are you attentive to the love of Jesus? Do
you trust in the love of Jesus?

Alli en su barca con él estaba Jesus, un hombre que
apenas conocia. Jesus le dijo a Simon unas de las palabras mas famosas en la Biblia: “Duc in
altum”, “Vete a lo profundo” (v.4). Simon no entendio - ya estuvo en lo profundo y no pescé nada. No
tenia sentido regresar alla otra vez. Pero algo llegé a su corazén y respondid, “Maestro, hemos
trabajado toda la noche y no hemos pescado nada; pero, confiado en tu palabra, echaré las redes”
(v.5). “Confiado en tu palabra.” El llamado de Jesus no tenia sentido para Simon. No habia razén
para explicarlo. Pero Simon sintié algo en su corazoén, los principios del amor. Y él confio en este
amor. Y por eso, pescd numerosos pescados, pero mas que eso, pesco una nueva vida.

Cuando seguimos a Jesus, no sabemos lo que va a pasar, cuales dificultades vamos a
encontrar o si vamos a poder perseverar. El futuro es como una nube de humo. Hasta un punto no
podemos averiguar con razonamiento si debemos de vivir la vida de fe o no. Hasta un punto
tenemos que dejar que Jesus entre en nuestra barca y nos haga el mandato, “Duc in altum”, “Vete a
lo profundo,” al profundo de su amor. Y al sentir el amor de Jesus, no tendremos mas opcion que la
de Juan, y simplemente confiar en el amor. ;Coémo Jesus te muestra su amor? ;Estas atento al
amor de Jesus? ¢ Confias en el amor de Jesus?
