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Classroom Procedure
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Beginning of Class-


  Upon entering the classroom, place all HW or any forms needing my attention in the “turn-in” box.  Take your seat and begin the “warm-up” activity- you will have 5 minutes to complete this.


During Class-


  You are expected to listen attentively to classroom discussions, lectures, presentations, etc.  This means sitting upright, paying attention, taking notes when necessary and asking for clarification, if needed.  Heads should NEVER be placed on desk; other assignments should not be worked on without permission.  As far as speaking in class is concerned, signal the teacher by raising your hand and wait to be recognized.  Do not be rude and speak while others are speaking.


Ending class-


  At times at the end of class, classroom supplies (boards, markers, etc.)  will need to be collected, this is to be done efficiently and quietly.  Disrupting class by packing up your belongings before being dismissed is NOT acceptable.  The bell does not dismiss you; I do.  Please wait for closing instructions about dismissal.

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Course Expectations, con’t


-You are expected to actively participate in all laboratory activities that are assigned.  You are expected to follow all safety rules and laboratory procedures outlined in our lab safety orientation.  There will be a lab fee.


-You are expected to complete all special assignments and projects; all projects are counted as a test grade during the grading period in which they are assigned.


-You are expected to complete all tests and quizzes.  Quizzes may be unannounced(pop) or announced at least one day in advance.  Tests will be at the end of units, scheduled on your syllabus and also will be announced several days in advance.


Classroom Behavior

Discipline Plan


It is the purpose of this discipline plan to provide my students with an environment in which they can learn. It will be very important that class rules are followed in order to insure maximum learning. Cooperative learning will be used often in classroom and laboratory situations.  In order to provide the proper environment, three levels of offenses have been identified below along with the consequences.


LEVEL 1 


This level should be easily corrected and will be done so by the classroom teacher. 


 Examples of Level 1 offenses include:  talking out of turn, being on the floor without permission, or eating or drinking. in class.


Consequences:  one verbal warning or charging of “Davis Dollars” (classroom monetary system.)  If behavior continues, a parent- teacher conference will be requested either by phone, email, or in person.


LEVEL 2


This level involves behavior that is more serious in nature than level 1 or chronic repetition of Level 1 offenses.


Examples of Level 2 offenses include:  rudeness, disrespect- either to the teacher or to another student, cheating and dishonesty, profanity or failure to correct offenses in Level 1.


Consequences:  Conduct grade will automatically be lowered one grade level.  Charging of “Davis Dollars”, a parent-teacher conference will be requested in person, or referral to guidance or to peer mediation.


LEVEL 3


These are the most serious offenses.  These are the offenses that require administrative action.  


Examples of Level 3 Offenses include:  fighting, violation of a law, gross misbehavior or behaviors that have not been corrected in Levels 1 and 2.


Consequences:  IMMEDIATE REFERRAL TO THE OFFICE.  Conduct will be lowered another grade level.  In the case of Level 1 or Level 2 behaviors that have not been corrected, a disciplinary referral will be completed.
