
TERMS AND CONDITIONS 

Fees  

The monthly fee is £40, payable by direct debit between the 1st and 10th of each month. 

This fee includes: 

All rehearsals and performances 

Costume hire 

Custom show T-shirt 

The opportunity to train and perform under Broadway and West End level choreographer 
and director. 

Presenting a full-scale professional musical theatre production 

Late Payments  

A £5 administration fee will be applied to the first late payment, 

with a £10 fee charged for each subsequent late payment. 

Termination of Participation  

Participants are entitled to a four-rehearsal trial period. Should you choose to withdraw 
after this period, a two-month fee payment will be required to cover production and 
operational costs already incurred. 

Photography & Videography Consent  

Consent is required for photography and videography during rehearsals and 
performances, and for the use of images and footage for current and future marketing 
and social media purposes. 

First Aid Consent  

Consent is required for staff to administer basic first aid or seek medical assistance if 
necessary. 

Backstage Supervision 

Consent is required for participants to be supervised backstage by approved 
chaperones during rehearsals and performances. 

Ticket Sales 

Each cast member is asked to support the production by selling a minimum of 10 
tickets. 



Costume Responsibility 

Once costumes are issued, responsibility lies with the participant/family. Any costumes 
returned damaged or not returned at all may result in a replacement or repair charge. 

Behaviour & Conduct 

All participants are expected to always behave respectfully. There is a zero-tolerance 
policy for bullying, inappropriate behaviour, or damage to property. Respect must be 
shown to staff, fellow cast members, venues, and equipment always.
