The Miller Beer Boycott
Is Over. Or Is It?

by Nina Reyes

NEW YORK—A ooalition of activists
instrumental in lunching and maintaining
the Miller;Marlboro boyoot againgt Philip
Morris announced on May 30 that the
consumer action was being concluded
and that a settlement negotiated with the
tobacoo giant would immediately begin
funneling money into community-based
organiztions with AIDS-related projects,

The announcement was not univer-
pant in the boyoott—ACT UP/San Fran-
cisco—dedined to endorse the cessation
of the boycott. “The process and product
of a collaboration with Philip Morris by
individuals claiming to represent hun-
dreds of AIDS activists is unacceptable
and cannot be held secret,” organizers in

San Francisoo wrole in 2 statement from
ACT UP/SF dated June 3, 1991. “Perhaps
for as linke as $600,000, Philip Moeris has
scored a public relations coup.”

“We urge each ACT UP to investi-
gate and thoroughly evaluate the state-
ment and the positions being taken by
those who created it,” the ACT UP/SF
dooument continued. “We do not believe
that Philip Mormis should so easily evade
the consequences of its support for Jesse
Helms, even where differing political
interests in the queeér community are
willing to make linle deals for promoting
the company’s duplicitous posture.®

“They have been fully aware of
every siep of the negotiations,”™ rebuited

ACT UP/DC member Michael Petrelis,

who spearheaded th trrms of the setile-
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ment with Philip Moeris. “1 think that this
statement is nothing more than sour
grapes because they were not in the
lpop—the physical loop—in the negoti-
ating process,”

At tssue in the dispute are not only
the werms ACT UP/DC set for calling an
end to the year-old consumers action but
also the process of coordinating agree-
ment among all the ACT UP chapters that
participated in carmying out the boyoot.

Republican Sen. Jesse Helms. Helms has
also been responsible for proposing and
supporting legislation on AIDS that feeds
public hysteria and contradicts responsi-
ble AIDS education efforts, the boyoot
organizers poinied out.

At the urging of a Texms gay and les-
bian group, the Dullas Gay Alliance, the
boycott was expanded last July to indude
another Philip Morris product, Miller beer,
That addiion allowed gay- and leshian-
oriented establishments to throw their
dout behind the boveott, and when bars
in New York, San Prancisco and Washing-
ton, DC, made a media event of dumping
cases of Miller beer into the streets, the
boyeott discernibly accelerted,

The May 30 announcement was
phrased as a call for AIDS, gay and les-
bian organizations which had participat-
ed in Miller/Marlboro boycon to “shut
this down.” Former boycott organizers

ALBANY—When the organizers of the Marbom/iller beer
boyoott called off the boyoott kst week, there was litle change on
the bar menis in other smaller cities and towns e
it between Mew York and San Francisco. These towns never
stopped selling Miller to begin with, a recent poll suggests.

Without a large ACT UP chapter to push the boycott in
these smaller cities across the country, the boycott had [ittle
chance of taking off, and it didn't. According to a study by the
gay and lesbian market-research firm Overlooked Opinions, only
51 percent of the gay community honored the boycott which
was started to protest Philip Momis' campaign contributions to
anti-gay Sen. Jessa Helms.

And in Mitwaukes, America’s beer capital, even the ACT UP
chapter voted against the boycott. Theme ane seven gay bars in
Albarry, and all serve Miller beer proudly. “My customers wanted
it, so why not sell it? I'm not going to tedl my customers what to
drink,” said Randy Wikliams, who bartends and orders stock at
the Albany gay danca bar, the Rage.

Mast people in Albany don't even know about the boyoatt
at all, and if they don't, they don't care. At the Rage, “Only two
girls drinking Miller, that | know of,” Williams said.,

The Albary ACT UP chapter “did some talking with the bars
in the beginning.” according 1o member Janet Shaffer, “and all
we got was a lot of lip servica,”

Esther, owner of Esther's in Albamy, a lesbian dance club,
gaid that her customers still wanted it, o, even though she is
sympathetic, she had no cholce, referring to her fully stocked

fhe taste. I've been drinking this beer for years now, and I'm not
going to stop,” said a young man out at Private Eyes, another
danca club in Albany, which also serves Miller; Jeff, the manager
thers, “never heard of the boycolt.”

And the few bar-hoppers who did honor the boyoott quickly
mnmmnmmumupmm
Jones. “They'd say, “Helms won amyway—what's the point?

Jones spoke about the boycott with every gay bar in
Albary. “The bar owners either sald they didn't want to be
included politically at all, they didn't think boycotts work at all, or
‘Our customers wouldn®t like i, and we're a bar, so we have to
satisfy our customers.'”

Steve Seidman, president of the Bleanor Roosevelt Demo-
cratic Club, Albany's largest gay political group, didn’t even
ko it exdsted.

“There i an information gap. Most people outside of the langer
cities don't mad the nationals Be Outieek and the Advocate, and, if
it doesn't make i in ip their community newsletters, then people
don't Feve much chanca of finding out about it,” Seidman said.

And in places ke Albany, where it never made it into the
newsletter, there is a lot of apathy to begin with, most of the
activists and bar owners agres.

The manager at the Rage sugpested: “Maybe it's Albany.
Albany is very ‘don't care.’ When we have gay marches, maost
people that go don't even live in Albamy. They're bused in."

NEW YORK—The Districting Com-
mission, the 15-member independent
body charged with reshaping the city's
35 Councilmanic districts, approved its
final plan on June 3, and it includes a
City Council district in Manhattan widely
considered to be a viable one for a gay
or leshian candidare to win,

Given all the roadblocks tossed in its
path over the past year, the vidory is a
considerable one for the community.
There were no openly gay appointments
to the Districting Commission; the city’s
charter does not specifically recognize the
wuﬂhﬂﬁnmﬂrﬁynmm
sented voting bloc, and the Federal elec-
tion lws which spurred the entire redis-
tricting process do not profect gay people.

The commission's final plan,
passed by a vote of 11 o 4, gives the
city 51 smaller Councilmanic districts
intended to be more representative of
MNew York's population.
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In Queens, gay voters could join
with a bloc of Latno or Asian volers to
move an anti-gay incumbent out of office.

But the gay community’s interests
were not served in Brooklyn, where
large concentrations of gay and lesbian
volers in Park Slope were joined with
mewe conservative neighborhoods,

“After an intense and deliberate
campaign, the gy and lesbian comrmuni-
ty can declase victory In creating at least
one City Council district that holds the
best chance 1o elect an openly lesbian or
gay candidate in Manhattan,” said Dick
Dadey, executive director of the Empire
State Pride Agenda, the statewide gay

Manhatan’s District 3 combines the
largest concentrations of gay and lesbian
voters on the island by placing Chelsea,
the West Village and Hell's Kitchen
together in one district.

Alreadly, about a half dozen gay and
lesbian candidates have declared their
intention to mun in districts citywide. In

Manhatan, Tom Duane, a former
Chelsea district leader, staffer for
Comptroller Elizabeth Holtzman, and
longtime gay politico, has already fired
up his campaign. 50 has Liz Abeug, the
daughter of former New York City Con-
gresswoman Bella Abmig. The younger
Abzug has recently, if somewhat reluc-
tantly, come out as a lesbian, leading
some observers to predict a possible split
in the district’s gay vote.

In Duane's last run for Council in
19689, he won 45 percent of the vote but
lost to incumbent Carol Greitzer, who

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For DC’s Black Gays, Pride
Day Came Early This Year

WASHINGTON — A new celebra-
tion was added to the Gay Pride season
this year. On Saturdlay, May 25, Bladk les-
btns and gay men in Washington, DC,
attended a special Pride oelebration: the
first Black Lesbian and Goy Pride Day in
the country.

Organizers of the day “got togeth-
er..and just wondered why something
like that hadn't happened [yet] in Wash-
ingon,” explained one of the organizers,
Theodore Kirkdand, “We thought the cli-
mute was pivotal in part because of the

“We
planned for only 50 pecple. It ended up
about 800 to 1000," Kirkland repomed.
“Everyone was just so pleased that &t
happened,” Cheatam announoed.

“If you believe 10 percent of the
population is gay and lesbian, and 70
percent of DC is Black, then the majority
of the gay and lesbian |community] is
truly Black,” Cheatam suggested. “Bui
when you go 1o the bars or Pride, there's
no more than 20 percent Black...Local
Bladk organirations have always partic-
pated, but there's sill the resistance of
the people coming out.”

WASHINGTON—There may soon
be cheaper access w wo drugs widely
used to treat people with AIDS, The
company which distributes pentamidine,
used in the treatment and prevention of
Prieumocystis carinii pneumonia, one of
the leading killess of people with AIDS,
announced that it would lower the price
as of June 1. And the federal govern-
ment publicly challenged the patent for
AZT held by the Burroughs Wellcome
Company, 2 challenge which mimics the
lawsuit filed on March 1B by the New
York-based People with AIDS Health
Group, AZT is thought to inhibit the
replication of HIV in AIDS patients.

