Notification of Recipients: The recipients will be notified of their selection by mail. If for any reason the recipient cannot use
the scholarship, another recipient will be selected. If no applicants are found to satisfactorily fulfill the scholarship
requirements, no scholarship will be awarded. Applicants will be reviewed, determination made, and recipients notified by
May 15, 2020.

Receipt of Funds: The scholarship will be sent directly to the financial aid office of the specified school.
