Teaching our little Angels:

We encourage you to have your child
take off and put on his/ her OWN coat
when you are at home. They are
completely capable of doing it-in fact,
they do it every day here at school.
We simply remind them that it is
their job to put on and take off their
coats and they do it! It is time to
Flipity-Do at home! Our 4 and 5 year
olds need this skill for kindergarten!
As moms, we know it helps save time
for you to “help” them along. Or
perhaps you don't even realize that
you are taking their coats off of
them...but letting them take a hold of
this job will do them much good as
they grow older.

set a table, clear their places after
meals, dust table tops, fold towels,
pick up toys, make beds, feed pets.
