God gave leadership to both of them over all the earth.

Miriam is listed here as one of those who would lead Israel while they were in the desert. She was listed as a servant to God. Just the same as the prophets were called servant’s, even though Mariam was not called a prophet she was called to carry out the prophets (Moses) instructions along with Aaron.
Judges 4:4 ¶  And Deborah, a prophetess, the wife of Lapidoth, she judged <08199> Israel at that time. Not only was she a judge over the women and children, God mad her a judge over all of Israel; the leadership, the men, and all of their families.

3  And I went unto the prophetess; and she conceived, and bare a son. Then said the LORD to me, Call his name Mahershalalhashbaz.

This is Isiah's wife here that is a prophetess and had a son.

11 Kings 22:14  So Hilkiah the priest, and Ahikam, and Achbor, and Shaphan, and Asahiah, went unto Huldah the prophetess, the wife of Shallum the son of Tikvah, the son of Harhas, keeper of the wardrobe; (now she dwelt in Jerusalem in the college;) and they communed with her.
15  And she said unto them, Thus saith the LORD God of Israel, Tell the man that sent you to me,
16  Thus saith the LORD, Behold, I will bring evil upon this place, and upon the inhabitants thereof, even all the words of the book which the king of Judah hath read:
17  Because they have forsaken me, and have burned incense unto other gods, that they might provoke me to anger with all the works of their hands; therefore my wrath shall be kindled against this place, and shall not be quenched.

The king of Judah sent his special group of people whom he trusted to seek knowledge from Gods prophetess, Huldah. God honered this enquiry and gave guidance to the king of Judah.  Huldah the prophetess spoke for God. This is the job of a prophet, and here God shows that He will use a woman to speak for Him also. The word for prophet has two genders, Male and Female, but only one function.  
11 Samuel 20:15  And they came and besieged him in Abel of Bethmaachah, and they cast up a bank against the city, and it stood in the trench: and all the people that were with Joab battered the wall, to throw it down.
16  Then cried a wise woman out of the city, Hear, hear; say, I pray you, unto Joab, Come near hither, that I may speak with thee.
17  And when he was come near unto her, the woman said, Art thou Joab? And he answered, I am he. Then she said unto him, Hear the words of thine handmaid. And he answered, I do hear.
18  Then she spake, saying, They were wont to speak in old time, saying, They shall surely ask counsel at Abel: and so they ended the matter.
19  I am one of them that are peaceable and faithful in Israel: thou seekest to destroy a city and a mother in Israel: why wilt thou swallow up the inheritance of the LORD?
20  And Joab answered and said, Far be it, far be it from me, that I should swallow up or destroy.
21  The matter is not so: but a man of mount Ephraim, Sheba the son of Bichri by name, hath lifted up his hand against the king, even against David: deliver him only, and I will depart from the city. And the woman said unto Joab, Behold, his head shall be thrown to thee over the wall.
22  Then the woman went unto all the people in her wisdom. And they cut off the head of Sheba the son of Bichri, and cast it out to Joab. And he blew a trumpet, and they retired from the city, every man to his tent. And Joab returned to Jerusalem unto the king.

This was a very wise woman who had very much respect from the people in that city. She must of shown great leadership skills to the people of that city.

Luke 2:36  And there was one Anna, a prophetess, the daughter of Phanuel, of the tribe of Aser: she was of a great age, and had lived with an husband seven years from her virginity;

37  And she was a widow of about fourscore and four years, which departed not from the temple, but served God with fastings and prayers night and day.

38  And she coming in that instant gave thanks likewise unto the Lord, and spake of Him to all them that looked for redemption in Jerusalem.
Anna was a witness to Israel of the coming of Jesus Christ.

Acts 18:25  This man was instructed in the way of the Lord; and being fervent in the spirit, he spake and taught diligently the things of the Lord, knowing only the baptism of John.

26  And he began to speak boldly in the synagogue: whom when Aquila and Priscilla had heard, they took him unto them, and expounded unto him the way of God more perfectly.
Romans 16:3  Greet Priscilla and Aquila my helpers in Christ Jesus:

4  Who have for my life laid down their own necks: unto whom not only I give thanks, but also all the churches of the Gentiles.
5  Likewise greet the church that is in their house.
Priscilla was part of the team that taught Gods word and was recognized by God. 
Romans 16:1 ¶  I commend unto you Phebe our sister, which is a servant <1249>  of the church which is at Cenchrea:

2  That ye receive her in the Lord, as becometh saints, and that ye assist her in whatsoever business she hath need of you: for she hath been a succourer of many, and of myself also.

Romans 16:7 Salute Andronicus and Junia, my kinsmen, and my fellowprisoners, who are of note among the apostles, who also were in Christ before me.
Junia was an apostle of note among all of the apostles.

Phil 4:3  And I intreat thee also, true yokefellow, help those women which laboured with me in the gospel <2098>, with Clement also, and with other my fellowlabourers, whose names are in the book of life.
These women are being recognized by God for their labour in the gospel. This is teaching, evangelizing, pastoring, and everything else that is necessary for God’s Word to be taught to everybody. 

Titus2:2  That the aged men be sober, grave, temperate, sound in faith, in charity, in patience.

3  The aged women likewise, that they be in behaviour as becometh holiness, not false accusers, not given to much wine, teachers of good things;

4  That they may teach the young women to be sober, to love their husbands, to love their children,

5  To be discreet, chaste, keepers at home, good, obedient to their own husbands, that the word of God be not blasphemed.

Women are called to teach.

Galatians 3:26  For ye are all the children of God by faith in Christ Jesus.

28  There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither bond nor free, there is neither male nor female: for ye are all one in Christ Jesus.
God does not divide here why should we. I have shown here woman in leadership in all positions throughout the bible;  Prophets, apostles, evangelists, deacons, teachers. 

1 Corianthians 12:28  And God hath set some in the church, first apostles, secondarily prophets, thirdly teachers,
If God has placed woman in positions that are first, second and third in the church why should we try to hold them back.
