Put ye on the mind of Christ
Hebrews 10:36    For ye have need of patience, that, after ye have done the will of God, ye might receive the promise.

for ye have(possess) need(use) of patience - hupomone (5259-hupo a bearing up and 3306-men'o to remain, to abide) that(purpose) after ye have done (4160-poieo to do, to make) the will (the will or desire) of God, ye might receive(to carry off) the promise.

Of patience- Hupomone 5259-hupo a bearing up and meno to remain, to abide.
We have need of being held up in place, so that after we have with deliberate purpose and consideration, applied in our lives that which God has reveled to us in His Word, that we might grab hold of that which God has promised us. (my note- We have already received the promise, Jesus Christ, but here God is asking us to grab hold of all that the promise represents The fullness of the Christ In Us The Hope Of Glory.)
What we are looking at, we reflect in our life. As we see with our eyes and hear with our ears, we give credibility in our lives to the things our senses are telling us, we give substance through thought and judgment and confession. When things in our lives are backed up by our sense knowledge we are limited by the reality of our senses. This is where God starts in us. 
There are two realities which we live in, that which we were first born in, with all of our senses to learn and to navigate by, and that which we were born again to. We were born again of God to live thru the faith of Jesus Christ. 11 PET. 1:2-8 By going to the word that God gave us we receive Grace and Peace multiplied to us thru the knowledge of God. One of the words for knowledge in this section in verses 2,3,4 and 8 is epiginosis – 1922 this is applied knowledge. By going to the word that God gave us we receive Grace and Peace multiplied to us thru the applied knowledge of Gods word.  It is thru this same applied knowledge that we receive all things that pertain unto life and godliness. It is thru this same applied knowledge that we receive of Gods great and precious promises. This section culminates in vs. 8 For if these things be in you and abound, they make you that ye shall neither be barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ “Neither barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ”.  It is thru this applied knowledge that is the foundation that all things from God are received. 
Heb 10:36 after ye have done the will of God, these words “after ye have done” are the single Greek word Poieo (which means to do or to make). We have to make the choice.
We have to construct our thoughts to that which God has given us in his word. This requires deliberate confession or to put it another way applied knowledge. We feed our mind by our choice, and we do this through the words in Gods word. This word is everything to us; it is thru this word that we receive our healing as we just put it on in our mind, it is thru this word that we receive grace and peace, and it is thru this word that we receive all things that pertain unto life and godliness. What’s left?…. These words in the Bible, Gods Words, have already given us everything that we need. 
I was at a healing service a while back run by Emily Dodson. She used the pattern set forth here in 11 PET In her healing service. 1st knowledge from Gods Word fed to our minds, and then the exhortation for us to apply what Gods Word said, when she said to us “step forth”.  We went to the front, we were prayed for and we were healed.
I’m going to ask your help in a practical example of “after ye have done the will of God”.
I took different verses that I found in God’s Word where I found edification, exhortation,

and instruction. These verses were instruction to us so I then put them in the 1st person with an emphasis on now. I am going to say a phrase and then I would like you to repeat it, OK. 
Now I am a child of God; I am made the righteousness of God; I am sanctified by God; I have been redeemed by Jesus Christ; I am worthy; I can do all things through Jesus Christ which strengthenth me; The Lord is my shepherd I shall not want; I have been forgiven; I have an inheritance in Christ; I have been sealed with that holy spirit of promise; I am Gods workmanship; I am strengthened with might in my inner man; I can stand against the all wiles of the devil; My love will abound more and more in knowledge and all judgment; I am putting on the mind of my Lord Jesus Christ; It is God that worketh in me both to will and to do of His good pleasure; I am completely, completely, complete in Christ; I have been called unto holiness; I am worthy of whatever God gives me; My ears are open to hear your voice today God; My heart is ready to receive your voice today God; My feet are ready to do your bidden today God; Now I am a son of God; God my father is greater than my doubts and fears; Fantastic, we need to apply this knowledge from God our father. By doing these things we put on all the armor of God and find that we will be neither barren nor unfruitful in the knowledge of our Lord Jesus Christ.


These are things we can do for ourselves as we read from the Bible. This will not only empower us, it will strengthen us and protect us from the snares of our adversary. This is an example of what God meant when He said to “put ye on the mind of Christ”
