SUMMARY: Michigan allows various game species under a Permit to Hold Game in Captivity, which is also required for import. Native
nongame birds are protected and are banned. Nongame mammals are also banned. Various native herp may be collected from the wild or
imported. Native fish are legal but VHS laws prevent transporting them in water without a scientific license. Skunks, wild rabbits and hares,
deer, and elk may not be imported. Large carnivores and wolves are banned. Most other exotics are legal.
