CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of Minutes for the regular meeting on January 16, 2018.
             Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Kovachy seconded a motion to approve the
minutes of January 16, 2018.  All voted “yes”. The motion carried.

COUNCIL BUSINESS:

1.  Audit presentation.
Due to the winter weather the auditor cannot make it.  We will reschedule his presentation

for the March Council Meeting.

2.  Event Permit Application for Umpqua Gathering Arts.

The Umpqua Gathering Arts group would like to hold their 1st Annual Umpqua Gathering

Summer Arts/Music Festival on June 15-16, 2018 in Pioneer Park.  They have filled out the event

application and have an estimate for insurance coverage.  Larry Aguayo is the event coordinator and is here tonight to answer any questions the council may have for him.
Council questioned whether the insurance quote was adequate for this event?  Mr. Aaguayo explained that there is two million in coverage for anyone who gets hurt and fifty thousand that covers property damages.  Once Council approves the event he will purchase the insurance.
Administrator Evans stated that Council has approved the pioneer days event provided adequate proof of insurance is produced before the event date.
  
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Boye’ seconded a motion to approve the event, 

provided there is adequate insurance purchased, and the proof of insurance must be to the 

City 30 days before the event date.  Councilors Braudt, Barton, Kovachy, and Boye’ voted 
“yes”.  Councilor Coleman voted “no”.  Motion carried
VIII.
REPORTS:
1. SHERIFF’S OFFICE

Last month there were 107 calls for service.  There were 10 traffic stops and 7 criminal 
cases filed.  Administrator Evans talked with Sargent Bean regarding the meeting she had 
with Undersheriff Freeze and Operations Deputy Tilley.  She gave Sargent Bean a photo of two 
trailers that were parked on Hamlin Drive in the City’s right of way and asked if he could have the 
owners move the trailers.  There was also a complaint that came into the City about all the trailers 
parked on the same property on Hamlin Drive, where the two trailers are parked, between the 
house and canyon creek.  He assured Council that he would do what he could.
2. ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT

RETIREMENT:  Our Public Works Lead Operator Mark Wilson officially retire as of March 1, 

2018.

SHERIFF’S CONTRACT:  Undersheriff Jeff Freeze and Operations Deputy Jerry Tilley meet 
with staff last week to discuss the current contract with the City.  Undersheriff Freeze has agreed 
to start enforcing some of the City’s Ordinances.  They will start writing tickets for violations 

dealing with the health and nuisance Ordinances and cite them to municipal court.  

SEWER:  City Administrator Evans and City Engineer Steve Majors were able to justify to Rural 

Development that Value Engineering would not be worth the cost.  But, DEQ refuses to waive the 

Value Engineering and since they are doing the interim financing we are going to have to do the 

Value Engineering.  The engineer from Rural Development is going to try to get DEQ to waive 

the Value Engeering, but he is not very hopeful they will.  The process for the Value Engineering 

will take at least 12 weeks which means we may not make this year’s construction season.
SCA GRANT:  The City received notification that we have received a $50,000.00 grant for the 

Pine Street project.  The project is to repair and pave Pine Street from 1st Street through the 

intersection of 3rd Street.  The entire project cost is estimated at $101,200.00, which makes the 

City’s share $51,000.00.

BUDGET:  Staff has finally been able to start on the budget process.  This is a late start, so we 
will probably be working some weekends in order to get it done. 
WATER;  Hill Drive pump station – the new pump arrived and the cost of $2,863.00 will be 

covered by the insurance company.  The restoration company has not completed the replacement 

of the sheet rock.
