IV.
CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of Minutes for the regular meeting on February 20, 2018.
             Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Braudt seconded a motion to approve the
minutes of February 20, 2018.  Councilor Young abstained from voting as he was not 

present at the meeting.  Mayor Young, Councilors Braudt, Barton, and Coleman voted

“yes”. The motion carried.  
V.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1. Presentation to Tom Sutton.

Tom spends his time at the acclamation pond in Canyonville from January through April every year for the past 13 years.  If it were not for the City crew helping to keep the water flowing to the pond by keeping the screens clean and fish ladder clear of debris, he would not be able to keep the Acclamation Pond full of fish.  When the young fish are in the pond he gives tours to one person or a group of people conveying the importance and function of the Acclamation Pond.
On fish release day he has established a program aimed at 4th and 5th graders.  He gives the students a 15-minute lab on the invasive species of fish, sports fishing, care of the streams and habitat, spawning cycle of steelhead, fish ladder and hatchery, and weighing and measuring of the fish.  He also explains the Cow Creek Tribe culture related to the environment.  Then they release the fish.

There are also programs that are designed for high school students.  One such program is clipping of the fins on thousands of fish at the Acclamation Pond.

It is with great pleasure that Mayor Young presents Tom Sutton with a plaque from the City of Canyonville in appreciation for his hard and dedicated work at the Acclamation Pond and the educational programs.
2. Audit presentation.

      Chris O’Dell from Pauly Rogers and Co, PC attended the meeting to give a brief review of 


      what the auditors responsibility is in doing an annual audit of the City books.  He explained 

       that they have to follow strict guidelines issued by the Comptroller General of the United 


       States.  

3. Adoption of the Douglas County Multi-Jurisdictional Natural Hazard Plan.

The City of Canyonville adopted the County’s Hazard Mitigation Plan in 2004 which contained an addendum for hazard mitigation for the City of Canyonville.  FEMA passed a rule which requires all states and local governments to develop natural hazard mitigation plans in order to be eligible for certain pre- and post-disaster Hazard Mitigation Assistance Grant Programs. The rule also requires the plans to be updated every five years.  

The County received a grant to update the Hazard Mitigation Plan which includes the Cities within Douglas County.  The County has completed the plan and each City needs to adopt the plan. The entire plan is more than 100 pages, however most of the City’s information is contained in Chapter 4 which I have included for your reference.  The formatting has changed from the previous plan, but the goals and actions are the same as the old plan.

In order to qualify for FEMA funding and hazard assistant the City must adopt a Hazard Mitigation plan which complies with all of FEMA’s requirements.  The County has graciously incorporated the Cities into the updated plan which eliminates the need for the City to create and maintain a plan of their own.  


Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Coleman seconded a motion to approve Resolution 

No. 656 which adopts the Douglas County 2016 Multi-Jurisdictional Natural Hazard 

Mitigation Plan which includes Canyonville.  All voted “yes”.  Motion carried
VIII.
REPORTS:
1. SHERIFF’S OFFICE

Last month there were 102 calls for service.  There were 24 traffic stops, 7 subject contact, 9
arrests, and 12 criminal cases, 61 field contacts, and 2 warrant arrests.  Sargent Bean was happy to 

report that all the trailer in front of the house on Hamlin are gone.  As for the trailers behind the 

house he is unable to do anything about those.  Mayor Young said the ladies on Phillips Street 

were happy to see the presents of officers patrolling the area.
2. ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT

SUMMER HELP:  We are attempting on hiring summer help through Elwood Employment 

Company.  It is staffs hope to be able to hire someone by April 1, 2018.  It will be a little more 

expensive through the employment agency but it will save on time and they will do all the drug 

testing ahead of time.

SEWER:  The City has entered into an agreement with Richwine Environmental to perform the 

value engineering on the sewer plant upgrade.  He is tasked with reviewing the MBR selection and 

procurement process, evaluating disinfection alternative selection and solids handling.  The cost

for this process is $10,440.00 and it should be completed within three weeks.  Once the report is

completed then the City Engineers will have to review and respond to the comments which will
also take some time.

BUDGET:  Janelle and Dawn worked last weekend on the budget and were able to get quite a bit 

done on the budget.  The first budget meeting is set for Thursday, May 17, 2018 with additional 

meetings if needed scheduled for Tuesday, May 22 and Thursday, May 24.  Adoption of the 
budget is schedules for a special meeting on June 4, 2018.
WATER; Hill Drive pump station – before the replacement pump could be installed the shut off 

valves for the pump had to be replaced.  This required the City to turn off the water to all the 

homes served by the pump station.  The water pressure in the main line had to be carefully 

monitored to make sure there was not a loss of pressure below 20PSI.  Eryn McNeil was happy to 

report that the pressure did not drop below 20 Psi and repair was made in 16 minutes.  Good job

crew.
PLANNING:  There have been a lot of people coming to the office with questions about 

properties that are for sale.  Knoll Terrace is adding four homes to their park.  There is a new 

house currently being constructed on Deer Song and another is proposed to be constructed on 

Eagle Ridge this summer.  The Planning Commission will be reviewing a conditional use permit

for the old Farm Supply on Leland.  It has been sold and the new owner is planning to utilize the
building for environmentally controlled storage units.  Everything will be stored inside the 

building.

3. YMCA REPORT

The new floors in the YMCA building are finished.  They are having a flashlight Easter egg hunt scheduled for 0-14-year-old.  April 21, 2018 at 10:00 am to 1:00 pm is the healthy kids’ day.  There is a water safety day scheduled with free life jackets being distributed.  They now have after school program five days a week.
4. LIBRARY REPORT

The library now has 12,676 items in inventory along with 106 additional items to be labeled.  They currently have 150 items in circulation and since opening in August they have circulated 1,718 items.  Since January 1 there have been 719 items circulated.  There are 187 active members with 29 people completing volunteer training.  In February volunteers have accumulated 150 volunteer hours.  Since opening there have been 640 items donated to the library.
