V.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1. Proclamation of Child Abuse Prevention Month.

The City received a request to Proclaim April 2018 as Child Abuse Prevention Month.  The request came from Maureen Esser on behalf of Douglas (C.A.R.E.S.) which consists of agencies working for safe children and families.  Mayor Young read the Proclamation out loud and then signed it on behalf of the City of Canyonville.

2. Proclamation of EMS Week of May 20-26, 2018.
Bay Cities Ambulance requested the City to participate in Emergency Medical Services Week, from May 20-26, 2018, by issuing a proclamation.  Mayor Young read the Proclamation out loud and then signed it on behalf of the City of Canyonville.  
A representative from Bay Cities Ambulance was present to accept the proclamation and to present the Mayor with a plaque recognizing the City of Canyonville for its continued support of emergency medical service personnel in the City of Canyonville.  The theme for National EMS Week 2018 is “EMS Strong – Stronger Together”.
3. Election Candidates.

4. Renewal of YMCA Contract.

On April 1, 2008 the City of Canyonville and Central Douglas County Family YMCA entered into a lease agreement.  The terms of the lease were that it could be renewed annually up to nine times.  Each year since 2008 the YMCA has renewed the existing Lease Agreement.  This year exceeds the number of automatic renewals that are authorized in the lease.  

The City needs to execute a new lease agreement and since the YMCA is not asking for any changes, the existing agreement contents can be used in the new lease agreement.
Councilor Braudt moved, and Councilor Coleman seconded a motion to execute a new lease agreement with the YMCA utilizing the same content as the existing agreement and authorize the Mayor to sign the agreement.  All voted “yes”.  Motion carried.  

5. Pumpkin Patch.
The water plant has a large grassy area on the north side of the building that is not utilized for anything other than a yard area.  The purpose of the pumpkin patch would be to grow pumpkins for the grade school kids.  Jeremy and Eryn would do all the work on their own time.  The water would be provided by the City but it comes from O’Shea Creek and is untreated so there would be no extra water cost.  We already use this water to water the existing grass.

Since the Children are not working in the garden and will only be on site the day they get to pick their pumpkin the insurance company does not have any issues with the project. 

Jeremy would like to grow six giant pumpkins, in addition, for the upcoming pumpkin festival.
Councilor Braudt moved, and Councilor Boye’ seconded a motion to give permission to Jeremy and Eryn to grow a pumpkin patch at the water plant for the grade school kids.  All voted “yes”.  Motion carries
6. Purchase a New Lawn Mower Tractor.
The street department has an old Kubota diesel lawn tractor which they use to mow portions of the undeveloped right of ways and the Oregon Department of Transportation off ramps.  As we have noted several times this tractor is beginning to fall apart and really needs to be replaced.  In 2016 we did some major repairs to the tractor but now the transmission is beginning to go out and the steering is going bad.  Considering this tractor is over 20 years old it has served its purpose and putting any more money into it is not cost effective. 

The City has been putting money into the streets equipment reserve account to replace the Kubota tractor.  We were hoping that we would not have to replace this equipment so soon, but the good news is that it cost a lot less than we anticipated.  We currently have $22,000.00 in the equipment reserve account to purchase the new tractor mower.

Jeremy has obtained the following quotes for commercial lawn tractors and one quote on a residential lawn tractor so that you can compare the cost.  

Kubota diesel residential lawn mower tractor


$ 7,709.02

Kubota diesel commercial lawn mower tractor


$13,481.44

Grasshopper diesel commercial lawn mower tractor

$13,404.00

John Deere diesel commercial lawn mower tractor


$18,887.33

It is staff’s recommendation that the City purchase the Kubota diesel commercial lawn mower tractor for $13,481.44.  Although the bid from Grass Hopper is slightly less than Kubota it does not include the canopy which is approximately $500.00 more.  Staff has been pleased with the repair work and availability of the parts from Kubota.
Councilor Braudt moved, and Councilor Kovachy seconded a motion to award the bid to Kubota for the purchase of a diesel commercial lawn mower tractor in the amount of $13,481.44 and authorize staff to purchase the tractor.  All voted “yes”.  Motion carried.
7. Council Room Rent.

There have been more people reserving the Council Room these days.  Currently the City does not charge for renting the Council Room.  It is staffs thought that we should charge some sort of rent to help cover the cost of electricity and heat.  We did have one night that a citizen reserved the Council room and there was a Planning Meeting scheduled for the same night.  This has been the first time in a long time that the office made the error of reserving the Council room on a meeting night.  

The question did arise as to whether the City would charge a fee to another government agency or not.  It was agreed that there would be no cost to other government agencies for reserving the Council room.  Councilor Kovachy would like to not charge any Canyonville citizens for the Council room.  The consensus of the Council that not charging Canyonville citizens and charging other people would create a lot of work.  
Councilor Braudt moved, and Councilor Barton seconded a motion to establish rent for the Council Chambers at $25.00 but exclude government agencies from the cost.  Mayor Young, Councilor Braudt, Barton, Boye’ Coleman voted “yes”.  Councilor Kovachy voted “no”.  Motion passed.

SUMMER HELP:  We hired a summer worker through Express Employment that is doing a very good job.
SEWER:  The City has entered into an agreement with Richwine Environmental to perform the value engineering on the sewer plant upgrade.  He has completed his review and stated in his summary that overall the City has received a very cost-effective design.  He has a few

suggestions which staff, Dyer Partnership, DEQ, and Richwine Environmental will get together to discuss.  The meeting is set for April 18, 2018.
BUDGET:  The budget is done!!!  Copies will be available for everyone by the end of the month.  The first meeting is scheduled for Thursday May 17, 2018.  Please check your calendar to make sure you all can make.  We have been notified by two budget committee members that they will not make the meeting.
WATER; Hill Drive pump station – The crew has replaced the pump and it is working great.  The repairs to the building are not going quite so well.  We have had to make the contractor come back twice because the quality of work was very poor.  I believe the only thing they have left to do now is the painting.
PLANNING:  This is the season for planning and building permits. I have had a lot of people in the office with questions about properties that are for sale.  Knoll Terrace is adding four new homes to their park.  A new house is currently being constructed on Deer Song and another is proposed on Eagle Ridge for this summer.  The Planning Commission will be reviewing a conditional use permit for the old Farm Supply on Leland.  It has been sold and the new owner is planning to utilize the building for environmentally controlled storage units.
