I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Young called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance and prayer.

IV.
CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of Minutes for the regular meeting on April 16, 2018.
             Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Braudt seconded a motion to approve the
minutes of April 16, 2018 with corrections.  All voted “yes”. The motion carried.  
V.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1. Sewer Plant Upgrade – Steve Majors.

Steve Majors from Dyer Engineering presented the results of the value engineering review to the Council.  There are a few changes or additions that will be made due to the value engineering review, but the total project cost will stay the same.  
Value Engineering’s suggestions are as follows:

1. Adding a temperature probe be added after the UV process for permit monitoring.

2. Make lockers half lockers so that employees have a place for clean clothes and a place for dirty clothes.

3. A single effluent flow meter (magmeter) will be installed on the main permeate line.

4. A spare pump will be provided for backup-up purposes for the Biosolids transfer pump, the biosolids storage transfer pump, and the MBT feed pump as they will be sized the same.

2. Water DRC Consulting contract with Brian Kelly.
Brian Kelly has been performing the services of Direct Responsible Chare (DRC) for the City’s water treatment since 2015.  He has been being paid a monthly fee of $500.00 to perform these services.  Mr. Kelly is certified as a grade II water treatment operator with a filter endorsement and a grade II as a distribution operator.  When the Lead Public Works person retired Mr. Kelly realized he was also providing the required certifications for the distribution system.  Because of the extra responsibility he is requesting to increase his fee to $700.00 per month.
Staff has researched fees for other DRC’s and it seems they want $500.00 for the treatment certification and another $500.00 for the distribution certification.  Therefore, it seems Mr. Kelly’s request is reasonable, especially since we do not have anyone with the certifications in the distribution system.

Our Water Operator is working hard on getting his certifications and hopes to take the treatment II certification test before the end of the year.  He has applied to take the distribution I test and is waiting for the state to approve his application.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Braudt seconded a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign a new contract with Brian Kelly to provide the Direct Responsible Charge services for the City’s water system at a cost of $700.00 per month.  All voted “yes”.  The motion carried.
3. Wastewater DRC Consulting contract with Bob Dillard.

The City explored the possibility of entering into an intergovernmental agreement with Myrtle Creek to provide Direct Responsible Charge (DRC) services for the sewer plant.  It does not appear that this is a feasible solution due to the unfamiliarity of the MBR process.  So the City has selected to hire Bob Dillard, a private consultant.
Mr. Dillard has been in the wastewater industry for 47 years and has provided DRC services to many small cities.  Bob has a grade IV certification in both treatment and collections.  He is familiar with the MBR process.  The monthly fee Bob is asking is $1,200.00 which is much less than Myrtle Creek’s estimate of $2,300.00 per month.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Braudt seconded a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign a contract with Bob Dillard to provide the Direct Responsible Charge services for the City’s sewer system at a cost of $1,200.00 per month.  All voted “yes”.  The motion carried.
4. ODOT Emergency Response Cooperative Assistance Agreement.

The City of Canyonville has had a Cooperative Assistance Agreement with ODOT for many years.  The agreement allows both Canyonville and ODOT to work together and share equipment and staffing if necessary.  It is primarily geared towards an emergency situation but can also be used for other needs.  A good example of the use of this contract is when ODOT paved First Street under the bridge for the City.  This saved the City a significant amount of money.  Another use of this contract is ODOT pays the City to mow the ODOT off ramps.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Braudt seconded a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign the Cooperative Assistance Agreement with ODOT.  All voted “yes”.  Motion carried.  

5. Accela/Springbrook Software Upgrade.
The City has been having difficulty with the server for the computers and the backup of the City’s network.  Currently the backup for City files is located on the server in the Administrator’s office.  If there were a fire all the records and the computer backup would be lost.  Staff has been exploring viable options for off premise backups the last several years.
The City’s software provider Accela (formerly Springbrook) now has the capabilities for the City to backup their computers to the Cloud.  However, before we can do that we need to upgrade out current software to Springbrook version 7.18.  We are now at version 7.8 and haven’t upgraded our software since 2011.  Accela no longer provides support for version 7.8.  Updating the software will solve two problems.
The estimate for the conversion is $6,245.00 and the annual subscription is $10,094.00.  The total cost will be $16,339.00 for the new system.  While this seems like a lot of money we currently are paying an annual subscription cost of $10,495.05 which is due in July.  So the real cost to upgrade is $6,245.00.

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Braudt seconded a motion to authorize the Mayor to sign a contract with Accela to upgrade the City’s software to version 7.18 plus the Cloud backup.  All voted “yes”.  Motion carries
6. 2017 Small City Allotment Grant Agreement.
At the June 15, 2017 meeting the Council approved Resolution #653 authorizing the submittal of a Small City Allotment Grant for Pine Street from First Street through the intersection of Third Street.  The grant request was for the maximum amount of $50,000.00 with the City contributing $51,000.00 to complete the $102,000.00 project.
The City has received the grant and the agreement needs to be approved and signed.

Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Braudt seconded a motion to approve the contract with Oregon Department of Transportation and authorize the Mayor to sign the document.  All voted “yes”.  Motion carried.
VIII.
REPORTS:
1. SHERIFF’S OFFICE

The new Sheriff’s contract was dropped off to Janelle today.  There were 145 calls for service this month with 28 being traffic stops, 9 subject stops at night, 17 criminal cases, and 11 arrests.  The Under Sheriff will be attending the next Council Meeting in June.  There will be no increase this year.  The Sheriff’s Office wants to provide more customer service for the contract cost such as the deputies enforcing more of the City’s Ordinances.  One thing the City needs to do is update the specific Ordinances, so it makes it easier for the Deputies to enforce them.
2. ADMINISTRATIVE REPORT
SUMMER HELP:  The summer help is doing an excellent job.  He repainted the floors and walls in the park bathrooms.
SEWER:  On April 26, 2018 Rob Siegrist, Frank Braudt, Janelle Evans, Steve Majors, Tyler Molatore, Jaime Norrington and Dale Richwine all met to discuss the results of the Value Engineering Report.  There were some good suggestions that helped avoid some potential problems.  
PARK:  Staff had Day and Night give us an estimate on running 220 volt electricity to the restrooms so we can install hand dryers.  The hand dryers themselves are about $250.00 each, but the big cost is to install the wiring.  Day and Nights verbal estimate was about $1,500.00 which is for labor only.  The hand towel system we have now is getting vandalized quite frequently.  They are constantly cutting the towels in half.  
WATER; Hill Drive pump station – The work is finally complete.  Because of the problems the City has incurred with the company they have agreed to reduce the cost by $1,000.00.
PLANNING:  The Planning Commission will be holding a meeting on May 23, 2018 to review a property line adjustment between ODOT and the Tribe.  The Tribe is purchasing the ODOT right of way to within two feet of the access road curb.
