COUNCIL BUSINESS:

1.    R V Dump Station.

There have been some major issues going with the sewer plant.  Staff has decided to close down 

the RV dump station for two weeks to see if this may be attributing to the sewer plant issues or 

not. 

2.    Resolution to Include the City of Canyonville in a Non-taxing Transit District.

In 2017 the Oregon Legislature adopted a new law (HB2017) which will provide over $100

million per year to improve public transportation systems.  Oregon Department of Transportation 

estimates that Douglas County will receive around $3 million annually.  To insure this money is 

utilized strictly for transportation needs the County is creating a Transportation District.  This is a 

non-taxing district and will require a vote of the people to ever make it a taxing district.  

In order for the City of Canyonville to be included in the Transportation District we must pass a 

resolution requesting to be added to the District.  Then a public hearing on the creation of the 

district will be held by the County Commissioners.  If the District is created a seven-member 

board of directors will be created.  Board members will be at large and elected at the November 

2018 meeting.

The Douglas County Public Works Director, Scott Adams, was present to give the Council a review of how 

the Transit District would work and answer any questions they may have.


Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Young seconded a motion to adopt and authorize the 
Council President to sign in the absence of the Mayor.  All voted “yes”.  The motion carried.
