I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Council President Braudt called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and all joined in the Pledge of Allegiance.

CONSENT CALENDAR:
1. Approval of Minutes for the regular meeting on June 18, 2018.  
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Kovachy seconded a motion to approve the regular meeting minutes of June 18, 2018 with corrections to add Councilor Young as present.  All voted “yes”. The motion carried.  
V.
COUNCIL BUSINESS:
1. Larry Widener – Screen Cover for Park Stage.

Did not show.
2. OSU Extension Annexation.

At the December 21, 2015 meeting Council proposed to include Canyonville in the Extension Program.  After the meeting staff prepared the minutes, notarized the minutes, and handed them over to John Punches from the OSU Division of Outreach and Engagement.  He was going to complete the entire process to get the annexation on the ballot.
Several residents have asked when this process would be completed.  Staff called Commissioner Freemans office and was delighted when his clerk offered to get the process started.  The reason you are voting on this again is it has been so long since the last vote and we now have two councilors that were not part of the Council at that time.

Council tabled making any decision until the next meeting in August.  Council asked staff to check what the proposed tax rate will be, and do we need to do a resolution or are the minutes showing Councils approval sufficient for starting the process.
3. Small City Allotment Grant Application – Resolution No. 661.
Approximately every two years the Oregon Department of Transportation awards a grant to small cities for a paving project. Due to House Bill 2017 the grant awards for the Small City Allotment have been increased to $100,000.00.  They also changed the rules this year and a City can have two open grants per year so there is a chance we could get a project funded.  This year the City is submitting two projects with the hope that at least one of them will be funded.  

Priority 1:  The application is for Pine Street from the beginning of the 4th Street intersection through the fifth street intersection.  The estimated cost for the project is $136,340.00 so the City would be responsible for approximately $37,000.000 which we do have available in the street paving fund.  This project would allow the City to have almost a completely redone Pine Street.  The only block that will not be redone is between 3rd St. and 4th Street.  This block is in relatively better condition than the rest of the road and only needs the westerly half of the road redone.  ODOT will not allow a partial street pavement for the grant and the City does not have enough money in the paving line item to do the entire width.

Priority 2:  This is for SE Canyon from 3rd Street to 5th by the park.  This grant has been submitted several times and never funded but I thought we would give it another shot this year.  The estimated cost is $84,185.00 which is less than the allowed $100,000.00 so they may consider it more this year.

Councilor Kovachy if we could possibly add 5th Street to Main to the grant or could the City fund this portion?  Administrator Evans explained that they would look at it as two different jobs instead of a continuation from Pine Street.  Would be better to place it on the list for the next grant.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Kovachy seconded a motion to adopt Resolution No. 661 authorizing the submittal of Pine Street from the 4th Street intersection through the 5th Street intersection and as Priority 2 SE Canyon from 3rd Street to 5th Street for the Small City Allotment Grant.  All voted “yes”.  Motion carried.  

4. Donation Request from the American Legion.
The American Legion has asked the City to donate $25.00 for each flag they put up on main street in front of City Hall.  There are three flags along the front of City Hall, so we would be donating $75.00.  The City has $415.00 remaining in the current budget for donation.
Councilor Kovachy moved, and Councilor Young seconded a motion to approve the donation request of $75.00 from the American Legion.  All voted “yes”.  Motion carries
5. Pioneer Days Event Permit.
Canyonville Pioneer Days Committee completed a special event permit for Pioneer Days Celebration.  The event is covered by the Lions Club Insurance and a certificate has been issued naming the City as certificate holder.  The beer garden will be run by Henry Estates Winery and they have applied for the OLCC license.  They did the event last year and provided all the required information so there should be no issues this year.  

According to Misty the event will be the same as last year and the beer garden will be in the same spot.  The parade route will be the one they have always used.  They will be blocking off Main Street from 3rd Street to the end of Main Street from 11:00 am to 4:00 pm for the car show.

Approval of the permit could be conditioned upon the submission of an approved OLCC permit for the event and receipt of the insurance information from Henry Estates Winery.

Councilor Coleman asked about when the insurance would be in at City Hall.  Misty stated that after Council approval they will get the insurance and OLCC license and bring to City Hall.
Councilor Barton moved, and Councilor Kovachy seconded a motion to approve the Pioneer Days Special Event Permit with the condition that an OLCC permit and insurance be submitted to City Hall.  All voted “yes”.  Motion carried.