"We feel our lawsuit has put [the
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government] in a position whese they
have o take a stand,” said Brian Wolf-
man, a bEwyer with Public Citizen, the
legal counsel representing the PWA
Health Group. The lawsuit alleges that
Burroughs Wellcome “knowingly” pre-
sented false information in obtaining its
patented monopoly on AZT.

Last year, Burroughs Wellcome
posted sales of $350 million from AZT
alone, and that figure is expected to

to the Washingion Post. Burroughs
Wellcome has been the target of
numerous demonstrations by ACT UP
since 1987 for “AIDS profiteering.”
The PWA Health Group says that
it i% in contact with 2 company that will
distribute AZT at half the cost -charged
by Wellcome, “After years of silence,
the govemment has taken a cue from
the people with AIDS,” Wolfman said.

NEW YORK—Just one day after formally acknowledging that his claim to
have discovered HIV was probably unsupportable, Robert Gallo, the prominent
and controversial AIDS researcher, addressed a gathering of activists here and
praised them for “doing the bulk of what is the important work for 1991.

Gallo also retreated from the position that HIV is solely responsible for
the development of AIDS in people who are HIV-infected. “There's no disease
that doesn't involve something that makes it go faster,” he stated, hypothesiz-
ing nevertheless that if HIV-1 were to be neutralized, people would no longer
progress to a life-threatening state of immunocompromise.

The researcher's remarks were given at a house-party to benefit the newly
formed AIDS Treatment Data Network, which is a non-profit reorganization of
the now-defunct AIDS Treatment Resources. The event brought in approxi-

$15,000, according to Ken Fomataro, executive director, and consoli-

dated what Fornataro hopes will be a productive professional collaboration
between the Network and Gallo.

use against HIV,

The government could also sup-
port Barr Laboratories in the suit
brought against them several weeks
ago by Bumoughs Welloome for apply-
ing to the FDA for permission to dis-
tribute AZT.

In a separate development, Fuji-
sawa Pharmaceutical Company, a US-
based subsidiary of the Japanese com-
pany, announced on May 31 that it is
reducing by 20 percent the price of
bath aerosolized and injectable pen-
tamidine. Formerly, pentamidine cost
$99.45 per vial; as of June 1, the price
will drop to $79 per vial,

“They're probably making a last-
ditch effort to secure some of the mar-
ket share,” explained Derek Hodel,
executive director of the POWA Health
Group. In October, pentamidine will
become open to generic production
(and reduced prices) when the compa-
ny's orphan-drug protection expires.

VOTED INT’L
MR. LEATHER

CHICAGO—Thirty-year-old “D"
Cannon, 3 computer programer from
Hollywood, Calif,, was crowned Inter-
national Mr, Leather on May 26 here in
Chicago. He is the second Black man to
hold the title in the prestiglous contest's
13-year history.

Cannon beat out 50 other hide-
bound contestants 1o walk away with
the leather community’s highest honor.
Terry Leonhart of Baltimore took second
place, and Mitch Johnson of San Prands-
o came in third,

During a segment where the 20
finalists were given %0 seconds to say
anything they wanted, Cannon told the
1,500 people ammed into the Vic The-
ater: “The time has come when personal
concemns for ourselves must take a back
seat 1o casing for each other.

“We must put a stop o gay-bashing.
We st use our ballots as bullets. We
must work together as one unified fami-
ly. We must remember ghat we can
change attifudes and opinions.

“No one person can accomplish all
this alone,” Cannon said. “As International
M. Leathesr, T invite you to stand with me.”

Second nnnerup Johnson told the
audience that “the strength of the leather-
5/M-fetish community lies in its tradi-
tions—raditions of love for our beothers
and sisters, a tradition of bold sexuality.”

First munner-up Leonhart urged
leathermen and -women to educate the
general gay and lesbian community
about the leather lifestyle. “What we
wear and how we wear & says who we
are and what we're into—very directly,”
he said.

SKINHFADS
ATTACK GAY FUND-
RAISER IN BERLIN

BERLIN—About 30 young skin-
heads and other hoodlums, armed with

wooden clubs, iron bars and “gas pis-

tols,” sacked a fund-raiser for the Inter-
national Lesbian and Gay Association
on May 25 at the gay-owned Grun-
dezeit Museum just outside what was
formerly East Bedin.

Two of the approximately 80 par-
tygoers were injured, and one required
hospitalization,

The skinheads also rashed three
automobiles and set a nearby storage
shed ablaze, witnesses said,

“We expected such attacks in the
'30s and "40s," said museum-owner
Lorthar Berfelde, “but after all that is
known about what happened in that
period, if 1 know somewhere where 1
could live in peace and quiet, I'd
pack the museum and leave the vil-
lage where 1 was bom tomormow.”

Berfelde is better known as the
drag queen Charlotte. He appeared in
last year's groundbreaking East German
gay film, Coming Out.

The incident follows similar vio-

lent outbursts throughout Eastern and
Western Germany, including an inva-
sion of an East Berlin gay discotheque
on April 10, Adolph Hitler's birthday.

In recent months, windows have
been smashed at Bonn's gay center,
the Munich gay bookstore Max & Mil-
lian and Berlin's gay Café Anal, and
police diffused a package-bomb
addressed to Rosa Hilfe, a gay rights
group in Dortmund.

The Reuters news agency quoted
German authorities as saying that there
are now 15,000 “Nazi Skinheads" in the
five states that comprised the former
German Democratic Republic, or East

There were
many obstacles in that era, which stll
endure, But in the *90s, we must also
consider transmission of sexually trans-
mitted infections, including HIV, There
is medical documentation of several
cases of HIV infection that have oc-
curred in women who were infected by
donor sperm.

{retting pregnant can involve fuck-
ing a man or inseminating sperm. Fuck-
ing a fertile man is dearly the most effi-
cient method of conception but raises
many issues regarding parenting rights
and responsibilities. Many lesbians
would prefer to fuck to get pregmant
but want complete control over the
child, with no involvement by the
sperm donor, Fucking casually used o
be considered a good way o get preg-
nant with little risk of male involve-
ment. Now the risk from unprotected
sex with a stranger i5 clearly too great
to consider.

A single lesbian can conceive and
raise @ child alone., A couple will have
to negotiate many issues including who
will bear the pregnancy. Clearly, the
courts will never protect the rights of
non-biological parents, so couples must
discuss many issues and often face
uncharted territory upon separation,

Even in the realm of conception by
insemination, there are different styles
and options. Alternative insemination
can be done without medical assistance,
involving a known donor and rendering
a known biological father. Or several
known donors’ sperm can be insemi-
nated during an ovulatory cycle to
obscure the identity of the successful
sperm. An anonymous donor can also
be used in the non-medical setting
through an intermediary who obtains
and delivers the sperm. The ability o

bafles rage, gay male nidists face dual suppression. Viewed
with suspicion in their own gay community and stll not readily
welcome in the nudist milieu, they are facing the increasing
need to politicize thelr existence. And in the gay male
community, fettered as it is by classism, sexism and body-image
oppression, exposing the naked body is a delightfully
subwersive act.

“Td put on a pink tangle Gster than a sign that says I'm a
naturist,” says Wayne Steinman, director of AIDS contracts for
the New York City Department of Health. Steinman and his
lower of 19 years are both nudists. Others are quick to agree.
“Even most gay people don't find it easy to acoept my nudism,”
says John, a banker in his 305, "Usually people are pretiy
shocked. They assume a nudist event is 2 sex event.”

WHERE IT ALL BEGAN

The history of nudism began eardy in this century, when
German intellectuals embarked on a quest for purity through
nudity, vegetarianism and a refumn to nature. Resorts for naturiss
(2 term referring to people who cavort nude outdoors) sprang
up during the 1920s and spread throughout Europe, By 1926,
there were 50,000 acthve nudists in Gernmany alone, Kurt Barthel,
admowledged as the founder of American nudism, introduced
Freikorperkultur (Free Body Culture) to America in 1929, and, on
Labor Dray of that year, led a small group of bare-assed pioneers
o a pecmic in the Hudson Mountams near Peckskill, NY.

As for gay male nudism,
obscured even more than gay
culture; in general, the history is
redatively recent.

In the past eight years, GLN has grown to 375
individual members nationally and 33 cubs, each daiming

As the naturists rooped out to thelr area, a dot
of religious zealots trailed them, hoisting an eight-foot wooden
cross. A battery of journalists and TV cameras followed the
circus, “It was like the Pied Piper of Hamelin,® Kaufman recalls.
The naturists were outnumbered by the thrill-seekers, and,
when the sun-worshippers began to shuck their dothes, state
troopers materialized, waving summonses. But as soon as they
left, the bathers would doff their dothes again, until the roopers
returned and the whole process was repeated,

At noon, the state troopers and holy rollers finally gave up
on the contingent that was now more than 100 strong. But one
hanger-on remained: Joseph Hawley, an independent candidate
nunming for Congress in New Jersey's 3nd District. He had been
ordering federal park rangers 1o amest nudists, citing a New
Jersey statute for lewndness, Now, as he railed about the evils of
nudity, 2 group of naked woman listened with growing



indignation. Finally, one of them pointed out, *If you think
nudity Is 50 bad, why can't you keep your eyes off our crotches
New Yorkers, (o0, have seen their share of dullenpes to
nude sunbathing, Rils Park, located in the Westernmost part of
the Rodkaways in Queens, features concession stands,
bathrooms, lockers and showers. In the early 1980s, it also
offered a dothing-optional stretch of sand, less than the length of

Gerdi Lipschutz of Rodkaway Park and Demacratic Son. Jeremy

None of it matters. The point is that people need to be
respected. The concept of getting back to our nature and who

RALLYING THE TROOPS

Perhaps unsurprisingly, many gay male nudists ding to a
confidentiality bordering on being doseted. Like other
minorities, they maintain that nudity is a pesonal—naot a
politicail—act. This disingenuous stance s nothing new; doseted
F2ys have been diting it for years, refusing to acknowledge that
the personal is the political. Or perhaps they have not heard of
Michae] Hardwick, Wayne Steinman acknowledges the
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sentiment, saying: “This is a minority within a minority within a
minority. And if you're political, you're a minority within that.”

It's a warm Saturday evening in April. In a dance studic on
West 14th Street, a group of men are ballrocm dancing to the
girains of Benny Goodman. Chet, a costume designer with a
friendly face and a sharp wit, is twirding Gary, a robust acting
teacher, across the floor, Welcome to the Stardust Ballroom, a
party hedd by Males au Maturel, In keeping with the evening’s
theme, many men are dressed in some degree of formal wear.
Birthday suits are complemented with bowties; one dandy’s
abbreviated tertue die sofnde is a uxedo shirt, an unadomed
groin, an elegant black coat and shoes and socks with garters. A
short Italian man scurries about, dressed only in long sequined
evening gloves. The question of the evening is, Does being a
nudist make you a political person? The answer is an adamant
no from several people.

Bill 5chilling, a member of MAN's steering committes, is
greeting new members, his bright smile only slightly upstaged
by his sequined bowtie. Schilling appeared on The Finl
Domabue Show with Liddell Jackson and ook on the religious
bigot who denounced homoseuality to an ever-patient Phil,
Schilling admits: “Like society at large, a lot of people who are
Similarly, with nudism, sometimes they join this dub, they come
io the beaches and the parties, but they wouldn’t think of
writing a legislator or doing anything pro-active to suppost the
cause of nudism.” Although harassment of gay nude sunbathers
persists nationwide, there have been few instances of actual
revolt. He concedes that weapons are few. “At least the drag
queens at Stonewall had high heels to fight with, *he quips.® At
the most, we would have cock rings”

And where are the dykes in all of this? There are several
theories regarding the paucity of lesbians on the nudist scene,
but all of them are, at best, speculative. Schilling suggests that
“just like lesbians don't feel the need 1o have bathhouses and
jerk-off clubs, they don't feel the need to cavort in the nude
communally.” Yet any woman who's ever attended a women's
GLN made cutreach efforts o leshians and received perhaps 20
letters a year. Nobady ever follwed up by starting thelr own
lesbian contingent, “Gay women felt they wanted their own
thing,” Kaufman adds. “They don't want to be nude and share
that with gay men—they want their privacy.” The situation fas
led him to mull over dropping “Lesbian® from the group's name.

Numbers also flag when documenting the presence of gay
male nudists of color. “Nudism plus gayness is a double
whammy for [people of colord,” Kaufman suggests. Ulrich, a
musded man with modified dreadlocks, acknowledges that his
identity as a person of codor does not dominate in these
surroundings. Moreover, he feels less racism here than in the bar
scene. Liddell Jackson, who is also a member of Gay Men of
African Descent and Men of All Colors Together, feds that the
reascn for the dearth of people of color in nudist circles is the
sense of privilege that doesn't extend from whites 1o African
Americans. “Nudity reflects a sense of privilege. People of color
dont have a sense of privilege 1o do what the mainsream does.
We have trouble embracing any concept that B not in the
mainstream ® Conversely, he says, there is less bigotry in gay
nude cirdes. “When you take off your dothes, a lot of your
facade comes down with "
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Ancther hurdle for gay male nudists is the assumption that
their parties are open sex romps. “When [ mention to my
friends that I go to nude parties, they ask what kind of sex we
have,” Schilling says. "1 have to explain to ny well-educated gay
friends that taking one's cothes off is not a precursor to having
sex.”

Queer Community

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Sitting now in the brimming archives of Colectivo Sal,
one of Mexico City's several gay organizations, Hermandez
lives a life that is a far cry from the oppression he felt as a
gay man more than 20 years ago, “Things have changed,” he
noted. Hemandez, who is the leader of Colective Sol, has
been working with the group since its start in 1981, when
the group began on its multi-fold mission of pressing for gay
rights, achieving Mexico's gay and lesbian movement and
providing, since 1983, information about AIDS and safer sex.
Just a few months ago, Colectivo 5ol moved its headquaners
from a cramped apartment (o @ two-story space in a quiet
residential neighborhood in Mexico's capital city. Here, Her-
mandez ook some time out to discuss the state of gay and
lesbian life in Mexico City.

The homophobia that one encounters in Mexico can be
traced most closely to the Evropeans who invaded the
region rather than to the native American societies that had
already been living in what is now Mexico. "Homasexuality,
of homosexual acts, are sociilly sccepted within several of
the indigenous societies,” explained Hernandez, who men-
thoned one group where parents are happy to have a son

—

who is gay because that means he will take better care of
them in their old age.

With the arrival of the Buropeans came the most force-
ful attacks against homosexuality. “The first person who got
killed for sodomy was in Veracruz,” continued Hemandez. A
lord who lived in the region reportedly kept a number of
teenagers for his pleasure. *The Spanish were so freaked
that they killed him, because they were sodomites.” And that
was only the beginning of this trend: *The second massacre
of men who were engaged in homosexual acts in America
was in Panama. Balboa got the Indians from Panama. They
were engaged very freely in homosexual acts, and so they
killed them by throwing the dogs at them.®

The aggressiveness of the Europeans pushed many
indigenous groups to the far comers of Mexico, where they
could find some safety from the encroaching empire. As a
result, *a lot of their mived culture is still intact. And T think
that the attitude toward sexuality in these louter] regions has
to do with how they were before the Spanish came. 5o what
we've seen ks that the survival of positive antitudes toward
homosexuality is because they were positive before the
Spanish invasion, in spite of the Span-
ish invasion. But [the acceptance of
homosexuality within indigenous
groups] doesn’t change the relation-
ship or the mentality [of Mexico as a
whole], beciuse the [homophobic)
mentality of the Europeans was much
stronger than the indigenous people.”

Today leshians and gay men still
face ampant homophobia, although it
mantifiests itself differently than in
other nations. Homosexuality is not
officially illegal in Mexico, but “there
are..some police rules that say if you
do indecent acts on the streets. . they
can take you for 36 hours.” Neverthe-
less, “they cannot prosecute you for
being gay. They cannol prosecute you
for [comminting] sodomy, for example,
The only mention of homosexuality is
in the penal code in regard to comup-
tion of minors,” The legal age of
homosexual consent is 18 nationwide
for men and women, which is higher
than that of hetero relationship,

Members of Colectivo Saol regard
this penal code as blatanty discrimina-
tory, since it carries a definitely het-
erosexual slant. To counter that, they
presented a paper 1o the Cabina de
Diputados (similar 1o the US House of
Representatives) that called for a mod-
Hfication of the law (o alsosprotect
young homasexuals against compul-
sive heterosexuality.” They highlighted

victim. “If we as a gay
organization try to move their case, they tell us not to. They
don't want attention,” said Hernandez.

Discrimination has been reported in many forms, but
Hernandez pointed out that, in Mexico, “we don't have this
lqueer-bashing] that the Americans have. It very seldom hap-
pens in that way, that people specifically come out o hit
faggots.” Hemandez said that a more frequent form of vio-
lence s when a gay man doesn't want to have an encounter
with what he called a “macho” guy, *It also happens here
that gays in cantinas are much more open and more direa
1o [straight-appearing] men. Faggots are more outspoken.
When there is some violence, it s generally because the
Igayl guy doesn't want to go with the macho,”

Violence against lesbians & a major problem, acconding 1o
Hemandez, and the treatment of this issee is also a problem: °1
thind that the biggest problem for the lesbin community is
indifference. They are invisible, Nobody cares about them.”

This situation s unfortunately not helped much by
sharp divisions between gay men and lesbians in Mexico
City: For cxample, Colectivo 5ol is made up of gay men and
straight women, but no lesbians, This is in contrast to the
70s, when everyone worked together in groups like the
Frente Homosexual de Accion Revolucionaria (or FHAR, the
Homosexual Revolutionary Action Front), “Right now, | don't
think there are any [lesbian and gay] groups that are working
together,” claimed Hernandez. “Lesbians are organized dif-
ferently than gay men. The lesbian groups are still doing
very political organized wark.”

The women's groups are relatively small, as are the
men's groups. "We are all small groups,” said Hemandez

“Each collective i centered around their own issues.” One
organization, called Guerilla Gay, conducts weekly forums at
H Taller, a popular gay disco, There is ancther group whose
only work involves educating transvestite prostitutes about
safer sex. Yet another deals with cultural issues.

Without a doubt, life for lesbians and gays has improv-
ed since the first days of Spanish rule. Now, Hernandez
reparts, "you have drag queens at noon on the Metro [Mex-
ico City's subwayl, which Is something unthinkable in many
big dities anywhere, and, in small clties, you alse have
them—they are very visible.” Still, Hernandez admitted, “the
average nommal- or close-to-normal-locking gay is not open
outside their own little cirdle.” And the situation for most les-
bians and gays outside af the cities leaves much to be
desired: “Every time 1 go to my hometown, 1 don't want to
stay for more than 30 minutes, It's awful. It's very repressive.
Being a gay person, you can’t live there, Or, being an open
gay person, you have to be in confrontation every day with
everybody.”

Although activists in Mexico have many acoomplish-
menis i0 be proud of, Hernandez described a paradax that in
recent years has caused activism to stagnate: “In Mexico, we
have had 12 years of open gay movement. Every year, Mex-
ico City has the Gay Pride March, and every year there is no
gay cultural week. You have gay theater, you have gay maga-
zines, gay movies, gay bars. There's a lot of gy ssues on TV,

How homos in heat keep their derma dapper
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ust off your Speedos. The long, hot summer is upon us, and les-
bians and gays are taking to their favorite beaches and pools. But
is this a summer for wild, naked abandon, or should we all hide
under ultravislet-proof wraparounds?

For better or worse, the human skin is frequently one of the
deciding factors of attractiveness in our “lookist® culture. Now, in
addition to more general health care concerns, our skin is threat-
ened by drastic ozone depletion. People who 20 years ago would
not have thought twice about the sun are now at greater risk of
developing melanomas and cancer. What do gay folk do to keep
their skin looking good? How can we remain healthy while having
an active summer life? Those of us who engaged in Memorial Day weekend festivities
on Fire Island, for example, faced a large armay of skin care decisions. In Cherry
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Crrove, many women of all skin colors
sunbathed topless, while others wrap-
ped In robes, towels and extra-large T-
shirts. How does a woman decide
whether to go topless in the face of
breast care and skin sensitivity?
“There's a fried-egg angle to it," says
one lesbian friend. In the Pines, gay
men tend toward bikinis and revealing
beachwear—even nudity—while oth-
ers opt for the more conservative
surfer jams. Thus, we determine how
we want o look, how much of our
skin we want to display (and risk to
solar damage) and how we look as a
nude body. In other words, we're talk-
ing tan lines, While highly eroticized
in photos and videos, the tan line can
take on many connotations. The pale
butt, unseen by day, becomes a sofi
mound of adventure for those who
like their love unoooked.

Everyone has experienced the
embarrassment and pain of sunbum,
whether aquired along the banks of
the Russian River, Santa Monica's Gin-
ger Rogers surf or an urban tar beach.
Although Mom may not be around to

rub in the cold cream, queers have
been known to keep crowded groom-
ing cabinets, and there d@n¢ 4 vanety af
soothing remedies for relieving sun-
burn and for delaying, if not prevents
ing, peeling. Clinique and Body Shop
products are just a few of the items
that abound in any well-appointed
lavatory.

One thing seems certain: The
dayzs of tanning lotions are over. Sun
block is de rgueur—not only for the
yet to be sunned but for those who
are tanned or burned and still want o
enjoy the great outdoors, Fair-haired
Caucasians (especially redheads and
blonds) must take great care, slather-
ing on number 15 every hour, while
envying those of more swarthy and
sun-resistant heritage. Lips should get
protective care loo—but avoid WAXY
cover-ups, using moistening lip
balms instead.

The immune-suppressed and peo-
ple with HIV must be especially care-
ful, as well as those with K5, since
high ultraviolet rays can be quite

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Immune-suppressed people should
avold sun blocks with PABA, as It is
said to clog pores, and because many
people have shown allergic reactions.

*Great skin care comes from
within,® advises ClifT Goodman, Out-
reach Director at Health Education
AIDS Liason, or HEAL, He recom-
mends that people avold greasy and
fried foods and use aloe vera as a top-
ical skin aid. People with K5 may use
vitamin C paste for lesions. And
whether you are immune-supressed or
not, Goodman recommends applying
"safflower and sunfllower oll as
opposed to mineral oil, which s not
absorbed by the shkin."

What if you've taken precautions
but still found yourself a bit fried? First
of all, rehydrate. Drink at least eight
glasses of water a day whenever you're
out in the sun (cocktails and beer don't
count, since alechol depletes as well).
After your days out, apply 3 moisturiz-
ing after-tan lotion with aloe vera or
cocoa butter. Qiling up a pal can be
espectally fun, and it beats shedding
iogether like pythons a week later.

It is a widespread myth that dark-
skinned people doa't burn. Lidell
Jackson, New York community activist
and nudism enthusiast, says that
African Americans should use “a linle
sun block, like a number 4. Most peo-
ple of color do." We weave it into a
dark-tanning lotion.” Jackson also
notes: “Sunscreen is not made for
people of color, The assumption is
that people of color don't burn or tan.
We do baoth. [But since] many people
buy into the assumption that we don't,
we end up unprepaned.”

Jackson even has a few brands

that he likes. "Clinique sunscreens ane
fabulous, and they're water-based.
People of color also use cocoa butter
with lanolin or elastin (a collagen
based ingredient). Because of our
melanin level being so high, we use it
up—coconut ofl as well. Posner's
makes Black skin and hair care prod-
ucts, and Ambi also works well ® says
Jackson, whose skin tone grows from
a2 honey brown to a deep cherry
mahogany over the summer months,

Another aspect of summer skin
care involves maintenance of mttoos,
as many queers thess days adorn
themselves with a festive armay of inked
images. For those of us who have
indulged in the an, Darren P. Rosa, an
experienced taftoo artist, recommends
a higher sunblock with a very strong
sun protection factor, or 5PF, or an
opiaque ointment like zinc oxide to
protect your tattoo from the sun's rays,
which will break down colors.

Skin survival in 2 beauty-oriented
culture raises questions of what we
consider attractive. Does a deeply
tanned form display exotic attractive-
ness, or is it merely a harbinger of
lizard skin for the future? Is hiding from
the sun and the dearth of ozone a
metaphor for a new Victorian body
shame, where fresh unburnt skin is
considersd more attmctive? Considering
the number of pollutints and irritants
attacking our environment (and, subse-
quently, our bodies) from the sky and
sun, it's no surprise that many folks
think twice before lounging by the pool
all summes. To keep a gay skin healthy,
the watchwords are “modemtion” and
*protection,” concepts; we all should be
familiar with by now. ¥

You can never insure
that you won't become a
crime victim.

Avoid
these areas, especially when you
are alone, Keep on top of the
news, especially the lesbian and
gay press, to learn if a particular
neighborhood has become a tar-
get for gay bashing.

® Plot our “safe” routes from sub-
way stations and bus stops to your
home and other places you fre-
quent often. Note well-lit streets
and stores open late at night.

® If you feel threatened or unsafe,
trust your instincts and remove
yourself from the siuations quickly
as possible, Run. Bang garbage
cans. Make noise. Yell “Fire®, Call
211 for police assistance as soon
as possible,

® Letting someone you dont know
into your home makes you vulne-
rable to robbery and asssult. If you
leave a bar with someone you've just
met, infroduce heshim to a friend or
the bartender. Let other people
know you are leaving together.
Exchange names and phone num-
bers before you get home.

* Women should beware of men in
“mixed” bars who claim to be gay
and invite women o ther homes,

® Be wary of taxis that wait out-
side of gay and lesbian bars and
clubs. Try to leave bars, commu-
nity centers, and other gay/leshian
identifies Facilities with people you
know. Assailants sometimes wait
for potential victims outside places
where lesbians and gay men meet.

® (Carry a whistle. consider taking
a seli-defense class,

riting trend pieces is 50 much fun.

At Spry, they work hard and have a
grand old time. In turn, we enjoy i
They can make slightly absurd points
based on superficial facts, because when
you're talking about celebrity feuds,
chain letters or Donald Trump, i
doesn't really marer,

But when magarines treat complex
and unconnected political and soclal
movements as facile rendlets, the result
is simply reductive. John Taylor at
New York has discovered that he can
get a lot of mileage by reducing socal
issues to their lowest common denomi-
nator, stripping them of context and then
thinking of (or stealing) a catchy phrase,
as in his “political correctness™bashing
piece a few months ago and his “every-
one's-a-victim® cover Story last week,

While Spry spurs readers to find silli-
ness and obscenity in the wodd, Taylor
frantically works to maintain the status
quo. Sit back and relax. Mew York maga-
zine is here to let you off the hook
when it comes o the world's problems,
Hell, you can even laugh at those less
fortunate than yourself,

Of course, Taylor is not alone in PC-
bashing or the great theory of “vidtimiza-
tion.” He doesn't come up with these
ideas himself. He just simplifies them fur-
ther than everyone else to avoid the real
issues. During the PC-bashing frenzy
over the last months, everyone had 1o get
their licks in, damning all levels of pro-
gressive people with a few extreme
cases. Who didn't hear about the profes-
gors who don't use PC lingo and the
exaggerated fears about free speech on
campuses? You know these cases
because writers for The New York
Times, Newsweek, New York and the
Nattonal Review, among others, used
the same few examples in an attempt 1o
make a broader point—academia is
under a McCarthyist attack. It was not

enough for them to write good stories on
where free speech may or may not have
been trampled, They're not really wor-
ried about free speech. I's all those
annoying real issues which they can't dis-
cuss and win, so they anificially lump
them together into “PCness.”

Which brings us to Taylor's New
York cover on *The New Culure of Vie-
timization.” Not only is he sick of having
o argue the issues of race and oppres-
sion, he is sick of people calling them-
selves victims, so this is just another
layer of PC-bashing. In forming his angu-
ment, Taylor has the gall to publicly
compare the following cases which, he
gays, prove that we are all caught in a
frenzy, ®a grotesquely cynical evasion of
the ethic of individual responsibility.” He
takes former Washington Mayor Marion
Barry 1o task for blaming not only the
woman who trapped him but also a
racist plot and the drugs and aloohol he
ingested. Taylor tells of the woman who
sued tobacco companies because she
gt lung cancer and about parents who
blame obstetricians when they have chil-
dren with birth defects. Thrown into the
mix is the man who threw himself in
front of a subway and won $650,000
because the train didn't stop, and Dan
White, who said that a Twinkie overload
made him murder San Francisco Mayor
Creorge Mosoone,

(The magazine didn't mention that
White also killed openly gay San Fran-
ciso politician Harvey Milk and thar
White later committed suicide. The edi-
tors were clever enough to run Whire's
photo and the headline “Twinkie Vicim®
directly under a shot of a group of ACT
UP fags and dykes. But that probably
wasn't on purpose. Right)

There clearly are stories to be writ-
ten on the aforementioned cases detail-
ing those who profit by wrapping them-
selves in victimhood. But a well-reported

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story on the ridiculousness of Marion
Barry or Dan White or litigation gone too
far is not big enough for Taylor, He has
to take it one step further, comparing the
cases to civil rights ligation, and ACT
UF, a group which he incredulously
reports has “declared that AIDS victims
are being killed not only by the disease
but also by government officials who
have failed to find a cure.” Finally, in a
coup de grace, he goes all the way, say-
ing that, “victimization has become 3
source of power for Blacks" and then
implies that they should just join the
“mainstream® (i.e., act white). Taylor
bases his case against victims on these
absurd cases, some of which clearly
cross a line, but he then applies those
lessons o more complex and unrelated
ones. There, his trend piece is done, The
conspiracy of victims is defined solely on
the shallow basis that blame is assigned
to someone. 5o he doesn't have 1o
address the individual issues like the
menits of vidim's anguments or historical
rﬂlﬂﬂﬁﬂhtdﬂhwkhmmpﬂﬁ:ﬁl
manifestations o te it all together.

In effect, he compares the Dan
White Twinkie defense to generations of
opprestion faced by Blacks in America
To deal with the gray areas would make
his cover wend musch less dear. While on
firm ground trashing the Twinkie victim,
it is less easy to argue that the govem-
ment isn't responsible for the misman-

nomic and opportunity gap between
whites and people of color in this coun-
try and constrects a tidy way to let soc-
ety off the hook, should stop
complaining and just tike control of thelr
one can argue for some victim status,
none ane justified.

Just as the Perstan Gulf war detracted
sion and health care, Taylor and the other
PC-bashers avold discussing racism, gov-
emment Mmaction on AIDS and unedqual
opportunity by focusing on their new-
found concern for free speach which, they
say, is under attack from the PC people
and the victims, When Taylor addresses
race, he naturally quotes everyone's
favorite neo-con academic, Shellyy Stecle,
the academic of color who has made a
career of telling Black people 1o just get
over it and quit arguing “a politics of dif-
ference® which “rewands victimiztion."

Actually, ir's about time that resl vic-
tims demanded a stake in their stanas.
After all, recognizing one's victimhood is
the first step in shedding . To see equal
rights and ies a8 4 “reward” is
absurd, And calling people on their
oppressions is far from accepting the
“wictim” status, It is 2 bid o ake the con-
trol Taylor wants us all to have,

Of course, many people these days
have completely assumed a mantle of
oppression as their personalities,
Frankly, they would not know what 1o
do with their rights if they got them all
tomomow. But that's not really the issue,
becsuse ir's not poing 10 happen omor-
row, And i's never going o happen if
real victims stop bashing back and
reminding the world of their status,

Taylor says that be would just like
all victims 10 be self-sufficent, as if we
are staming at zero again right now, In
some cases, people should just deal with
themselves. Some of the individuals he
else. But most oppressed people are not
like his special cases. Most of them aren’t
getting away with anything, and very few
are getting rich off their victim status.

If John Taylor is sick of hearing
about i, he should do something con-
structive. It's not enough o tell us w be
quiet. Go ahead and write stories about
the silly cases of Marion Barry or Dan
White, but don't damn underclass Blacks
along with them. Another kind of joumnal-
ism can help people leave their victim sta-
tus. How about something on how the
church and right-wing politicians have the
blood of young people on their hands for
restricting safer-sex information? How
about an Insightful plece on growing up
poor and Black, with liméted
and a limited sense of control in life, with
a few quotes from the recent Urban Insti-
nite study which found that there remains

a disparity between the experiences of

a lot of help getting to where they are.
Those who shout the loudest against
short-term affirmative action as a means
o comect age-old nequities are the ones
who benefited from some of that old-
fashioned privilege.

To live in a sockety truly based on
the individual, with every person taking
responsibility for hirmself, wee will have to
outlaw inheritance, drop old-boy net-
works, require color-blind job interviews
and forgo alemn and family contracts.

But, of course, that will never happen
opportunity. But we can make things
better by recognizing the myth of total
self-reliance in our society.

They also
don't know that years bafore there was
a Bette Midler, there was Helen Hanft,
Tom's hysterical and historical leading
lady, a switchboard girl at the Jewish
Relief Fund whom Tom bullied and bal-
looned into Off-0ff Broadway's first
gtar. Bette came downtown and memo-
rized the joint creation of Tom and
Helen and imitated it to superstardom.
But Tom got tired of other people lifting
his style and tuming it into Broadway
cash. Seeking sensational publicity, he
wrote The Dirtiest Show in Town, an
anthology of self-imitation and two vul-
gar vehicles for Divine. He remained
King of the Underground, but uptown
gluded him. By the time Michael Ben-
nett, one of his most successful imita-
tors, offered the chance to do Dream-
girls, Tom the person had mutated into
a paranoid, megalomaniac mask of
despair and bitchiness. The success of
Dreamgirls never made up for the years
of victimization. We can be grateful that
Samuel French still publishes a Beatles
or Bob Dylan album. It should be on
every library shelf in American. It
ghould have been for years.

Bells, Like Bananas,

Have Slippery Peels

Everett Quinton and The Hunchback of Notre Dame

Ring out wild bells; America's
only true comic repertory theater has a
new offering upon the altar. What
Camille was to the theater and the
times in 1973, The Hunchback of Notre
Dame could be to them today.

Like Charles Ludlam before him,
Everent Quinton has located curious
pay dirt in a classic. While Ludlam,
with Camille adapted a theatrical
and movie classic and found rele-
vances within it to his—and our—
own world, Quinton has wmed to a
novel and film, Victor Hugo's The
Hunchback of Notre Dame and the
Charles Laughton film, for his inspira-
tion. With a frankness the movies
wouldn't dare touch and in the fnest
Ridiculous tradition, Quinton is able
to transubstantiate Notre Dame’s
peeling bells. These peels ring out
an inherent political message, while
also resonating with vaudevillian
banana-peel pratfalls,

While Quinton states that “the
story doesn't need me, it speaks for
iself * Hunchback does require a lide
unpacking for the directors intentions
to be made clear. Quinion is strongly
committed to the novel's jealousy
theme and states that the “parallels o
our own time are obvious. The gypsy
is a minority who is not acceptable in
the eyes of whoever...decides who it is
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that is acceptable. They ry o destroy
her and banish her. Speaking myself as
a gay man—you feel that.,” Quinton
continues: “Quasimodo is a metaphor
for people getting the wrong informa-
tion or getting the right information
told wrong. 1 get very emotional on
this—the bells made him deaf and
muddled, but inside him, Quasimodo
knows the truth.®

After what Quinton dubs “the
three consistently asked questions con-
cerning this production” have been
answered—"Who's playing Quasimo-
do? (Hapi Phace.) Whe's playing
Esmerelda? (Cheryl Reeves.) And 1 for-
get the third question."—the third ques-
tion, 1 posit due to Quinton's slip is,
What about the setting? The Hurnch-
back of Notre Dame is set in that loom-
ing grande dame of architectural spaces
and hypocerisy, the seat of Catholic
power, Notre Dame Cathedral,

Quinton has uned the bell's peel
to a new pitch as well as demonstrat-
ing new uses for a flying buttress. He
transforms a flying buttress into a bat-
tering ram with "I just want to hit
Cardinal O'Connor between the eyes.
He is the reason,
he is the cause of
the escalation of
Bay violence in
this town. He may
not think so, but

it's obvious—when we can't walk
around the streets without fear for
ourselves. It comes from him. It's
galling. It's so galling that we have to
have the Pink Panthers o protect us.
Den't get me wrong—I love the Pink
Panthers. But the fact that they have
to exist comes from Mr. O'Connor.”
Part of the Ridiculous aesthetic is call-
ing a spade a spade or, perhaps maore
appropriate in this circumstance,
knowing your scumbags and calling
them such.

Directed, adapted and cosmumed
by Quinton, The Hunchback of Notre
Dame is his "opportunity to speak my
plece.” Yet, unexpectedly, he has not
chosen the title role of hunchback
Quasimodo, whech he was originally
set to play. An actor cast (o portray
the priest stepped out and Quinton
bowed down.

Born and raised a Catholic, harbor-
ing such strong teelings toward Cardinal
O'Connor and atempting through his
adaptation 1o get back o the original
evil priest of the novel blurred by the
film adaptation, Quinton realizes that he
can “get more mileage out of the priest”
Mileage he does.
His first costume,
of his own design,
intentionally calls
forth the image of
Cardinal O'Connor,

When asked if the Catholic church's
priestly gowns are another form of drag,
Quinton, noted for his male and female
roles, responds, “Nah, they're just priest-
ly gowns.”

Having been called o the cloth, a
new Quasimodo was required. Quin-
ton looked no further than his own
stage company and cast Hapl Phace
Quinton states; * have admired Hapi
as a performer/actor for years. It was a
bolt—a gift from God. 1 thought, Who
else can play Quasimodao.”

The show has been christened a
"Quasimusical,” and musical numbers

by Mark Bennett are sprinkled through-
out as from a sensor. Quinton teases
with “There is a surprise—Heidi comes
In—but we're going to save that for
when the audiences come in.®

Quinton notes that “the theater is
first o ententain. Its place is not to
educate. If that happens, fine. But
that's not its reason. You can tell
truth, however.® He adds, “I remem-
ber a newscaster saying that the most
important thing is to tell your own
truth.” If that be s0, Quinton has

FOOD & SPIRITS by Beth Brant. Firebrand Books. $18.95 cl. 8.95 pb. 128 pp.

As a Mohawk lesbian activist
grandmother who has just turned 50,
Beth Brant brings a wealth of diverse
experience (o her stories. Her latest
book, Food & Spiris, is full of pain and
conviction. At the root of these stories
is the effect of racsm on a dass and a
culture. By no means casy-to-read sto-
ries, they are so lush, so full of a history
maost of us have never even glimpsed,
that the pain they at once evoke and

invoke is worth experiencing.

The book's tone is set with the
introduction, “Telling”; these are stories
about storytelling, about illuminating
truths, about exploring history. She talks
about a child she and her lover cared
for for three years—a boy scalded and
damaged by his birth mother, who
didn't speak. She talks about a young
girl who gives her a pink diary that tells
of the sexual abuse she suffered. And
she tells of 3 woman, Betty Osborne,
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who was stabbed to death—"56 times
with a screwdriver to keep the seorets
of whitemen,” Brant is committed to
disclosing the tales of these Indians so
brutalized by white society. Said the
author, “1 write for my people.”

Bur Brant also writes for the rest
of us, allowing us entry to the Native
American world—queer readers, in
particular, for lesbians and gay men
are everywhere in her vision of Na-
tive Americi.

These stories don't sit easily with
the reader; the lives of these charac-
ters are damaged, some seemingly
beyond repair.

This
isn't the white myth of the “happy
Indian." Yet these are stories not of
despair but of small glints of hope in
the midst of darkness,

Brant said that her job is to “tell the
truth® about Indian lives.

BETHLEHEM IN BROAD
DAYLIGHT by Mark Doty. David
R. Godine. $10.95 pb. 76 pp.

“Any small thing can save you,”
writes Mark Doty in *Ararat,” one of
the poems in his second collection,
Betblebem in Broad Daylight. He is
speaking here of a gold-foiled Easter
egg he finds hidden in the grass in a
childhood Sunday-school hunt. The
egg fascinates him and, in his imagina-
tion, becomes “the ball of a princess®
and a “Pharoah’s body/sleeping in its
golden case.” He has to give it back,
exchange it for a prize, but because
*the gelden egg gleamed/in [his] bas-
ket once,” he is able o navigate the
*immense sheet of darkening water”™
that his childhood later becomes.

Throughout Bethlebem in Broad
Daylight, Doty refers to his unhappy
childhood, but he's far oo restrained a
poet to lapse into soppy emotional out-
bursts. He writes about feelings—grief,
longing, the pain of the past—feelings

Obviousty, when she advocates an end
to homophobéa onstage and in her
recent Truth Or Dare, she's only thinking
of gay men. Her final words here—"I'm
not a lesbian"—have become all too
familiar in an industry where it is becom-
ing easier for gay men than lesbians to
come out. Women who don't need men
fior sex are clearly more threatening than
men who do.

Perhaps scariest of all are women
who need to watch white men needing
Black men to beat them up. Moir et
Bianc, which is the French
feature showing with Dick, is directed by
awoman (Claire Devers), though its tar-
get audience remains unclear. Heavily
coded as gay (with extensive advertising
in the gay press), the film had most of
the gay men in its avdience the other
night in (metaphoric) stitches. Explicitly
racist and implicitly homophobic, the
film is about a white man who discovers
his “true self” at the hands of a Black
male masseure. Even S/Mers, who are
perhaps the most obvious target audi-
ence, could only laugh at this one. The
movie is proof that we've reached a
point where that classic 5M line, “Hit
me,” cannot be said without iromy; even
(maybe especially) in French, *Frappez-
moL" Non, mere.,
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which are cloaked in symbols and con-
cealed within a beautifully arranged
sequence of sophisticated, consum-
mately constructed poems. Together,
these poems create a subtle, slowly
revealed narative.

In “Harbor Lights,” the book's first
poem, we see Doty at age 16, a runaway
holed up in a cheap Water Street hotel,
The poet is obsessed with a stone face
in a nearby shop window: “I'm calling
her/the angel, the mother of angels....”
In his hotel room, Doty takes a pill he
bought from the street and tries 1o bmag-
ine “a whole angel,” 3 mother who will
not disappoint him. Instead, “the radiator
pronounces, falmost exactly, my
mother's name, /Then the pipes with

The next poem, “Anna Karenina,"
further reinforces “the binter separation”
of maother and son. Doty, clder now, is
intrigued by the chapter in Tolstoy's
novel in which Anna, who has made
for passion, visits her sleeping son, The
boy wakes—it's his birthday—and is
delighted to see her, though he per-
ceives that his mother is “perfect and
unhappy.” Anna, preoccupled with her
approaching doom, “is barely able w be
with him at all.®

These two poems set the tone of
the book, but it is not until the very
end, in-another pair of poems exanin-
ing his relationship with his mother, that
Doty steps from behind his own vell
and discloses the exact source of his
isolatlon. “Asnt Lessons® focuses specifi-
cally on the *bruised years” of his
maother's alcoholism and containg one
of the few moments where Doty drops
his protective symbols and exposes
himself completely. *My family/was a
ruingd gesture, a building that col-
lapsed,” he confesses, *...into brutality
and incoherence /] wished myself no
one'sson...." This is the truth that lies
hidden behind many of the poems in
Bethlgbem in Broad Daylight and that,
in retrospect, llluminates and explains
them. In *Cemetery Road,” Doty ‘visits
his mother's grave and, ten years afier
her death, forgives and releases her.

Aside from the poems about his
parents and the lonely treasures of
childhood, Bethiebem in Broad Day-
light contains several historical and
Biblical poems which, like mirrors,
reflect Doty's more autcbiographical
materizl. The book alse contains a
number of explicitly homoerotic
poems. “63rd Street Y," “The Death of
Antinous® and "Adonis Theater® con-
front the limitations of sexual desire
and the dangers intrinsic in secking
“the body's paradise.” In “Pamadise,” an
elegy to the poet James L. White, Doty,
letting down his guard, recounts the
days of anonymous sex in a coura-
geously truthful manner and discards
his formal, occasionally too-lyrical ver-
nacular for 3 moment of colloquial
candor. His other elegies—"Tiara,” "A
Box of Lilies,” “Cemetery Road"—are
just as heanfelt and powerful.

The title of this collection seems a
bit stark—it clashes with Doty's style.
Like the sensitive boy in his childhood
poems, who understands that his true
sedf requires “secrecy and darkness,” lest
exposure destroy him, Doty carefully
excavates his submerged feelings,

. which have “remainled] undisturbed for

years,” and examines them in a tentative
yet honest light. This is no small thing.

Will Happen

THE ACCIDENT by David Plante. Ticknor and Fields. $18.95 d. 151 pp.

Most novellsts try hard to construct
dialogue in which the characters really
seem to be listening, and responding,
to one another. David Plante writes
dialogue that shows that, most of the
time, when people talk 1o one another,
they have other things on their
mind—and things that often have little

or nothing to do with the people
they're with. This can have a strange
effect: Reading one of his books, you
can become uncomfortably aware of
how your own mind constantly strays
from what's on the page and meanders
toward the field of concerns that, for
better or worse, occupy you. If your
own set of obsessions and worrles



resembles Plante’s, this can be an
unseitling

Since the late 19"."05 Plante has
been writing a series of brief novels
that, together, form an extremely bdio-
syncratic son of saga, the saga of the
distracied, vague interior life of a young
man named Daniel Francoeur,

The novels are unapologetically
autoblographical, and the events of
Danlel's haphazard odyssey match
those of his creator’s life, Daniel grows
up in a working-class, religious,
French-Canadian family in Providence,
Rl: His intelligence—or possibly only
the accident of being perceived by oth-
ers as intelligent—eams him the oppor-
nity o go to college and o travel
Europe a few times. Al some point, in
the way that any adolescent gropes
toward understanding—and acting
on—his or her sexuality, Daniel begins
to discover that he's gay. Cemain things
happen to Daniel—but not many really.
And Daniel himself Bn't extraosdinary,
save in one respect: He is equipped
with a self-consclousness that is excru-
ciating in its intersity and abnormal in
its vividly metaphysical bent.

Beginning with the ecarly novels,
The Family, The Couniry and The
Woods, which trace Daniel's childhood
and teenage years, and then through
The Foreigner, The Catbolic, The
Native and his latest, The Accident,
which hop around, giving us (non-
chronologically) a number of vigneties
from Daniel's late adolescence and
early manhood, Plante has chosen to
pay meticulous attention to the work-
ings of the consciousness of his main
character. On the surface, there may
be nothing out of the way about
Daniel Francoeur, and yvet there is
nothing else like him in recent gay
American literature,

The events sef down in The Acci-
derti—whose extreme brevity qualifies
it as a novella rather than a novel—
take place in Belgium, in 1959, where
the 19-year-old Daniel has traveled to
spend his junbor year at the Catholic
University in the town of Louvain,
{Daniel is unnamed in the book, but
it's the same character.)
Soon after his arrival,
Daniel meets, and falls
in with, a small group of
American students, and
it is the story of their

developing, essentially accidental,
friendship that the novel tells. Or
rather, we are given their story refract-
ed through the lens of Daniel's tenta-
tive and solipsistic, but cruelly obser-
vant, eye, Al the heart of the story is a
curious, nonsexual triangle made up
of Daniel; Karen, the disabused, rebel-
lious daughter of an industrialist; and
Tom, a devoutly religious, socially
inept boy who is killed in the automo-
bile accident that forms thizs short
work's climax. None of the miangle's
members is free of the emotional fogs
of late adolescence. Their murkiness is
ont whose depths and contours
Daniel sees quite clearly.

Daniel's inner life of relentless,
paralyzing self-examination is, [ sup-
pose, neurctic, but the power of this
book—and of each of Plante’s novels
about Daniel—lies in Plante's aware-
mess, somehow conveyed by a prose
style that is skeletally spare, that the
nner life of a peurotic can be a moral-
ly fruitful way of representing the
world. Though we know a linle some-
thing, even without referring to the
other novels in the series, about how
and why Daniel has come to be the
way he is, Plante isn't really interested
in the psychological eticlogy of
Draniel’s mindser. Daniel is selfishly
judgmental, fiercely insecure, emotion-
ally impenetrable—but it's not as if he
stands in noed of some “cure” that, if
taken, would render the world less
burdened with moral ambiguity. In
fact, Daniel's theologically weighted
pathology lets us see the difficulty of
certain common problems—how 1
should behave, for example, toward a
friend I don't love—more precisely
than we could were his mind clouded

health.

To find a body of work that
resembles David Plante's, one must go
all the way back to Henry James, who,
like Plante, llved as an expatriate in
London, These resemblances aren't
necessarily sclf-cvident: James' novels
are, for the most part, fat, their prose
florid; Plante's books and his prose
style nearly anorectic. But their work

shares an extreme lin-

guistic artificiality (not
necessarily a bad quali-
ty), a seemingly casual
approach to plot and a
similar set of concerns:

Ask guitarist Eric Perez of M*Thang
to outline his aristic agenda, and you
can expect some refreshing answers,
“It's about creating alternatives for gay
music other than dance music or folk
music,” he explains. “It's about being
up front about sexuality having politi-
cal implications withows being polemic
and dogmatic.”

Despite this impressive common
sense, Perez, bassist Gary Hensely and
keyboard player Averill Gill are, first
and foremost, a rock band. Their recent
showcase at the Gay and Lesbian Com-
munity Services Center proved that the
band possesses the tight musicianship

recently came out of hiatus as a trio,
and, although the new material scales
down an earlier strain of “take-no-pris-
oners rock and funk,” their current

tunes pack a deligheful
punch. Songs like “Desire” and “Sweet

reggae swagger.

Musically, M*Thang tends toward
the “very eclectic.” Perez cites personal
influences including Brazilian and
Caribbean music, as well as “other
Black rock folks® like Living Colour
and Bad Brains. But his background
lies in jazz, an early passion that even-
tually led him to the Berklee School of
Music, “Even before 1 was gay, I was
queer,” jokes Eric, and, while the
white kids listened to Led Zeppelin
and his Black classmates dug P-Funk,
Eric did his own thing. Now he real-

izes that "all music has something to
offer.” On the other hand, Hensely lis-
tens almost exclusively to his own
works-in-progress. *1 don't think he's
bought a record in a couple years,”
confides Perez. The resuliing chemistry
between the two writers has impacted
heavily on the band's new sound.
Perez respects the “very austere” quali-
ties of Gary's compositions, and
M*Thang creates "arrangements 1o cap-
ture that integrity.”

Although Perex puts some stock in
the tenet that “the personal is political ™
he quickly points out that “there’s a lot
of topical music I can't stand.”

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honesty into didacticism. “We're really

three-quarters Black and has a strong
Black gay political communiry, “inital
criticisms [surfaced] that we were being
separatists” Kirkland cdaimed. Even the
organizers of Pride of Washington want-
ed to know why it was planned. "My
response has consistently been, "Why
not” Why is it so strange that Black peo-
ple would choose to do [what everyone
else does?" Cheatam asked. “There's
room encugh for both,” Kirkland added.

Cheatam makes the connection
betwren the resistance to this year's Blacdk
Gay Pride and a more general resistance
of white leshians and gay moen 1o supporn
Bladk organirers. When Cheatam was a
coordinator of the traditional Gay and
Leshian Pride of Washington in 1983, she
recounted, 1 pessomally received a lot of
resistance..when [white gayl bar owners
saw it was a Black woman doing this,
ence they realized this Black worman was
running the show.”

In the end, the Gay and Lesblan
Pride of Washingron committee offered
support, giving $200 in sced money, k-
ing out a congratulations anNoOUNCEMEnt
in the local gay paper and showing up
on the day of the event 1o offer haelp.

Cheatam, who coordinated many of
the fund-raising events and outreach,
asserted, “If this year was good, next
year is going to be grand.” She already
has plans for turning Black History
Month into 2 month of Black Gay Pride
ccdebrations and fund-raisers for the rally
in May, The day was also used as a
fund-raiser to benefit AIDS groups in the
Black community.

Cheatam added a near challenge:
“There's no restson they don't have one in
MNew York or San Francisco—Inot] as a
separatist thing, because it isn't—{butl
especially if they do it as a fund-raising
toal” for Black AIDS service organisitions.

New York's Lesbian and Gay People
of Color Steering Committee member,
Lidell Jackson agreed. “It's time for us o
do one in New York. And next year
would be a perfect tme” given the colo-
nialist celebration of “500 years of oppres-
sion,” he noted, Tentative plans are under-
way for a people of eolor lesbian and gay
wisibility mrasch or rally in October.

"We shouldn't try to take away
{from] the importance of June a5 Lesbian
and Gay Pride march [month]” Jadkson

“But we should make the
statement that we have our own sense
of pride as lesbian and gay people of
color. One doesn’t preclude the other
It's about doing both,” he added.

In order to promote visibility both
within the larger gay and within Black
communities, gay people of color plan
to join September’s Harlem Pride
march, as well as the June 9 Puerto
Rican Pride Day.

HIV or other STDs may by limited,

Many women prefer to obtain
sperm from a medically endorsed
sperm bank. In the US at present,
donors are tested for HIV and
other 5TDs, and sperm is “banked”
in frozen vials until used. The
advantages of using a sperm bank
are many. The risk of 5TD and
HIV-transmission is minimized,
and the likelihood of uncovering
the identity of the donor is negligi-
ble. Many lesbians are fearful of
intrusive and unpredictable pater-
nal interest by biological donors.
Biological fathers may be given
greater legal consideration by the
patriarchical judicial system than a
non-biological co-mother, A few
banks offer an option of disdosing
the identity of the sperm donor to
the offspring, at age 18, at the
child's request.

But where to turn for frozen
sperm? A mere handful of the oo
few feminist or lesbian-oriented
clinics in the US offer sperm bank-
ing or assistance with insemina-
tion. Most private doctors and
mainstream dinics refuse to assist
single women or lesbians. The
Feminist Women's Health Centers
operate clinics that offer the ser-
vice in Oakland, Calif.,, and
Atlanta, Ga. And the Fenway Com-
munity Health Center in Boston
has an Al program with a dientele
that is 99 percent lesbian,

According to Jennifer Fire-
stone of the Family and Parenting
Services at Fenway, Al is not a
panacea. The sperm, which comes
from a bank in California, is divid-
ed into portions, and some of
cach ejaculate & tested for viable
sperm. 50 sperm counts ane lower
in frozen specimens than in fresh
ones, And many lesbians who want
children, like cther women, delay
child-bearing for a variety of rea-
sons and are over 35 when they
begin the process, making con-
ception more difficult. It can take
a year or more, and some women
will not conceive at all due to
medical problems or just age-
related decline in fertility. And
ovulation cannot be predicted
with precision.

At such feminist-oriented din-
ics, 4 woman is taught to put a
plastic speculum into her vagina
and look at her cervix with a mir-
ror and flashlight. This facilitates
checking for vaginal infections
and also the timing of ovulation
for insemination. Each month,
when the hormones are ready,
one of the ovaries releases an egg
and conception is possible if
sperm connect with egg during
the crucial 36-hour episode. Dur-
ing ovulation, the opening of the
cervix—called the “os"—is wider
than usual, and a special kind of
mucus is present—thin, stretchy,
with egg-white consistency.
Women trying to conceive need to
look for this mucus and need to
be able o use the speculum for
the insemination. Another useful
tool in detecting ovulation is chart-
ing the basal body temperature.
This is the temperature at rest,
usually taken first thing upon
awakening. [n general, if a woman
is ovulating, her basal body tem-
perature will be below 98 degrees
up until ovulation and will be
above 98 degrees after ovulation
until menstruation.

Most women can inseminate
with banked sperm at home.
However, there are some states
where medical monopoly rules,
and home insemination is llegal—
sperm from a bank cannot be
released ro a woman for home
use. Done in the doctor's office,
an insemination is not only clini-
cally distasteful and more awk-
ward, but two individuals' sched-
ules need to be meshed—the
woman's and the clinician’s.

The cost of Al can cenainly
be another issue for lesbians. At
Fenway, the cost is limited to
sperm-handling—but with the cost
of donor-screening, banking and
shipping, each insemination runs
from $280 to $320. Most private
clinicians charge fees much higher
for the sperm and collect a large
fee for the insemination as well,

What's a lesbian to do? Our
options clearly are not as unen-
cumbered as they ought to be.
Creating new services in more
communities may rest in our

hands. ¥

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gay movement has given a lot of
space. 5o gays don't need gay libera-
tion on one side. They're having safer
sex, they read about AIDS, but they
don't care about anything that has to
do with gay activism at all. And on the
other side is that a lot of the self-
repressed gays are reactionary gays, so
it's part of themselves. It's part of their
own attitudes toward politics, toward
life, woward Mexico. They're not inter-
ested in anything else but going to
have some drinks.”

The biggest problem now facing
Mexico's gay community, according to
Hernandez, is AIDS. Cumulative fig-
ures for AIDS cases in Mexico range
from 5,679 to over 5,900, with 2,682
deaths reported, according to the Pan
American Health Organization’s AIDS
surveillance unit. Hernandez showed
me several of Colective Solo’s scrap-
books, filled with photographs of
members and friends who had died
from AIDS-related complications, Last
year, a sizeable candlelight vigil was
held in Mexica City in memory of
those who had died, and panels are
being prepared for an AIDS memorial
quilt made up of panels from through-
out Latin America. Several patches
were on display in the stairwell lead-
ing up to the second-floor offices of
Colective Sol.

Hernandez criticized the govern-
ment and the church for not doing
enough to fight the epidemic. The
government operates 4 program
known as COMASIDA, which provides
safer-sex workshops, HIV-testing and a
telephone information line that is
advertised in the media and the city's
subway system. There is also a
monthly publication, Sociedad Y SIDA
{Society and AIDS), produced by the
daily paper El Nacional, But the
Catholic church, the dominant religion
in Mexico, has taken a stand against
safer-sex education and the use of
condoms,

Calectiva Sol publishes its own
Spanish-language newsletter, Accion
en SIDA (AIDS Action), funded by a
subsidy from a London-based group
called Appropriate Health Resources
and Technologies Action Group. The
informational bulletin, which is pub-
lished every three months and dis-

tributed throughout Latin America, is
one of the main focuses of Colectivo
Sol, since AlDS-related work is the
only area of work that is subsidized.
*Right now in Colectivo Sol, we have
eight people doing work,” said Her-
nandez. “Three of us are [working onl
specifically gay lssues, and the rest are
doing AIDS work, because that's the
financial situation. The money is [ear-
marked] for peaple who work with
AIDS.® Colectivo Sol, like the other les-
bian and gay organizations, receives
no money from the Mexican govern-
ment for any of its projects.

Hernandez is one of many Mexi-
cans who will be present when the
Intemational Lesbian and Gay Associa-
tion Conference takes place in nearby
Guadalajara at the end of June. Before
the worddwide conference, Hernandes
and members of other Latin American
lesbian and gay groups will be meet-
Ing for the Latin American regional
conference, to give those groups a
chance to nerwork and compare nofes
on their progress,

Arranging the conference has
been a challenge in itself. The mayors
of the city’s four municipios anempted
to stop Guadalajara’s Grupo de
Orgullo Homosexual de Liberacion
(GOHL) from hosting the worldwide
forum. The governor, meanwhile, has
supported the conference.

So are any problems expected in
June? *1 don't think [the government]
will do anything,” predicts Hernandez,
“because international eyes are going
to be focused on Guadalajara, and
there's going to be more pressure from
within Mexico toward the mayors to
stop the harassment.” In fact, “some of
us even hope they repress us,” he said,
because some activists would like a
chance to fight back and challenge the

with his involvement in Colectivo
Sol and a full-time job teaching English
at the nearby university, Hernandez
keeps a busy schedule. Sometimes, it's
hard to maintain the energy needed,
Hernandez concedes, but, like many
acthvises, he finds his involvement neces-
sary. “My friend Mario died of AIDS a
year and a half ago. And sometimes
when you fieel confronted with this loss,
yoii feel like you don't want to go on.
But it's something you can't stop doing
even if you want t0.” 'V

signaled their demise, he says. MAN has
a simple policy. Drinking is limited 1o
wine and beer, drugs are forbidden, and
overt sexuality is grounds for dismissal.
Owert sexuality? “Overt s grabbing
somebody's cock or fondling their ass
too long or sucking on their tit."
Kaufman explains helpfully. *1 wanted o
prove that gay men could get together,
take their clothes off, be nede and nat
be sexually frustrated. They can enjoy
each other without sex entering the
picture, In all the years, | saw very few
raging hard-ons that don't go away in a
few minutes.”

Among its most ardent praditioners,
gay mule nudism is not a dating ploy; &
a means for aftaining self-respect and
confidence in body image. “Thar's one of
the reasond that | got into this" Kaufman
says. “Finally, | was able to take my dothes
off, and people accepied me wwlly. They
didn't look at me or make fun of me or
criticize me. And that was 3 manelous

for me emotonally. It also
gave me a sense of freedom, which 1
illways wanted " Moreover, a calm springs
from a situation where all your social
energy is not being siphoned off by a
buming desire to undress someone with
your eyes. When i's up front, there s no
chaice but to search for another basis of
interest in the guy in front of you—for
Enstance, 3 persanality.

Amidst the conservative backlash,
some nudist advocates are optimistie
about future strides, particularly in the
face of economic considerations. "Nudist
tourism and commercial resons are
booming,” explains Ed Lange. The new
conservatism, he siys, “has deterned some
weak-kneed people, but not the people
in the dedicated movement.® Bern Loibl
also points out that non-exploitative
nudity is better handled by the media,
noting that a shot of the TV caroon hem
Ban Simpson, sunbathing buit-naked, has
a positive effect on public opinion.
